eral secretary in-charge Hary-
ana Deepak Babaria, Haryana
Congress chief Uday Bhan and
the party’s media and pub-
licity = department  head
Pawan Khera.

Both Phogat and Punia or
at least one are set to contest
the assembly polls in Harya-
na on a Congress ticket, the

Phogat on Friday resigned
from the Indian Railways, cit-
ing personal reasons.

On whether Phogat and
Punia would contest the assem-
bly polls, Venugopal said the
party’s Central Election Com-
mittee would decide on that.

Court rejects bail plea
of prime accused

KOLKATA

A Kolkata court on Friday re-
jected the bail prayer of San-
joy Roy, the prime accused
in the rape and murder of a
woman medic in a state-run
hospital, and remanded him
to judicial custody for 14 days
till September 20.

The lawyers associated
with the case were present in
the court physically, while the
accused was there in virtual
mode. When the hearing of
the case began, Roy started
crying, CBI sources said.

His counsel, appointed by
the state Legal Aid, prayed for
bail stating that her client was
framed and he has no link to
the crime.

The CBI counsel, who
reached the court 40 minutes
late, opposed the bail plea
saying that it would hamper
their ongoing investigation.

After hearing both sides,
the judge remanded him to ju-
dicial custody for 14 days.

Earlier, the judge expressed
displeasure since the CBI's in-
vestigating officer (I0) and the
lawyer were initially absent.
The central agency is investi-
gating the matter on an order

Courts can’t treat child as movable

property an

NEW DELHI

The courts dealing with issue
of habeas corpus regarding
a minor can’t treat the child
as a “movable property” and
transfer their custody with-
out even considering the im-
pact of disturbance of cus-
tody on them, the Supreme
Court said on Friday.

A habeas corpus petition
is filed seeking direction to
produce before the court a
person who is missing or has
been illegally detained.

A bench of Justices A S Oka
and A G Masih said such is-
sues cannot be decided me-
chanically and the court has
to act based on humanitarian
considerations.

“When the court deals
with the issue of habeas cor-
pus regarding a minor, the
court cannot treat the child
as a movable property and
transfer custody without
even considering the impact
of the disturbance of the cus-
tody on the child,” the bench
said.

The top court delivered
its verdict in a case pertain-
ing to custody of a girl child
who is aged two years and

seven months. Her mother
had died an unnatural death
in December 2022 and she is
presently in custody of her
maternal aunts.

A petition was filed in the
apex court challenging the
June 2023 judgement of the
Madhya Pradesh High Court,
which had directed the ma-
ternal aunts to hand over
custody of the child to her
father and paternal grand-
parents.

The bench noted that in
July last year, the top court
had granted a stay of the op-
eration of the high court’s
verdict.

The apex court observed

d transfer custody: SC

the high court was dealing
with custody of child who
had been in custody of her
maternal aunts from the ten-
der age of 11 months after her
mother died.

“It is apparent that the
high court has not dealt with
and considered the issue of
the welfare of the child. The
high court has disturbed the
child’s custody based only on
the father’s right as a natural
guardian,” the bench noted.

It noted that as far as the
decision regarding custody
of a child was concerned, the
only paramount considera-
tion was the welfare of minor
and the parties’ rights cannot
be allowed to override the
child’s welfare.

“We believe that consider-
ing the peculiar facts of the
case and the child’s tender
age, this is not a case where
custody of the child can be
disturbed in a petition under
Article 226 of the Constitu-
tion of India,” it said.

The bench said only in
substantive proceedings un-
der the the Guardians and
Wards (GW) Act, 1890 can
the appropriate court decide
the issue of child custody
and guardianship.

Speech on karma, rebirth:
Motivational speaker
sparks controversy

A motivational and spiritual
speaker stoked controversy by
his remarks on karma and re-
birth, and allegedly blaming
children for their struggles in
life on Teachers Day, prompting
the Tamil Nadu government to
take action against him.

State  School  Educa-
tion Minister Anbil Mahesh
Poyyamozhi assured that
action will be taken against
the speaker for his controver-
sial speech at a government
school here.

Members of the DYFI and
SFI staged a protest here ques-
tioning the School Education
Department for permitting
spiritual awakening classes in
state-run schools at Saidapet
and Ashok Nagar, and demand-
ed action against the speaker
“Maha Vishnu” who runs Par-
amporul Foundation, an NGO.

Two government schools
that invited Maha Vishnu to de-
liver a motivational speech too
faced criticism, as he had used
the school premises to blame
the children and for brazenly
addressing a differently-abled

teacher who confronted him
for his religious remarks.

In his speech, he had
blamed the British for system-
atically destroying Guruku-
lams and claimed that by mere
chanting of certain mantras
one could cause a rain of fire,
cure ailments and even fly.

“All these were written as
scriptures by our ancestors
but the British erased them,”
he had said in a video that
went viral. “If God was kind,
everyone should be born
equal. One is born rich or
poor, a criminal or a hero. Why
such differences? You have
been given in this life based on
what you did in your previous
birth,” he had said. To this,
a teacher objected and said,
that he was only invited for a
motivational talk. This led to
an argument with Maha Vish-
nu who accused him of having
“ego issues.”

Earth breaks another ‘hottest summer’ record

ummer 2024 sweltered
Sto Earth’s hottest on
record, making it even
more likely that this year
will end up as the warmest
humanity has measured,
European climate service Co-
pernicus reported Friday.
And if this sounds familiar,
that’s because the records
the globe shattered were
set just last year as hu-

man-caused climate change,
with a temporary boost from
an ELNino, keeps dialling up
temperatures and extreme
weather, scientists said.

The northern meteorolog-
ical summer June, July and
August averaged 16.8 de-

grees Celsius (62.24 degrees
Fahrenheit), according to
Copernicus. That’s 0.03 de-
grees Celsius (0.05 degrees
Fahrenheit) warmer than the
old record in 2023. Coperni-
cus records go back to 1940,
but American, British and
Japanese records, which
start in the mid-19th century,
show the last decade has
been the hottest since regu-
lar measurements were taken
and likely in about 120,000
years, according to some

scientists.

The Augusts of both 2024
and 2023 tied for the hottest
Augusts globally at 16.82
degrees Celsius (62.27
degrees Fahrenheit). July was
the first time in more than a
year that the world did not
set a record, a tad behind
2023, but because June 2024
was so much hotter than
June 2023, this summer as
a whole was the hottest,
Copernicus Director Carlo
Buontempo said.
