Delhi gears up to ready
a house for Mr MP

There are two phases of polling
left in the 2024 Lok Sabha
polls, but preparations have
already begun in the national
capital to house the first-time

elected Members of
Parliament (MPs).
The  Western Court

Annexe, located in Delhi’s
Janpath region, is preparing
to accommodate nearly 100
new MPs once they arrive in
the national capital after June
4, the day the results are
scheduled to be declared.

“The maintenance of the
rooms has already begun. We
will be able to easily serve near-
ly 100 MPs,” said Himanshu
Saini, junior engineer (Civil) at
the Western Court. “Additional
preparations like maintaining
aesthetics, placing wall paint-
ings in rooms, are also being
done,” he explained.

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi inaugurated the Western
Court Annexe inside the
Western Court building in 2018
to accommodate the transit
MPs until they are allotted gov-
ernment residence. “When
new MPs stay in hotels, they
make headlines,” he had said.
The Western Court Annexe
housed over 80 rooms, but
there were 312 new MPs — 267
fresh MPs and 45 were MPs
who served in the earlier Lok
Sabha. The 16th Lok Sabha had
359 MPs.

Apart from the Western
Court building, the state
bhawans located in Mandi
House and Chanakyapuri
serve the new MPs, according
to the respective state govern-

ment orders. “We get calls from
Chandigarh to prepare rooms
as soon as the result declara-
tions begin,” said a worker at
the Punjab Bhawan.

The person handling book-
ings at the Haryana Bhawan
said: “Usually the rooms are
vacant so we don’t have to
reserve any rooms for the
result day.

Saini said that the list
comes to him from Parliament.

A worker at the New
Maharashtra Sadan said they
start preparations in advance

but the lack of availability is not
something they fear. When
asked about the security meas-
ures being implemented for
the MPs, Saini said: “Mostly,
Parliament is responsible for
the security arrangements. We
try to manage the hospitality,
which includes food and main-
tenance.” According to an RTI
response in 2014, the govern-
ment had spent nearly 324
crore on the transit stay of the
members of the 16th Lok Sabha
in the national capital. Before
the construction of the
Western Court Annexe, the
MPs could reside in either state
bhawans or India Tourism
Development  Corporation
hotels like The Ashok and
Hotel Samrat.

Kejriwal for
fair probe in
Maliwal row

In his first reaction on Aam
Aadmi Party (AAP) MP Swati
Maliwal’s alleged assault at
his official residence, Delhi
Chief Minister Arvind
Kejriwal on Wednesday said
he expected a fair investiga-
tion into the matter and jus-
tice should be served.

Maliwal had alleged she
was “assaulted” by Kejriwal’s
personal assistant Bibhav
Kumar when she went to
meet the chief minister on
May 13. The police have reg-
istered a case and arrested
Kumar in connection with
it. In an interview to PTIT, the
chief minister said the mat-
ter is currently “sub-judice”
and his comment might
affect the proceedings.

“But I expect there will
be a fair investigation.
Justice should be served.
There are two versions of the
event. Police should investi-
gate both versions fairly and
justice should be done,”
Kejriwal said.

Earlier on Wednesday,
Maliwal alleged that there
was a “lot of pressure” on
everyone in the party to
malign her. “Yesterday I got
a call from a big leader of
the party. They told me how
there is a lot of pressure on
everyone, they have to say
bad things against Swati,
they have to break her by
leaking her personal pho-
tos. Itis being said that any-
one who supports her will
be expelled from the party,”
the Rajya Sabha MP said in
a post on X.
