BJP, Congress bag 3 each
in Karnataka, Rajasthan

Counting halted in Maharashtra, Haryana over accusations of rule violations

he ruling Congress on
T Friday won three of the

four Rajya Sabha seats
in Rajasthan, overcoming the
challenge posed by BJP-
backed independent candi-
date Subhash Chandra,
according to the party.

The BJP got
fourth seat.

Congress candidates
Randeep Surjewala, Mukul
Wasnik, and Pramod Tiwari
were elected to the Rajya
Sabha, according to a tweet by
Rajasthan Chief Minister
Ashok Gehlot.

BJP candidate and former
minister Ghanshyam Tiwari
said he had also won, polling
43 votes. “Congress's victory
on three Rajya Sabha seats in
Rajasthan is a victory of
democracy. I congratulate all
the three newly elected MPs
Shri Pramod Tiwari, Shri
Mukul Wasnik and Shri
Randeep Surjewala. I am sure
that all the three MPs will be
able to strongly advocate the
rights of Rajasthan in Delhi,"
Gehlot tweeted.

Speaking to reporters,
Tiwari said, "I am thankful to
the state and the central lead-
ership for making me the can-
didate. I got 43 votes." The
statements came before the

official announcement of the
results.

All 200 Rajasthan MLAs
had cast their votes for the
Rajya Sabha elections by
Friday afternoon. In the
House, the Congress has 108
MLAs, BJP 71, Independents
13, Rashtriya Loktantrik Party
(RLP) three, and the CPI(M)
and the Bharatiya Tribal Party
(BTP) two each.

In Karnataka, election offi-
cials said the ruling BJP won
three out of four seats, while
Congress bagged one. Union
Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman, actor-politician
Jaggesh, ex-MLC Lehar Singh
Siroya of the BJP and former
Union Minister Jairam

Ramesh of Congress were
declared elected from the
state.

The JD(S) leadership
claimed at least two disgrun-
tled MLAs did not vote in
favour of its candidate in the
Rajya Sabha polls for four
seats from Karnataka, defying
the party's diktat, with one of
itslegislators admitting he did
so since he "loved" voting for
the Congress nominee.

The counting of votes for
the Rajya Sabha elections was
delayed on Friday in
Maharashtra and Haryana
over alleged violation of rules,
officials said.

The counting was held up
in Maharashtra after opposi-
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tion BJP alleged three MLAS
of the ruling Maha Vikas
Aghadi (MVA)--Cabinet min-
isters Jitendra Awhad (NCP)
and Yashomati Thakur
(Congress), besides Shiv Sena
legislator Suhas Kande violat-
ed the model code for voting.
"We have filed an appeal
before the Election
Commission of India, seeking
that their votes be held
invalid," said a state BJP
leader.

The BJP has alleged that
Awhad and Thakur handed
over their ballots to their party
agents instead of only show-
ing them the ballots, while
Kande showed his ballot to
two different agents.

The counting has been put
on hold in Haryana for iden-
tical reasons.

The BJP and the
Independent candidate
backed by it have urged the
Election Commission to can-
cel the votes of two Congress
MLAs.

BJP nominee Krishan Lal
Panwar and Independent can-
didate Kartikeya Sharma shot
off a missive to the EC, alleg-
ing Congress MLAs Kiran
Choudhary and B B Batra
showed their ballot papers to
unauthorised persons after
marking them and that the
episodes were "duly captured"
on cameras.

Direct taxes...

“Such a process of optional and
non-binding mediation can be
helpful in eliminating tax dis-
putes, particularly those relat-
ing to transfer pricing and oth-
er matters as well,” said
Akhilesh Ranjan, advisor on
tax policy at PwC and former
member of the CBDT.

Among other measures, the
department is looking to tax
the corporate sector in agricul-
ture, phase out exemptions,
and tap new and emerging sec-
tors like crypto assets, to
increase the tax-GDP ratio to
15-20 per cent. The revenue
department expects India’s
direct tax collection should be
60 per cent of the revenue
receipts. Currently, direct tax
contributes half that.

