The opposition parties often
use the word "washing machine"
to target the BJP over inducting
people like Ajit Pawar, Ashok
Chavan, and Himanta Biswa
Sarma, who were facing cor-
ruption charges.

Demonstrating how the
machine works, Delhi Cabinet
minister Saurabh Bharadwaj
said that the BJP had run a cam-
paign for six months alleging
Himanta Biswa Sarma was
involved in the Saradha scam.
"But then he was inducted in the
BJP and all his sins were washed
away," he charged.
“On the other hand, when
Manish Sisodia and Satyendar
Jain, who improved the educa-
tion and health systems in Delhi,
did not succumb to their pres-
sure, the BJP and their agencies
fabricated cases against them
and sent them to jail,” he said.
Cabinet Minister Gopal Rai
said that for the Lok Sabha elec-
tion campaign, now we are
launching the washing machine
campaign.

he Municipal
Corporation of Delhi
(MCD) house was

adjourned as the BJP start-
ed attacking AAP on all
fronts over AAP’s Rajya
Sabha MP Swati Maliwal
alleged accusation of being
beaten up by Chief Minister
Arvind Kejriwal’s contro-
versial PA Bibhav Kumar on
AAP Chief ’s behest at his
official residence on
Tuesday.
The BJP councillors
stormed into the well of the
House as soon as Delhi
mayor Shelly Oberoi
entered and raised slogans

such as "Kejriwal haye haye",
"Swati Maliwal ko insaaf
do", and "Kejriwal istifa do"
against Kejriwal demanding
his resignation over the
incident, stalling the House
from beginning its pro-
ceedings.
Amid the sloganeering and
ruckus in the MCD house,
several proposals including
giving administrative sanc-
tion for the disbursal of Rs
1,100 to students in civic-
body-run schools for pur-
chasing uniforms, and con-
struction of a medical col-
lege among others could
not be passed.
Reacting to the adjourn-
ment and BJP councillors

demand, Delhi Mayor
Shelly Oberoi said, "All the
councillors of the BJP cre-
ated a ruckus inside the
house. BJP councillors did-
n't allow any discussion on
issues of MCD. For the past
one and a half years, BJP has
not allowed the formation of
a standing committee, spe-
cial committee, ward com-
mittee."
Proposals to give adminis-
tration sanction for the dis-
bursal of Rs 1,100 to MCD
school students for pur-
chasing uniforms, Rs 120 for
school bags, and Rs 300 for
notebooks and stationary
were slated to be tabled in
the House. Other proposals

regarding the construction
of the medical college build-
ing at Rajan Babu Institute
of Pulmonary Medicine and
Tuberculosis Hospital cam-
pus and permission to sub-
mit a draft proposal to vet
reply to the MCD Auditor
office for dropping para-
graph on "Fraudulent
Transactions to ECS of 9.65
lakh" were also slated to be
tabled for deliberations in
the meeting.
The High Court had direct-
ed the MCD to transfer the
Welfare Scheme amount to
the students urgently. A
condemnation proposal was
also presented in the House
by councillors of all parties

raising concern over the
"Safety of women in the CM
House".
None of these proposals
could be passed due to the
ruckus in the House which
was adjourned till the next
meeting and was not
allowed to take place amid
heavy sloganeering by
opposition councillors. The
opposition councillors also
stood at the mayor's podi-
um carrying posters with
"Dalit mayor ko kursi par
baithao, Dalit virodhi
Kejriwal istifa do" slogans
written on them. Amid the
ruckus, the mayor
adjourned the House and
left the meeting.
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T
he weather changed sud-
denly in Madhya
Pradesh on Tuesday also.

It started raining with strong
winds in many districts and
hail storm was witnessed at
some places.
In the state, rainfall was wit-
nessed in Guna, Ashoknagar,
Vidisha, Shivpuri,
Chhindwara, Datia, Indore,
Panna and Betul due to strong
storms on Tuesday afternoon. 
Banana crops have been dam-
aged due to storms and rain in
Manawar. Damoh also
received rain with strong winds
on Tuesday evening.

