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Heroin worth Rs 9.7 crore seized in Mizoram, 3 held  
Aizawl: Three persons were arrested after heroin worth Rs 9.7 crore was seized from their 
possession in three separate operations in Mizoram's Champhai district. During the operations by 
Assam Rifles and the state police on May 30 night, heroin weighing 146 grams was recovered 
from Melbuk village, 22 grams from Zote and 1.2 kilograms in an area on Champhai-Aizawl road.  
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Even better than... 
Most of  the exit polls are giving between 68-71 seats to the 

NDA and 9-11 to the INDIA bloc. While the issue of  Rajputs 
being angry with the BJP over distribution of  tickets was a 
major theme in western and central U.P., the party appears 
to have overcome that through the gains made by the Ram 
Temple opening in Ayodhya and its joining of  hands with 
Rashtriya Lok Dal that has significant following among the 
Jats. In another big state of  Bihar too there is a huge vari-
ance in the exit poll results. In 2019, the BJP-JD(U)-LJP alli-
ance had won 39 of  the 40 seats here. This time, the alliance 
will have to settle for much less. 

The Republic PMARQ and Jan Ki Baat predicted over 30 
seats for the alliance while giving 7-11 sets to the INDI alli-
ance. It was being expected that the Rashtriya Janata Dal 
under Tejasvi Yadav would along with the Congress and 
other allies put up a strong fight this time. 

Gains in Bengal, Odisha: In West Bengal, where the Tri-
namool Congress led by Mamata Banerjee has been aggres-
sively stalling BJP’s advance, the NDA is as per the exit polls 
likely to better its 2019 performance when it won 18 of  the 42 
seats but had ended up four short of  TMC’s 22. This time the 
Matrize and Jan Ki Baat polls are giving between 21-26 seats 
to the BJP while the PMARQ has predicted a closer contest 
with BJP getting 22 and TMC 20. 

The BJP is also expected to make some gains in neigh-
bouring Odisha where it made a major issue of  chief  minis-
ter Naveen Patnaik’s age and health ahead of  the polling. Of  
the 21 seats, the Biju Janata Dal had won 12 in 2019 while BJP 
had got eight. This time, most pollsters are predicting be-
tween 15-19 seats for the BJP and 3-7 for the BJD. 

Gains in the South: In the Southern states too, the gains 
for the NDA are expected to be substantial. The most crucial 
state for it here is Karnataka where exit polls are giving it 23-
26 seats despite Congress having swept it in the 2023 polls. In 
Telangana too, the News 18 exit poll is giving it 7-10 of  the 17 
seats with 5-8 going to the INDIA bloc. The NDA appears to 
have gained here through the coming together of  BJP and 
Chandrababu Naidu’s TDP and the Pawan Kalyan-led Jana 
Sena Party (JSP). 

Exit polls &... 
The actual results were within this range with the 

NDA winning 353 seats and the UPA getting 91. 
In 2014, eight exit polls gave the NDA an average of 283 

seats and the UPA 105 seats. However, this went far off the 
mark, with the Narendra Modi wave helping the NDA bag 336 
seats and the UPA getting just 60. The exit polls also 
underestimated the number of seats the UPA, which came back 
to power, would win in the 2009 elections. The polls gave the 
UPA just 195 seats. The coalition ended up winning as many as 
262 seats, compared to the 158 of the opposition NDA, which 
had been given 185 by the exit polls. 
Phase 7 turnout... 

Polling was held in eight Lok Sabha constituencies of  Bihar, 
along with the bypoll to the Agiaon Assembly seat. Union min-
ister R K Singh and former Union minister Ravi Shankar Pra-
sad are among the contestants in the fray. The Dumka, Rajma-
hal and Godda seats in Jharkhand went to polls in this phase. 
All eyes are on Dumka, where the BJP's Sita Soren, the sister-
in-law of  jailed former Jharkhand chief  minister Hemant 
Soren, is contesting against the INDIA bloc's Nalin Soren. Sita 
Soren, a three-term former Jharkhand Mukti Morcha (JMM) 
legislator, joined the BJP just ahead of  the Lok Sabha polls. 

Polling was also held for six Lok Sabha and 42 assembly 
seats in Odisha. In Uttar Pradesh, which sends the highest 
number of  80 members to the Lok Sabha among all the states, 
voting was held in 13 constituencies. 

Kejri’s ‘jail wapsi’... 
The top court had on May 10 granted 21-day interim 

bail to the chief  minister to enable him to campaign 
during the Lok Sabha polls. It had directed him to sur-
render on June 2, a day after the last phase of  the seven-
phase poll gets over. 

Kejriwal campaigned in Uttar Pradesh, Punjab, Delhi 
and Maharashtra after being released from the Tihar 
jail. After the judge reserved the order, Kejriwal's coun-
sel urged the court to pass the order on Saturday itself, 
considering that he has to surrender on Sunday. 

The judge, however, declined the request, saying the 
arguments and the documents submitted by the advo-
cates of  the accused as well as the prosecution was vo-
luminous.
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Severe flooding hits 
Kerala, Assam
NEW DELHI 

 
Severe flooding has hit Ker-
ala and Assam due to two 
cyclonic systems, according 
to the Central Water Com-
mission which advised con-
tinuous monitoring and 
preparedness for further 
potential flooding. 

The Central Water Com-
mission (CWC) has released 
its flood situation report, 
detailing significant rain-
fall and resulting severe 
flood conditions in various 
regions of  India, with Ker-
ala and Assam being the 
most affected. 

