GATI, AN ALLCARGO Group
company, intends to double
revenues to ¥3,000 crore in
the next three years as it
expectsastrong growthin the
logistics sector, even as the
company is embarking on a
digitalisation process. By
2025, the firm intends to do
all its last mile deliveries and
pick-ups using electric vehi-
cles,a top official said.

“At present, Gatiis moving
1.5-lakh tonne of goods per
month. We are targeting rev-
enues of ¥3,000 crore by
2026 and to do that we have
to double our tonnage to 2
lakh tonne,and surface trans-
port is a high-volume, low-
margin and low-revenue
game. So, you have to keep on
increasing your tonnage for
which you need good logistic
infrastructure,’its chief exec-
utive officer Pirojshaw Sarkari
said in an interaction.

There is also a “tremen-
dous” growth expected in the
country due to the Production
Linked Incentive scheme in
the manufacturing sector.

“This is because manufac-

The company made good
progress in scaling up its opera-
tions and gaining market share
across food products, it added.

"The food business is scal-
ing up well in-line with our
expectations. We have been
making good progress in all
enablers like sourcing, manu-
facturing, distribution, brand
buildingand strengthening the
teams for the new products.

"We closed the financial
year 2023 witharound X3,800
crore of revenue in Food &
FMCG segment, registering a
strong growth of about 40%
year-on-year in volumes and
~550%year-on-yearinrevenue
terms, while seeding multiple

theyear,"the company said.

Adani Wilmar noted that
supplies of imported edible
oils have been smoother dur-
ing Q4FY23 compared to the
earlier part of the year.

Prices have cooled off from
historically high levels and
have been stable, stimulating
higher consumerdemand, par-
ticularly in the rural popula-
tion strata, it added.

In edible oil, the company
said the segment's branded
sales volume grew by 4% dur-
ing the quarter, on the back of
good consumer demand due to
softened edible oil prices.
