whether to challenge an inter-
national tribunal’saward inthe
Vodafone tax case under the
India-Netherlands BIPA. With-
out making any statement on
whether the Indian govern-
mentwould challenge the arbi-
tral award, additional Solicitor
General Chetan Sharma asked
the Delhi High Court to defer
the proceedings indefinitely
with a liberty to revive the
appeal to restrain Vodafone
Group Plc from initiating sec-
ond arbitration proceedings
under the India-UK Bilateral
Investment Protection Agree-
ment (BIPA).

Sharma urged a Division
Bench of justices Rajiv Sahai
Endlaw and Asha Menon that
“let the appeal be deferred. It
can'tbethat UKBIPAbeagunon
my head..” He also termed the
India-UK BIPA as “miscon-
ceived”’and initiatingarbitration
underitasanabuse of process.

Counsel Anuradha Dutt,
appearing for Vodafone, reiter-

ated that the telecom majorwill
not proceed with the second
arbitration until the interna-
tional award already passed is
set aside. “It is clear that the
Centreisgoingtofileanappeal,’
she said.

The court adjourned hear-
ing in the matter with the
remark that it would pass an
orderin the appeal.

In 2018,Vodafone had initi-
ated the second arbitration pro-
ceeding under the India-UK
BIPA,overthetaximposed onit
forits $11 billionacquisition of
the Indian assets of Hutchison
in 2007. The government
moved the HC against this sec-
ond arbitration, but its petition
was rejected.

LVB logo, website tweaked
post DBS merger; customers
asked to use existing accounts

CUSTOMERS OF ERST-
WHILE Lakshmi Vilas Bank
(LVB), now owned by DBS
BankIndia,have been asked to
continue using their existing
accounts and other facilities,
while thelender's website and
logo now bear the DBS name
alongside.

In a notification on LVB's
website, customers have been
informed that they can con-
tinue to use theirexisting bank
accounts, debit cards and
cheque books seamlessly for
transactions pan-India as ear-
lier. Besides, the LVB IFSC and
MICR codes remain
unchanged till further notice,
as perthe Reserve Bank's direc-
tives.

The physical branches of
LVB can also be seen with the
tweaked logo and the tagline -
'Now part of DBS Bank India
Limited.

The 'Shareholder Info' sec-
tion of the LVB website too has
been removed,with a message
saying: “It seems that the page
you were trying to reach does-
n't exist anymore, or maybe it
hasjust moved.”

The future course of action
regarding LVB's name change

and logo is not yet decided, an
official said.

Earlier last month, the RBI
placed crisis-ridden LVB under
amoratorium and announced
its mergerwith DBIL.

The scheme of amalgama-
tion came into effect from
November 27,2020, wherein
the Indian arm of Singapore-
based DBS Bank acquired the
bank for 2,500 crore.

DBS is a leading financial
services group in Asia and is
present across 18 countries. It
isdoingbusinessinIndiasince
1994 and converted its opera-
tions to a wholly-owned sub-
sidiary (DBS Bank India Lim-
ited) in March 2019.

Last week, DBIL said it has
received capital infusion of
32,500 crore from DBS Bank
Limited, Singapore, for the
merger.

Commenting on cold chain capac-
ity forstorage of Covid-19 vaccines, the
health secretary said the existing
capacity can store adequate vaccine
doses foradministration to three crore
health workers and frontline workers.

Bhushan stressed the need to deploy
requisite technology to ensure orderly,
smooth implementation of the vacci-
nation programme, which, he said,
could “run for even more than ayear”.

The Union and state governments
will utilise the experience from the con-
duct of the universal immunisation
programme and elections to ensure
smooth roll-out of Covid-19 vaccina-
tion, he said.
