Prime Minister Narendra
Modi on Wednesday laid the
foundation stone, through a
virtual ceremony, for three

semiconductor projects
worth around <1.25-lakh
crore.

The three sites are Dhol-
era Special Investment Re-
gion (DSIR) in Dholera, Gu-
jarat; outsourced
semiconductor  assembly
and test (OSAT) facility at
Sanand, Gujarat; and OSAT
facility at Morigaon, Assam.

The semiconductor fab-
rication facility at DSIR will
be set up by Tata Electronics
Private Ltd (TEPL) and its
partner Powerchip Semicon-
ductor Manufacturing Cor-
poration (PSMC) of Taiwan,
under the modified scheme
for setting up semicon-
ductor fabs in India. At

91,000 crore investment, it
will be the country’s first
commercial semiconductor
fab.

Similarly, the OSAT facil-
ity in Morigaon, Assam, will
be set up by TEPL under the
modified scheme for semi-
conductor assembly, testing,
marking and packaging
(ATMP), with an investment
of about 27,000 crore.

The OSAT facility in San-
and will be set up by CG
Power and Industrial Solu-
tions Ltd along with its Ja-
panese partner Renesas
Electronics, under the
ATMP scheme, with an in-
vestment of about 37,500
crore.

GREEN POWER

“Since 1962, India has been
trying to set up semicon-
ductor industry, we are get-
ting successful today... it is
all because of a decisive lead-
ership. The generations to
come in future will remem-

ber this historical day. Today
at one go, there are three
foundation laying ceremony
for semiconductor units and
including the recent Micron
project... India’s semicon-
ductor industry will kick
off,” Ashwini Vaishnaw, Min-
ister of Communications
and Information Techno-
logy, and Railways, said on
the sidelines of the founda-
tion stone laying ceremony
for the fab unit at Dholera.
“The first chip from this

facility at Dholera will be
produced by December
2026,” he added. The unit
will get “100 per cent green
power” and 100 MLD (mil-
lion litres per day) of water
from the Narmada river, he
said.

The foundation stone
event for the three semicon-
ductor manufacturing pro-
jects comes within 15 days of
the Cabinet approving the
projects, he said.

SPECIALISED CHIPS
Micron Technologies, which
was the first semiconductor
unit to set up base at Sanand
in Gujarat, is expected to
manufacture the first chip by
December 2024.

The Union Minister said
that while the Micron unit
will produce memory chips
for all devices including mo-
bile phones, laptops and
computers, the semicon-
ductor unit of CG Power and
Renesas Electronics will pro-

duce “highly-specalised
chips” for use in satellites,
rockets and other niche
products.

“The chips manufactured
at Dholera will serve a wide
variety of industries ranging
from power electronics to
defence electronics,” Vaish-
naw said, adding that it
would produce 28-, 50- and
55-nanometre chips. Tata’s
semiconductor unit in As-
sam will focus on electric
vehicles and automobile sec-
tor. “The technology that
will be used in India is indi-
genous,” he added.

“By 2029, India will be
among the top five semicon-
ductor manufacturing coun-
tries,” he said.

“There are eight categor-
ies of equipment that are
used in semiconductor man-
ufacturing. Plans are being
readied to manufacture
equipment from five of the
eight categories in India,”
the Minister said.

So, we have got a very ag-
gressive timeline, we’ve got
apartner who is very willing,
and we’ve assembled the
team, so we are looking for-
ward to going ‘live’ in 2026.
And, in Assam, it will be
done earlier..we may go
commercial production in
Assam even in late 2025 or
early 2026,” he told report-
ers here.

Speaking to mediaper-
sons after the foundation
stone laying by Prime Minis-
ter Narendra Modi,
Chandrasekaran said that
Tata Electronics’ chip plant
will gradually serve all sec-
tors in a phased manner and
create around 72,000 jobs,

Tata Electronics is invest-
ing 391,000 crore in the chip
manufacturing plant in
Dholera,  Gujarat and
27,000 crore in Assam over
a period of time (generally
more than 10 years), he said,
adding that there will be ex-
pansion of projects but only
after company crosses the
early milestones.

“With regard to the cap-
ability, it is going to be a fab
which has a capability to
produce multiple nodes
starting from 28 nanometer
(nm) to beyond...it will be a

variety of sectors - from
automotive to power to con-
sumer electronics to med-
ical - so whole range of sec-
tors which have a need for
chips in this category. Obvi-
ously, we can’t produce all
the form factors that we
want so it will happen in
phases, but we will be
serving all  segments,”
Chandrasekaran said.

The high-tech products
such as smartphones and
tablets require chips ma-
jorly in smaller nodes such
as 3nm, 7nm, 14nm, while
white goods automotive
sectors require 28nm to

India, Bangladesh, Egypt call for TRIPS
review with focus on development

Following the WTO’s 13th Min-
isterial Conference in Abu Dh-
abi, which failed to extend the
temporary waiver of certain in-
tellectual ~ property  rights
(TRIPS) to the production of
Covid-19 related therapeutics
and diagnostics, India, together
with Bangladesh, Colombia and
Egypt, have given a joint call at
the WTO for review of the
TRIPS Agreement with focus
on development dimension,
technology transfer and other
concerns of developing coun-
tries building on the lessons
learned during the pandemic.

“We, keeping in mind the up-
coming 30th anniversary of the
TRIPS Agreement, callupon the
Council for TRIPS toundertake
and finalise its first review un-
der Article 71 on the imple-
mentation of the TRIPS Agree-
ment...shall take fully into
account the development di-
mension and shall provide a re-
port on the progress made, in-
cluding any recommendations,
to the Ministers at the 14th
Ministerial Conference,” the
submission stated.

TRIPSAGREEMENT
The TRIPS Agreement came
into effect on January 1, 1995,

and sets out the minimum
standards of intellectual rights
protection to be provided by
each WTO Member.

One of the primary tasks of
India and the others in their
submission is fast-tracking of
the long-pursued examination
of the relationship between the
TRIPS Agreement and the Con-
vention on Biological Diversity
(CBD) and the protection of tra-
ditional ~ knowledge  and
folklore.

While the CBD recognises
countries’ sovereign rights over
their biological resources, the
TRIPS Agreement allows mem-
bers to provide patents over
biological resources (plants,an-
imals and micro-organisms).
Indiaand several other develop-
ing nations have been long de-
manding changes in the TRIPS
Agreement to bring it in con-
formity with the CBD and have
rules that prevent bio-piracy

and  protect  traditional
knowledge.
“Pursuant to paragraph 19 of

the Doha Ministerial Declara-

tion, we request the Council for
TRIPS to expedite ongoing
work to examine the relation-
ship between the TRIPS Agree-
ment and the Convention on
Biological Diversityand the pro-
tection of traditional know-
ledge and folklore.

Although the WTO MC13
failed to extend TRIPS waiver
on vaccines to therapeutics and
diagnostics, the declaration
stated that work should con-
tinue in relevant WTO bodies
based on Members’ submis-
sions to review and build on all
the lessons learned and the
challenges experienced during
the Covid-19 pandemic. This
should be done to build effect-
ive solutions in case of future
pandemics in an expeditious
manner, it said.

INDIA’S SUBMISSION
India’s submission called upon
the TRIPS Council to examine
the TRIPS Agreement, the Doha
Declaration on the TRIPS
Agreementand Public Health of
2001, and the Ministerial De-
cision on the TRIPS Agreement
of 2022. The aim was to review
andbuild on the lessonslearned
during Covid-19, with the aim
of addressing the concerns of
developing countries, including
LDCs, in the context of health
emergencies, including
pandemics.
