Police have recovered Rs
13.81 crore in cash and six lux-
ury cars (Harrier, Range Rover,
Jeep, BMW, Safari and Volvo)
from his possession. Earlier this
week, police had raided the res-
idence of arelative of Yadav and
recovered gold worth over Rs 1
crore. The relative is absconding.

Man sets himself on fire outside SC; family says
he was sacked from job, not paid in three months

NEW DELHI, JANUARY 21

A50-YEAR-OLD man set himself
on fire outside the Supreme
Court Friday afternoon, with an
initial investigation revealing
that he used to work at a factory
inNoida but hadn’t been paid for
three months. Moreover, his em-
ployer sacked him recently.

“Eyewitnesses told police the
incident took place around 2 pm
outside the Supreme Court’s
new building, where the man
came and set himself on fire. The
fire was doused by security per-
sonnel and he was taken to Lok
Nayak Jai Prakash Narayan
Hospital (LNJP), where his con-
dition is said to be stable and he
is recuperating,” an officer said.

“Doctors have informed that

the burns are minor. Only his
hair and clothes had caught fire.
But he is under observation. He
told police in his statement that
he worked in an exhaust manu-
facturing factory in Noida’s
Sector 128, and was not getting
paid for the last three months,”
an officer said.

Police said the man, Rajbhar
Gupta, lives near the factory
with his wife, two daughters

and a son.

Gupta’s daughter, Anjali, told
The Indian Express, “My father
was working as a security guard
at the factory and is the sole
breadwinner. For months, he has
been asking the management of
the factory for his salary. On
January 15, he took a leave, fol-
lowing which they fired him
from the job. He pleaded with
them to take him back, but they

A police officer said, “As he
was earlier posted at the NSG, he
could use hisID card to enter the
campus. Telling contractors he
was an IPS officer, he gave forged
work allotment letters, pay or-
ders and work permits with NSG
letterheads. He had applied for
voluntary retirement from the
BSF and was planning to flee.”

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Essar Capital appoints SAIL ex-chairman

X480-cr tax claim on
Arcelor Mittal Nippon
after apex court ruling

New Delhi, Januvary 21

UPHOLDING THE GUJARAT
tax department's levy of 3480
crore purchase tax on Arcelor
Mittal Nippon Steel India (erst-
while Essar Steel), the Supreme
Court on Friday held that the
company was not entitled to
any exemption from payment
of the tax as it violated the
1992 incentive policy.

While Gujarat government
sources said that the new com-
pany will be liable to pay the
government dues, lawyers for
Arcelor Mittal Nippon said the
tax demand has already been
extinguished afterits takeover
of Essar Steel. However, the
judgmenthasn'tdealtwith the
liability part.

A bench comprising jus-
tices MR Shah and Sanjiv
Khanna set aside the Gujarat
high court’s May 2016 judg-
ment that had upheld the
Gujarat Value Added Tax Tri-
bunal’s order that held Essar
Steel (ESL) was entitled to the
exemption from payment of
purchase tax.

ESL, the manufacturer of
hot briquetted iron and hot
rolled coil at its two units at
Hazira in Surat, by transfer-
ring raw materials like naph-
tha and natural gas from its
eligible unit to Essar Power
after availing the exemption
from payment of purchase tax
can be said to be violating the
eligibility criteria/condition
mentionedinthe 1992 incen-
tive policy notificationsissued
by the Gujarat Industries,
Mines and Energy depart-
ment, the apex court said. It
added that the HC has com-
mitted an errorin holding that
the company did not commit
any breach and fulfiled all the
conditions.

As per its incentive policy,
the state government had pro-
vided benefit of exemption
from payment of purchase tax
to the specific class of indus-
tries including steel and such
exemption was not available
to ‘ineligible’ industries like
power producing industries.
While ESLwas required to use
the goods within the state as
raw materials for manufactur-

ing purposes, the companydid
not use the raw materials after
taking the benefit but sold
themtoitselectricity generat-
ing entity - Essar Power (EPL) -
which in turn sold it back to
ESL, thus failing to comply
with the eligibility conditions.
While holding that the
levy of penalty by the tax
department is “justified and
warranted”, the judges said
that the modus operandi
which was adopted by Essar
Steel warrants a penalty. By
such a transfer/sale from the
eligible unit to another unit
the benefit of exemption is
availed by the ‘ineligible’
industry, which is wholly
impermissible and that can-
notbe said to be the intention
of the government, the bench
said,adding there is no ques-
tion of applicability of princi-
ple of promissory estoppel.
Stating that ESL had fur-
nishedwrongandfalsedeclara-
tions, the judges said that the
wordings and the language
used in the exemption notifica-
tions are “very clear,simple and
unambiguous.”
