The credit update also said
that the banking lines of
Adani Group continue to
show“confidence”by disburs-
ing new debt and rolling over
existing lines of credit. Fur-
ther, rating agencies - both
domestic and global - have
reaffirmed their ratingsinall
the group companies.

Earlier on May 24, sources
told FE that a clutch of mar-
quee investors, both Indian
and domestic, have evinced
interest in investing in Adani
Group companies’ plans to
raise funds by offloading
shares through qualified
institutional placements
(QIP) or other modes. The
group was planning to raise
about $2.5-3 billion, which
would be used to pare debt,
and for capex plans.