InFY22, India recorded the
highest tax-GDP ratio of 11.7
per cent. The department dis-
cussed setting up a specialised
unit for examining high-net-
worth individuals having
more than 35 crore and target-
ing those companies working
across borders and running
hawala operations. The
department is pinning hopes
on global tax policy to tax dig-
ital giants like Facebook and
Google. The road map also
suggests amending the I-T Act,
1961 extensively.

Fitch...

The government welcomed the
revision in outlook. “It is an
acknowledgement of the gov-
ernment’s reforms agenda that
has placed the economy on a
strong footing, cushioning it
from external variables & lay-
ing the roadmap for steady
growth,” tweeted Union
Commerce and Industry
Minister Piyush Goyal.

As reported earlier, in
recent meetings with ratings
agencies, officials led by Chief
Economic Advisor V Anantha
Nageswaran pushed for a rat-
ings and outlook upgrade and
pitched India’s strong domestic
economic recovery post the
pandemic and efforts made by
the Centre and the RBI to con-
tain inflationary pressures.

However, there were still
some weak spots, and accord-
ing to sources, the assessment
provided to ratings agencies
has been a realistic one and
without unfeasible expecta-
tions. Officials have admitted
that global inflationary pres-
sures due to Russia’s invasion
of Ukraine have hit household
savings and corporate margins,
and will impact growth. On the
outlook, Fitch said that high
nominal GDP growth has facil-
itated a near-term reduction in
the debt-to-GDP ratio but pub-
lic finances remain a credit
weakness with the debt ratio
broadly stabilising.

Exports...

According to India Ratings &
Research India, merchandise
imports are expected to grow
to $182.9 billion in first quarter
of the fiscal year from $168.1 bil-
lion in the last quarter of the
last fiscal (Q4FY22).

In the same period, exports
are expected to inch up to
$112.5 billion from $11.3 billion
in Q4FY22. As a result, the
trade deficit is expected to grow
to $70.4 billion in Q1FY23 from
$56.8 billion in the fourth quar-
ter of FY22.

"This is due to normalisa-
tion of domestic economic
activities, steep levels of com-
modity prices and inflated
freight and transportation
costs," writes Sunil Kumar
Sinha, principal economist at
India Ratings & Research.

Iron and steel were India's
third-biggest export commod-
ity in FY22 at nearly $23 billion,
up 889 per cent YoY.

It accounted for 5.4 per cent
of the total merchandise
exports in FY22 and 8.3 per cent
India's overall merchandise
exports last fiscal. India’s total
exports were up 44.6 per cent
YoY last fiscal year.

The exports of petroleum
products ($68.6 billion) and
gems &jewellery ($39.3 billion)
exceeded the exports of iron &
steel, but India remains a net
import of both crude oil and
precious stones and precious
metals. In contrast, India is a
net exporter of steel.

Sensex...

Shanghai’s decision to lock
down seven districts this
weekend to conduct mass
Covid-19 tests also weighed on
sentiment. The weekend lock-
down is the first major restric-
tion on movement after China
exited a two-month shutdown
earlier this month. The deci-
sion came after new infection
cases were detected in China's
financial hub.

Crude oil slipped on Friday
as China imposed new lock-
down measures and US infla-
tion rose more than expected,
but crude prices remained on
track for another weekly gain.
Brent crude was down over 2
per cent to $120 a barrel at 2050
IST. “The lockdown announce-
ment in Shanghai is a shock.
People thought things were
back to normal,” said Bhat.

IPL bids

Both SuperSports and Fun Asia
will look for international
rights, according to officials.
Besides the tech companies,
others like Dreamz 11 and Sky
Sports did not show up for
technical evaluation though
they had bought the bid
papers.

Companies, which clear the
technical evaluation, will bid

on Sunday for the various
rights on offer.

In the previous IPL edition,
Facebook had bid for digital

rights but had lost.
Sandeep Goyal, managing
director of ad agency

Rediffusion, believes Disney+
Star and RIL’s Viacom are the
only two serious competitors
inthe fray. “Rest of them either
don’t have the monetization
vehicles or don’t have the bal-
ance sheets for the size of the
punt,” he said.