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A
26-year-old youth was
allegedly beaten to
death by three men in

Greater Noida after an argu-
ment at a CNG pump over
who would get their vehicle
refuelled first, police said on
Tuesday.
The incident took place on
Monday night and two of the
three accused were arrested,
Additional Deputy
Commissioner of Police
(Central Noida) Hirdesh
Katheriya said.
According to officials, Aman
Kasana, a resident of
Ghaziabad, had come to the
CNG pump at Kheda
Chauganpur village, under
Ecotech 3 police station area,
to get his car refuelled around

10.30 pm. He was accompa-
nied by his cousin Abhishek,
22.
"Aman had come to a CNG
pump in a car with his kin to
get fuel. At the same time, an
argument broke out between
him and another person, iden-
tified as Ajay alias Ajju, over
getting the fuel. Ajay called his
two associates, Ankush and
Rishabh to the spot. They
thrashed Aman," Katheriya
said.
"The fight took place outside
the CNG pump. During the
fight, Aman was hit on his
head with a stick, leading to
severe injuries. He was later
taken to a hospital but suc-
cumbed to injuries," he said.
Based on a complaint by
Kasana's family, an FIR was
lodged and three accused were
named.
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T
he Enforcement
Directorate, probing the
excise policy case, told the

Delhi High Court Tuesday that
the Aam Aadmi Party (AAP)
will be named as a co-accused
in the case in its next prosecu-
tion complaint.
The submission was made by
the ED's special counsel Zoheb
Hussain before Justice Swarana
Kanta Sharma this afternoon,
during arguments to oppose the
bail application filed by AAP
leader and former Delhi Deputy
Chief Minister Manish Sisodia
in the same case.
“"AAP is going to be made a

co-accused in the next prose-
cution complaint (charge sheet)
to be filed in the case," ED's
counsel said before Justice
Swarana Kanta Sharma, who is
hearing arguments on Sisodia's
bail plea while opposing his bail

plea. The probing agency fur-
ther said concerted efforts are
being made by the accused to
delay trial in the liquor policy
case.
The high court, which was
hearing arguments on Sisodia's
bail pleas filed in the money
laundering and corruption cases
lodged by the ED and CBI
respectively, reserved its orders.
It is pertinent to mention that
a petition by AAP national
chief Arvind Kejriwal contend-
ing that a political party is not
covered under the anti-money
laundering law is pending in the
high court.
Recently, the high court while
upholding Kejriwal's arrest in
the case has held that the
rigours of Section 70 of the
Prevention of Money
Laundering Act (PMLA), which
deals with companies, are
attracted in this case. The ED
had likened AAP to a compa-
ny and Kejriwal its director. The

ED's lawyer further said there
are concerted efforts by accused
persons to delay the process of
framing of charges in the case.
The CBI, which adopted the
submissions made by ED, also
opposed the AAP leader's bail
plea in the corruption case and
said the delay was totally attrib-
utable to the accused persons.
While seeking bail for him,
Sisodia's counsel submitted that
the ED and the CBI are still
arresting people in the money
laundering and corruption case
and there is no question of early
conclusion of the trial.
Senior advocate Mohit Mathur,
representing Sisodia, said the
trial court judge, while dis-
missing the bail plea, has not
shown how the AAP leader has
contributed to the delay. "I had
filed an application to physically
meet my wife. Thereafter, I
moved an application to sign a
cheque. How does it delay the
trial? How have I contributed to

the delay in the proceedings?
The trial court has said that out
of 38 applications, 13 were filed
by Sisodia. But the court has not
said how my application con-
tributed to the delay," he argued.
"Post dismissal of my earlier

bail, three accused have gotten
some relief from the Supreme
Court. Benoy Babu in ED case.
Sanjay Singh, again in ED case
and Arvind Kejriwal most
recently. There is no threat as far
as my running away is con-
cerned. I (Sisodia) have been in
custody for 14.5 months," he
argued.
Showing the conduct of the
accused persons, the ED coun-
sel said 250 pleas have been filed
before the trial court despite
there being only 17 arrests.
The investigation officer needs
to be there in the court almost
every day, he said. He further
argued that the offence of
money laundering has been
held to be as grave of an offence