One cyclone over Aruna-
chal Pradesh, combined 
with strong winds from the 
Bay of  Bengal, has brought 
heavy rains to northeastern 
states like Assam, Megha-

laya and Sikkim. 
Another cyclone off  the 

coast of  south Kerala has 
caused heavy rainfall in Ker-
ala. The India Meteorologi-
cal Department (IMD) has 
predicted more heavy rains, 
which are causing rivers in 
both regions to rise. 

The key rivers in Assam 
such as Subansiri, Jiabha-
rali and Kopili are swelling, 
affecting the districts like 
Tinsukia, Darrang and Nal-
bari, the advisory said. 

Although some rivers like 
the Barak are seeing reced-
ing water levels, the situ-
ation remains critical. 

Kerala has experienced 
extremely heavy rainfall, 
with Udumbannoor 
recording 23 cm and Urumi 
seeing 14 cm of  rain, the ad-
visory said. 

Parents pour hot oil 
on 3-year-girl child

The parents of  a three-
year-old girl in Assam's 
Silchar poured hot oil on 
her throat because they 
couldn't stop her crying. 
The incident occurred in 
Sonairod factory lane 
outskirts of  Silchar.   

After pouring hot oil on 
the child's body, the par-
ents abandoned her at 
home and fled the scene, 
following which the lo-
cals promptly informed

Upon receiving infor-
mation, the Rangirkhari 
police station launched 
search operation and ar-
rested the accused father, 
Rajdeep Das, and the 
mother of  the victim. 

 Meanwhile, the child is 
receiving treatment at 
Silchar Medical College 
Hospital. According to re-
ports, Das's family was 
residing in a rented 
house in Sonairod at the 
time of  the incident. 

Prajwal hostile during interrogation

Hassan MP Prajwal Revanna 
remained hostile to a volley 
of  questions on charges of  
rape and sexual assault of  a 
cook at his Holenarasipura 
residence in Hassan during 
his first day in custody.   

The lawmaker, who had 
fled abroad after being ac-
cused of  several rape and sex-
ual assault charges, returned 
on May 31. He was immedi-
ately arrested and later the 
Special People's Representa-
tives Court remanded him to 
judicial custody for six days.   

Sources told FPJ that 
Prajwal wasn't giving any 
proper answers to queries 
posed by the Special Investi-
gation Team (SIT) and 
instead was calling every-
thing a "political conspiracy''.  

SIT sleuths, who are 
searching for the ‘mother de-
vice’ (the mobile phone on 
which he has filmed his vic-

tims), couldn't get any infor-
mation from the MP.  

They added that Prajwal 
kept saying that the phone 
was always with his personal 
assistants.  

"Why don't you  ask Kar-
thik (Prajwal’s former driver, 
who is accused of  download-
ing porn clips and images 
from his phone). He knows 
everything. Why haven't you 
arrested him yet,'' he asked 

SIT sleuths questioning him.  
He also refused to meet the 

victim saying he hasn't raped 
anyone.  

"I have not done anything. 
If  I had raped them, why 
couldn't they have com-
plained four years back. Why 
are they complaining now? 
This is a political conspiracy," 
he told the SIT, according to 
sources. He is likely to be 
taken to Holenarasipura res-

idence in Hassan district on 
Sunday for spot inspection.   

 
Bhavani still absconding   
Meanwhile, Bhavani Re-
vanna, mother of  Prajwal is 
still at large after the court re-
jected her anticipatory bail in 
connection to kidnapping of  
a victim. While her name 
does not appear in the FIR, 
Bhavani's name surfaced as 
more evidence emerged, fol-
lowing which SIT served her 
a notice.  
On Saturday, a team of  SIT of-
ficials waited near her res-
idence in Holenarasipura in 
vain. Later, her advocates ar-
rived and sought time.  

K’taka CM, deputy get bail

A Bengaluru court granted 
bail to Chief  Minister Sidda-
ramaiah and Deputy CM DK 
Shivakumar in a defamation 
case filed by a Bharatiya Ja-
nata Party (BJP) leader. The 
42nd Additional Chief  Met-
ropolitan Magistrate 
(ACMM) Court, however, 
asked Rahul Gandhi to ap-
pear before the court on June 
7 in connection with the case. 

While Siddaramaiah and 
Shivakumar appeared in per-
son before the Special Court 
for People's Representatives 
in Bengaluru, Gandhi, who 
was supposed to appear, did 
not turn up due to commit-
ments linked to the ongoing 
polls. Advocates appearing 
for Gandhi sought exemption 
from appearing before the 
court.  

BJP advocates raised ob-
jections and said Gandhi 
should not be given an ex-
emption under CrPC 205 
since he had skipped an ap-

pearance for the second time. 
While exiting the court, Sid-
daramaiah said that he has 
faith in the judiciary and the 
case doesn't amount to defa-
mation. 

The case was filed by the 
then BJP general secretary 
Keshvaprasad against Con-
gress leaders Rahul Gandhi, 
Siddaramaiah and Shivaku-
mar for publishing advertise-
ments in the media calling 
the then BJP government a 
‘40 per cent sarkar’, accusing 
the BJP government of  col-
lecting 40 per cent commis-
sion on public works and ex-
orbitant bribe in posting and 
recruitments.  

The party also put out 
posters of  'PayCM' with a QR 
code showing the then CM 
Basavaraj Bommai in the 
middle of  it. Scanning the QR 
code would redirect to a web 
page, which had contents ac-
cusing rampant corruption 
prevailing in the state under 
the BJP rule. - With PTI in-