Amazon, like other high
tech players, has been ham-
strung by the rules of bidding.
For instance, the rules do not
allow anyone to bid in a con-
sortium (it cannot bid for TV
rights as it does not have a
broadcasting channel and it
can’t tie up with one). The com-
pany, therefore, could have bid
either for the digital rights for
all the matches with a base
price of Rs 33 crore per match
or only half of that for digital
rights for 18 key matches on a
non-exclusive basis.

However BCCIbidding con-
ditions provide a distinct
advantage to legacy broadcast-
ers (with TV channels and dig-
ital platforms). The highest bid-
der for TV rights this time has
the choice of rebidding for the
digital rights of all matches, if
itis not already the highest bid-
der in that segment. Similarly
the highest bidder in digital
segment can also rebid for TV
rights where it is not number
one, provided it also is a TV
broadcaster.

Atop executive at one of the
prospective bidding firms said:
"BCCI might have to reduce its
expectations from the auction.
It had expected that digital
rights will go up sharply with
the entry of top tech companies
in the fray, After all Amazon
has paid huge amounts in the
US for a package of National
Football League games. Also it
expected Dreamz 11 to bid for
digital. Now only Time Internet
might." Butanother executive
of a company with big stakes
in sports broadcasting said:
“No one has really looked at
Amazon as areal contendet, so
don’t see it getting anyone
excited or subdued.” The exec-
utive pointed out that the new
structure ensures that bidding
prices go up and BCCI and the
10 franchisees make more
money with only one player
getting all the rights — TV and
digital.

Even digital rights for the 18
non-exclusive matches could
go to one of the broadcasters
who could not get digital rights
for all the matches, a source
said.

With a global war chest of
$30 billion for content, out of
which a third will be for sports,
Disney is not short of cash to
retain the IPL. Elara Capital
estimates that one third of
Star’s revenue (digital and TV)
comes from IPL, and the com-

pany says it controls 15-20 per
cent share of sports advertising
on TV. But it has been under-
playing its interest in the prop-
erty saying it would not indulge
in a price war.

For RIL-led Viacom 18,
which has a viewership market
share of around 12.8 per cent
which is less than half of mar-
ket leader Star-Disney at 29.1
per cent and the Zee-Sony
combine at 26.9 per cent, crick-
et could give it a big leg-up to
catch on with the two big
broadcasters. Reliance had bid
last time but had lost to Star-
Disney.

Ad rules...

For advertisements involving
children or child-related prod-
ucts, the guidelines categori-
cally state that such ads shall
not be such that they develop
a negative body image among
children or give any impression
that the product is better than
the natural or traditional food
which the child might be con-
suming.

"Advertisements are of
great interest to consumers.
Under the Act, there are provi-
sions to handle misleading
advertisements affecting con-
sumer rights. But to make them
explicit and clear to industry,
the government has come out
with guidelines for fair adver-
tising with effect from today,"
Singh said.

These guidelines will be
applicable to advertisements
published on all media plat-
forms, such as print, television,
and online.

Both government and pri-
vate advertisements shall be
covered by the new set of rules.
“The guidelines define a seller
and whosoever he is -- whether
government body or private --
is covered under the provi-
sions,” Singh said.

Those in violation of the
new guidelines will be dealt
with according to the provi-
sions of the Central Consumer
Protection Act (CCPA).

The guidelines also state
that if any manufacturer, serv-
ice provider, advertiser, or
advertising agency makes a
claim based on independent
research or study, it should
clearly indicate the source and
date of such independent
research, so that consumers are
not misled.

On celebrity endorsements,
the guidelines state that all
celebrities endorsing a product
must carry out due diligence
about the product before agree-
ing to endorse it. “The adver-
tisement must reflect the gen-
uine, reasonably current
opinion of the individual,
group or organisation making
such representation and must
be based on adequate informa-
tion about, or experience with,
the identified goods, product
or service,” the guidelines say.