as terrorism and other serious
offences.
"The conspiracy was to see that
AAP makes wrongful gains in
the form of bribes and in the
process ensure additional ben-
efits to the persons who gave
bribes. The present accused
(Sisodia) was part of GoM, he
was the member of highest
body of the party, he was hold-
ing position of deputy CM and
was minister in charge of the
excise department," ED's coun-
sel argued and added that the
agency has digital evidences and
statements of bribe givers that
the accused reached to them.
He contended that the bribe
money was used by the party in
Goa elections. Elaborating on
the point of delay, the ED coun-
sel referred to one of the
accused persons and said in the
last two months, he has only
inspected 100 documents and
1600 out of 1700 remained to be
inspected by him.
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T
he Delhi High Court
on Tuesday sought
the Centre's stand on

the allotment of accom-
modation to the Aam
Aadmi Party (AAP) for its
offices on account of being
recognised as a national
party.
The senior counsel appear-
ing for the political party
told the court that present-
ly, a minister in the Delhi
government is occupying a
unit on Deen Dayal
Updhayay Marg and is will-
ing to forgo it if it is allot-
ted to the AAP until land is
given to the party for the
construction of its offices.
Justice Subramonium
Prasad asked the BJP-led
Centre to take instructions
in this regard and listed the
matter for further hearing
on Wednesday.
The court was hearing peti-

tions filed by the AAP last
year, seeking allotment of
land or a housing unit on
licence basis in the nation-
al capital for the construc-
tion of its offices in view of
its status as a recognised
national party.
Senior lawyers appearing
for the petitioner argued
that an alternative housing
must be allotted to the
AAP as its current office on
Rouse Avenue has to be
vacated by June 15 and the
construction of a new
building on any allotted
land cannot be completed
in the meantime.
The court was told that the
allotment of the plot on
DDU Marg, which is with
the AAP minister, was ini-
tially for the construction of
family courts, but it was
subsequently cancelled and
another plot for this pur-
pose was marked else-
where.

"The central government's
counsel is directed to take
instructions," the judge
said. In March, the
Supreme Court granted the
AAP time till June 15 to
vacate its Rouse Avenue
office after noting that the
land was allotted to the
Delhi High Court for
expanding judicial infra-
structure.
In its petition, the Arvind

Kejriwal-led party has said
since land has been allotted
by authorities for the con-
struction of office premis-
es to all other national par-
ties in central locations in
New Delhi, it is incumbent
upon them to ensure that a
similar allotment is also
made in favour of the peti-
tioner in accordance with
its entitlement.
The plea has sought quash-
ing of last year's June 26
and September 15 letters of
the Union Ministry of
Housing and Urban Affairs
by which the AAP's request
to allot land to the party for
the construction of its
national and state unit
offices here was rejected.
The request was rejected on
the ground that no vacant
land was available at Deen
Dayal Upadhyay Marg or
other centrally-located area
of Delhi for allotment.
The AAP has claimed that

it is entitled to a total area
of 1,000 square metres for
the construction of offices
for its national and state
units in view of the policies
issued by the Union min-
istry.

It has, therefore, sought a
direction to the Union
ministry to take necessary
steps in accordance with
law to allot a suitable land
to it in New Delhi to enable
the party to construct
offices for its national and
Delhi state units at the ear-
liest.

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Bhopal: Five miscreants creat-
ed huge ruckus and broke the
glass of more than 12 vehicles
in Barah Daftar area late in the
night on Monday; CCTV
footage revealed that the mis-
creants escaped from Regional
Science Centre towards
Banganga area.

CCTV camera
footage has been found and on
checking, it was revealed that 5
youths had descended from
behind the Regional Science
Center and had gone to the
slums of Barah Daftar area via
Ganga Nagar. They had sticks in
their hands. They passed
through the streets, and van-
dalized vehicles parked out-
side houses. Hearing the sound
of vandalism at night, people
came out of their houses but by
then the miscreants had fled
from the spot. 
In the act of vandalism the max-
imum number of vehicles tar-
geted were in the slums near
Barah Daftar area.
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
