Menon Eternity In the case of company’s property named “Menon Eternity’, the matter is pending before the
Honourable Supreme Court of India, hopefully, fora final disposal.

SHARE CAPITAL

compared to Rs.8,10,00,000/-, as on 31 March, 2023.

Your Directors are pleased to recommend a Final dividend of Rs. 0.20/- per equity shares of the face value of Rs. 2/-
each (@10%) out of the profits of financial year ended 31st March, 2024 subject to the approval of the members at
the ensuing Annual General Meeting.

Your Company has formulated and adopted “Lancor Holdings Limited Employees Stock option scheme 2024"
for the eligible employees of the company and that of its subsidiary companies / associate companies in terms of
regulations/ Guideline issued by Securities and exchange Board of India (SEBI).

The members of the Company vide EGM on 27" March,2024 has approved the said ESOP scheme 2024 to extend
the benefits of ESOP to all eligible employees of present/ future employees of company/ subsidiary companies/
associate companies.

The maximum number of shares Covering the Scheme not exceeding 01 (one) million shares to implement the
ESOP Scheme 2024 and shall vest based on the achievement of defined annual performance as determined by the
administrator (NRC committee).

Your Company has obtained a Certificate from Mr. Mohan Kumar, Company Secretary in whole-time practice,
having ICSI Membership No. FCS-4347 and COP No. 19145, the Secretarial Auditor of the Company, that the
LANCOR ESOP SCHEME, 2024, for grant of stock options has been implemented in accordance with Securities and
Exchange Board of India (Share Based Employee Benefits and Sweat Equity) Regulations, 2021 (“SEBI (SBEB & SE)
Regulations”) and the resolution passed by the members in their Extraordinary General Meeting held on March 27,
2024.The said Certificate is made available in the company’s website.

CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY (CSR)

SIGNIFICANT AND MATERIAL ORDERS PASSED BY THE REGULATORS OR COURTS ORTRIBUNAL

The company has won the case in DRT to obtain ownership and possession of 5162 sq.ft of built-up property in the
first floor of Arihant VTN Square which is one floor below the registered office of the company. This will augment
seating space for the company’s staff and management. The said property purchase is at very competitive terms
although delayed in obtaining possession and ownership for over 4 years due to litigation.

The Honourable Supreme Court of India was pleased to hear the company’s petition in the case of its commercial
property known as “Menon Eternity” and fixed 27" August, 2024 as the date for final hearing. The Company is fully
prepared in all respects to present its case before the Honourable Supreme Court to obtain a faviourable verdict
resulting in restoring the title of the company.

There have been orders by Sales and Service Tax Tribunal, which do not have material impact of the financial
position of the company.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS AND ITS COMMITTEES
A. Composition of the Board of Directors

The Board of Directors of the Company comprises of Executive Chairman who is a promoter of the Company along
with Five other Non-Executive Directors which includes four Independent Directors. The Company has two Women
Directors who are also Non Executive and Independent.
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The composition of the Board of Directors is in compliance with regulation 17(1)(b) of SEBI (Listing Obligations and
Disclosure Obligations) Regulations 2015 and Section 149 of the Companies Act, 2013.

B. Meetings

The Board of Directors duly met Seven (07) times during the year, the details of which are given in the
Corporate Governance Report that forms part of this Annual Report. In respect of all such meetings proper
notices were given and the proceedings were properly recorded and signed in the minutes book maintained
for the purpose. The intervening gap between any two meetings was within the period prescribed under the
Companies Act, 2013.

In accordance with the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013, a separate meeting of the Independent Directors of
the Company was held on 19* December, 2023.

C. Re-appointment of Director Retiring by Rotation

In terms of Section 152 of the Companies Act, 2013, Mr. S. Sridharan (DIN: 01773791) is liable to retire by rotation
at the ensuing Annual General Meeting and being eligible, offers himself for re-appointment. The Board of
Directors based on the recommendation of Nomination and Remuneration Committee, has recommended the
re-appointment of Mr. S. Sridharan (DIN:01773791) retiring by rotation.

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS REPORT
1) INDUSTRIAL OVERVIEW

The general industrial outlook has been good as seen from the Government statistics over the last few months,
which has considerably improved confidence in the economy.

Demand for property acquisition at all levels have been strong and encouraging.

2) FUTURE OUTLOOK

The war in Ukraine, which appears to be never ending one, has marginally impacted the Indian economy. It
appears, with the possible change in the US Government, the war in Ukraine might end by the middle of next year.

The Humanitarian crisis created by Palestine attack on Israel and the consequential Israeli bombardment has been
very disturbing but not economically disruptive to the scale of destruction and deaths. However, the obstruction to
the sea-lanes caused by attacks on ships has not only driven the cost of transportation but also resulted in supply
chain issues and inflation to imported products.

The Indian economy has reasonably well absorbed the foregoing distresses and has consistently grown year after
year FY 24 at 7% and above on a cumulative basis. This situation has led to positive future outlook for businesses.

3) ECONOMIC OVERVIEW

As stated in our previous report the only two sources for funding for land acquisition are;
1) raising of equity capital and usage of retained earnings

2) raising funds from Private Equity funds and to a smaller extent from the Banks and NBFCs.

4) RESIDENTIAL SEGMENT - CITY PROJECTS

U

We are happy to inform you that we have fully completed a large scale residential project named “TCP Altura’
at Sholinganallur having 335 apartments and successfully repaid the loan obtained from LIC Housing Finance
Ltd before the due date for repayment. The completion of this project has been very much appreciated by the
customers, many of whom are now in touch with us to buy an apartment in our new project, “Lancor-Summit”
being developed in the vicinity. “Lancor Summit” has obtained all clearances as of date of writing this report.

Lancor-Summit is positioned at a luxurious level having basement, stilt and 11 floors with 4 apartments per floor.

Itis gratifying to report the company’s marque project“Infinys”is now nearing completion with over 100 apartments
having been handed over to customers while the balance will be delivered before the end of August 2024 in full.

The position of the company’s city projects is that it is being well absorbed at good prices, this segment is now
holding up good promise more particularly projects which are within 20 kms from the city, in the luxury segment.

The company is now actively engaged in concluding development of further FIVE projects within the said 20 kms
radius which will produce a developed area of at least 1,00,000 sq.ft of upmarket residential residences yielding a
sales margin for over 20%.

Therrisks of investment and development will be very carefully balanced by presales and geographical spread of project(s).

The company would have completed and handed over before 31st March 2025 all the current projects under
execution namely “Infinys’, at Keelkatalai, “Lumina” at Guduvancherry and the 5 small sized luxurious city projects
leading to a higher turnover for 2024-25.

RESIDENTIAL SEGMENT - SRIPERUMBUDUR

We are glad to inform you that the company has settled the commercial dispute between the owners of the land
taken up for joint development at Sriperumbudur. This has enabled the company to launch multiple projects of
varying sizes to two different interest groups most of it targeting senior citizens and others who are planning
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relocation to a“green”property. This development is one of the closest residential area to the proposed international
airport to be located in a place called Parandur; at a distance of 20 kms, which is going to be served by Metro Rail
and 8 lane expressway to conveniently reach Bangalore via the proposed international airport in Chennai.

The Company is holding of a little over 1.15 million sq.ft, of approved plots on which in stage-1 we are planning
to construct a little over 100 senior apartments and 60 luxury villas consisting about 1,50,000 sq.ft of land yielding
good returns both for the land holding perspective and construction activity profits.

Additionally the company has earmarked 98,000 sq.ft of land for sale as plots targeting high income segments
planning their future residences.

The net cash flows on these activities till March 2025 is expected to be about Rs. 25 crores which will go to reduce
the debt caused as a result of settlement to this land owners.

The outlook with regard to Sriperumbudur development is very positive as the company is proposing to spend
adequate funds for marketing this project via digital marketing, ATL & BTL activities, channel partners and the
Press. Needless to mention the opportunities here for the customers will be presented on a global scale targeting
Indians in Dubai, Singapore and select cities in the US.

COMMERCIAL SEGMENT

The company at all times is looking at opportunities for commercial development of viable sizes. The demand for
commercial properties in the last 12 months has improved and hence good projects in the IT sectors could produce
rental returns of about 7 to 8% and a capital appreciation of about 5 to 6%.

GOVERNMENT POLICIES

The“Tamilnadu Apartment Ownership Act 2022 (Tamil Nadu Act 44 of 2022)"passed for redevelopment of residential
properties is still languishing for want of notification of rules by the Housing and Urban development department.
Had these rules been notified a large number of existing housing complexes would have come for re-development
since consent from two-third of the members in the housing society is enough to start a re-development. Our
company is exploring options to help Housing societies who have consented with the company for re-development
and help them obtain suitable Court/Government orders for the start of the project.

The issue concerning registration of properties met a hurdle due to the requirement of Composite Agreement for
Registration of Land and Building, which means registration can only be completed after receipt of the Completion
Certificate from the authority for the development. In the interregnum the company will continue to hold the
property with itself while not been able to receive total sales proceeds due to inability by the buyer to create
security in favour of lenders/Institutions. This has added pressures on the funding for the company while creating
needless anxiety in the minds of the buyers.

SALE OF PLOTS

The company has successfully sold 1,41,508 sq.ft of land in the project named “Temple Town" at Sriperumbudur
where 9.08 acres of land has been successfully plotted with all the infrastructures having been completed.

Fortunately for the company the employees of the“International Automobile Company’s Employees Credit Society”
were not willing to meet the price expectations for the properties which resulted in the company having to sell
these plots to individual buyers at a higher price with good margins.

REAL ESTATE

The Senior Citizen Homes under the brand “Harmonia” homes had gained traction but unfortunately due to the
order of the High Court to stop construction two years ago (the dispute having been settled) a vacuum had been
created to the momentum to the marketing of the senior homes. This is going to get reversed in the current year
definitely as we would be obtaining good enquiries and closures for sale during the process of marketing activities.

The company has also conceived and it is ready to implement the construction of an apartment complex for senior
citizens and we are hoping for very good traction for these apartments.

Corporate Information

Lancor Holdings Limited (the Company) is a public Company domiciled in India and incorporated under
the provisions of the Companies Act, 1956. It's equity share are listed in the BSE Ltd (Bombay Stock
Exchange) in India. During the current year, the Company’s equity shares are also listed in NSE (National
Stock Exchange) in India. The Company is engaged in the business of real estate development, leasing of
commercial properties and allied activities.

Authorization of Standalone Financial Statements

The standalone financial statements were authorized for issue in accordance with a resolution of the
directors on May 23, 2024.

Summary of Material Accounting Policies

The financial statements have been prepared using the material accounting policies and measurement
basis summarised below. These were used throughout all periods presented in the financial statements.

Changes in Accounting Policy

The accounting policies applied to the year ended March 31, 2024 standalone financial statements are
identical to those applied to and described in the financial statement year ended March 31, 2023.

Compliance with Ind AS

The standalone financial statements comply in all material aspects with Indian Accounting Standards
(“Ind AS") notified under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”), and relevant rules issued
thereunder. In accordance with proviso to the Rule 4A of the Companies (Accounts) Rules, 2014 (as
amended), the terms used in these financial statements are in accordance with the definitions and other
requirements specified in the applicable Accounting standards.

Basis of Preparation

The financial statements have been prepared on going concern basis in accordance with accounting
principles generally accepted in India. Further, the financial statements have been prepared on historical
cost basis except for certain financial assets and financial liabilities which are measured at fair values as
explained in relevant accounting policies.

Recent Accounting Pronouncement
There are no such notifications which would have been applicable from April 1, 2024.

Rounding of Amounts

All amounts disclosed in the standalone financial statements and notes have been rounded off to the
nearest lakhs, except where otherwise indicated.

Current and Non-Current Classification

The Company presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheet based on current/ non-current
classification. An asset is classified as current if:

(i) it is expected to be realised or intended to be sold or consumed in normal operating cycle
(i) it is held primarily for the purpose of trading

(iii) it is expected to be realised within twelve months after the reporting period, or

(

iv) cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a liability for at least
twelve months after the reporting period All other assets are classified as non-current.

A liability is classified as current if:

(i) it is expected to be settled in normal operating cycle
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(i) it is held primarily for the purpose of trading
(iii) it is due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period, or

(iv) there is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve months after
the reporting period

All other liabilities are classified as non-current.
Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-current assets and liabilities on net basis.

All assets and liabilities have been classified as current or non-current as per Company'’s normal operating
cycle. Based on the nature of operations, the Company has ascertained its operating cycle as twelve
months for the purpose of current and non-current classification of assets and liabilities.

1.10 Use of Judgements, Estimates and Assumptions

While preparing standalone financial statements in conformity with Ind AS, the management makes certain
estimates and assumptions that require subjective and complex judgments. These judgments affect the
application of accounting policies and the reported amount of assets, liabilities, income and expenses,
disclosure of contingent liabilities at the statement of financial position date and the reported amount
of income and expenses for the reporting period. Financial reporting results rely on our estimate of the
effect of certain matters that are inherently uncertain. Future events rarely develop exactly as forecast and
the best estimates require adjustments, as actual results may differ from these estimates under different
assumptions or conditions. The management continually evaluate these estimates and assumptions based
on the most recently available information.

Revisions to accounting estimates are recognized in the period in which the estimates are revised and in
any future periods affected. In particular, information about significant areas of estimation uncertainty and

1.11 Property, Plant and Equipment
Recognition and Initial Measurement

Property, plant and equipment are stated at their cost of acquisition. The cost comprises purchase price,
borrowing cost if capitalization criteria are met and directly attributable cost of bringing the asset to the
location and condition for it to be capable of operating in a manner intended by the management and
initial estimation of any decommissioning obligation if any. Any trade discount and rebates are deducted
in arriving at the purchase price.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as
appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will
flow to the Company and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. The carrying amount of any
component accounted for as a separate asset is derecognised when replaced. All other repairs and
maintenance are charged to statement of profit and loss during the reporting period in which they
are incurred.
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Similarly, when major inspection is performed, cost is recognised in the carrying amount of the item of the
plant and equipment and remaining carrying amount of the previous inspection is derecognised.

Spares and stand by equipment and servicing equipment are recognised when they meet the definition
of property, plant and equipment.

Subsequent Measurement (Depreciation and Useful Lives)

Property, plant and equipment are subsequently measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and
impairment losses. Depreciation on property, plant and equipment are provided based on the rates
and manner prescribed in Schedule Il to the Companies Act, 2013 except for certain assets where it has
identified the useful life on the internal assessments as mentioned below.

Any gain or loss arising on
de-recognition of the asset (calculated as the difference between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying
amount of the asset) is recognized in the statement of profit and loss, when the asset is de-recognized.

Land which was re-valued is stated at the values determined by the valuer
1.12  Capital Work-in-Progress

Capital work-in-progress represents expenditure incurred in respect of capital projects under development
and are carried at cost. Cost includes land, related acquisition expenses, development/ construction costs,
borrowing costs and other direct expenditure.

1.13  Investment Properties
Recognition and Initial Measurement

Investment properties are properties held to earn rentals or for capital appreciation, or both. Investment
properties are measured initially at their cost of acquisition. The cost comprises purchase price,
borrowing cost, if capitalization criteria are met and directly attributable cost of bringing the asset to
its working condition for the intended use. Any trade discount and rebates are deducted in arriving at
the purchase price.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognized as a separate asset, as
appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow
to the Company. All other repair and maintenance costs are recognized in statement of profit or loss as
incurred.

Subsequent measurement (depreciation and useful lives)

Subsequent Measurement (Amortisation)

Computer Software

The cost of capitalized software is amortized over a period of 5 years from the date of its acquisition.
Customer Acquisition Costs

The cost of brokerage or referral incentive is paid for identifying the customers of residential projects is
amortized over a period of life of the project from the date of incurring such expenditure till the completion
of the said projects. If the customer acqusition cost is incurred for a completed property, the same is
charged to expenses.

Derecognition of Intangible Assets

An intangible asset is derecognised on disposal, or when no future economic benefits are expected
from use or disposal. Gains or losses arising from derecognition of an intangible asset, measured as the
difference between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset, are recognised in
statement of profit and loss when the asset is derecognised.

Borrowing Cost

Borrowing cost includes interest, amortisation of ancillary costs incurred in connection with the
arrangement of borrowings and exchange differences arising from foreign currency borrowings to the
extent they are regarded as an adjustment to the interest cost.

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition, production or construction of the qualifying
assets are considered as direct cost and are capitalised. The qualifying asset is an asset that necessarily
takes substantial period of time to get ready for tis intended use or sale. All other borrowings cost are
recognised as expense in the period in which they are incurred. Where borrowings are specifically for
obtaining a qualifying asset for developments, the amount capitalised is borrowing cost incurred less any
income on temporary investment of these borrowings.

Capitalisation of borrowing cost is suspended during the extended period in which the active development
is interrupted. Capitalisation of borrowing cost is ceased when substantially all the activities necessary to
prepare the qualifying asset for its intended use or sale is complete.

Borrowing cost is not capitalised on the purchase of land for development unless activities necessary to
prepare the land for development are in progress.

Impairment of Assets

Carrying amount of tangible assets, intangible assets, investments in subsidiaries (carried at cost) are
tested for impairment whenever events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount
may not be recoverable. An impairment loss is recognised for the amount by which the asset’s carrying
amount exceeds its recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s fair value less
costs of disposal and value in use.

In assessing the value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using
a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and risks
specific to that asset. In determining fair value less cost of disposal, recent market transactions are taken
in to account. If no transactions can be identified, an appropriate valuation model is being used.

For the purpose of assessing impairment, assets are grouped at the lowest levels for which there are
separately identifiable cash inflows which are largely independent of the cash inflows from other assets or
group of assets (cash generating units)

Non -financial assets other than goodwill that suffered impairment are reviewed for possible reversal of
the impairment at the end of the each reporting period. When an impairment loss subsequently reverses,
the carrying amount of the asset (or cash generating unit) is increased to the reversed estimate of its
recoverable amount, but so that the increased carrying amount does not exceed the carrying amount
that would have been determined had no impairment loss been recognised for the asset in prior years. A
reversal of impairment loss is recognised immediately in statement of profit and loss.

Financial Instruments

Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when a Company becomes a party to the contractual
provisions of the instruments.

a) Initial Recognition and Measurement

Financial Assets: All financial assets are recognized initially at fair value plus, in the case of financial
assets not recognized at fair value through profit and loss, transaction costs that are attributable to the
acquisition of the financial asset. However, trade receivables that do not contain a significant financing
component are measured at transaction price.

Financial Libilities: All financial liabilities are recognized initially at fair value, in the case of loans,
borrowings and payables, net of directly attributable transaction costs.

b) Classification and Subsequent Measurement : Financial Assets

The Company classifies financial assets as subsequently measured at amortised cost, fair value through other
comprehensive Income (“FVTOCI") or fair value through profit or loss (“FVTPL") on the basis of following :

— the entity’s business model for managing the financial assets and

— the contractual cash flow characteristics of the financial asset.

(i) Amortised Cost

A financial asset is classified and measured at amortised cost if both of the following conditions are met:

Investment in equity instruments of subsidiaries are stated at cost as per Ind AS 27 ‘Separate Financial
Statements’ and reviewed for impairment at each reporting date.

d) Impairment of Financial Assets

The Company assesses on a forward looking basis the expected credit losses associated with its assets
carried at amortised cost. The impairment methodology applied depends on whether there has been a
significant increase in credit risk. For trade receivables only, the Company applies the simplified approach
permitted by Ind AS 109 Financial Instruments, which requires expected lifetime losses to be recognised
from initial recognition of the receivables.

e) Classification and Subsequent Measurement : Financial Liabilities

The Company'’s financial liabilities include trade and other payables, loans and borrowings including bank
overdrafts.

(i) Financial Liabilities at FVTPL

Financial liabilities are classified as at FVTPL when the financial liability is held for trading or are designated
upon initial recognition as FVTPL. Gains or losses on financial liabilities held for trading are recognised in
the Statement of Profit and Loss.

(ii) Other Financial Liabilities

Other financial liabilities (including borrowings and trade and other payables) are subsequently measured
at amortised cost using the effective interest method. The effective interest method is a method of
calculating the amortised cost of a financial liability and of allocating interest expense over the relevant
period. The effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash payments
(including all fees and points paid or received that form an integral part of the effective interest rate,
transaction costs and other premiums or discounts) through the expected life of the financial liability, or
(where appropriate) a shorter period, to the net carrying amount on initial recognition.

f) Derecognition of Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities

The Company de-recognises a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial
asset expire, or it transfers the rights to receive the contractual cash flows in a transaction in which substantially
all of the risks and rewards of ownership of the financial asset are transferred. If the Company enters into
transactions whereby it transfers assets recognised on its balance sheet, but retains either all or substantially
all of the risks and rewards of the transferred assets, the transferred assets are not derecognised. A financial
liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged or cancelled or expires.

g) Offsetting Financial Instruments

Financial asset and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the balance sheets
when, the entity currently has a legal enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and it intends
either to settle on a net basis or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Inventories

Inventories comprise of property held for sale, property under construction (work in progress) and stock of
construction materials. a) Unsold premises held as inventory are valued at lower of cost and net realizable
value. b) Construction Work-in-Progress comprises of cost of acquisition of land, if any, construction &
development expenses, and borrowing cost and is valued at lower of cost (net of indirect taxes, wherever
applicable) and net realisable value. c) Inventory of construction materials is valued at lower of cost (net
of indirect taxes, wherever recoverable) and net realizable value. Cost is determined on FIFO basis.
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Revenue Recognition

The Company derives revenues primarily from the business of real estate development. It also earns
revenue from the allied activities such as renting of property.

Revenue is recognized on satisfaction of performance obligations upon transfer of control of promised
works or services to customers in an amount that reflects the consideration the Company expects to
receive in exchange for those works or services.

1. The customer simultaneously receives and consumes the benefits provided by the Company’s
performance; or

2. The Company's performance creates or enhances an asset that the customer controls as the asset is
created or enhanced; or

3. The Company’s performance does not create an asset with an alternative use to the Company and the
Company has an enforceable right to payment for performance completed to date.

For performance obligations where one of the above conditions are not met, revenue is recognised at the
point in time at which the performance obligation is satisfied.

In case of real estate development where revenue is recognised over the time, the amount is determined
from the financial year in which the agreement to sell is executed. The period over which revenue is
recognised is based on right to payment for performance completed. In determining whether the
Company has right to payment, the Company shall consider whether it would have an enforceable right
to demand or retain payment for performance completed to date if the contract were to be terminated
before completion for reasons other than Company’s failure to perform as per the terms of the contract.

The revenue recognition of Real estate property under development requires forecasts to be made of total
budgeted costs with the outcomes of underlying construction contracts, which further require assessments
and judgements to be made on changes in work scopes and other payments to the extent they are probable
and they are capable of being reliably measured. However, where the total project cost is estimated to exceed
total revenues from the project, the loss is recognized immediately in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

The expenditure incurred in relation to the projects under development is accumulated under the head
Construction work-in-progress. The estimated project cost includes construction cost, construction
materials, other direct cost, borrowing cost and other overheads of such projects.

Amount of Revenue recognised is determined on the basis of project expenses incurred in relation to
estimated project expenses.

A Contract asset is the Company’s right to consideration in exchange for products or services that it has
transferred to a customer. The Company assess a contract asset for impairment in accordance with Ind AS 109.

A Contract liability is the Company’s obligation to transfer products or services to a customer for which it
has received consideration from the customer.

Rental Income

Income earned by way of leasing or renting commercial or residential premises is recognized as income.
Initial direct costs such as brokerage, etc. is recognized as expenses on accrual basis in statement of profit
and loss in the year of lease.

Maintenance Income

Revenuein respect of maintenance services is recognised on an accrual basis, in accordance with the terms
of the respective contract as and when the Company satisfies performance obligations by delivering the
services as per contractual agreed terms.

Dividend Income

Dividends are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss only when the right to receive payment
is established, it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the dividend will flow to the
Company, and the amount of the dividend can be measured reliably.

Defined Contribution Plans

Contributions to provident fund, a defined contribution plan, are made in accordance with the rules
of the statute and are recognized as expenses when employees render service entitling them to the
contributions. The Company has no obligation, other than contribution payable to the provident fund.

The obligations are presented as current liabilities in the balance sheet if the entity does no have an
unconditional right to defer settlement for at least twelve months after the reporting period, regardless of
when the actual settlement is expected to occur.

Leases
As a Lessee

The Company assesses at contract inception whether a contract is, or contains, a lease. That is, if the
contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset for a period of time in exchange for
consideration. To assess whether a contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset, the
Company assesses whether : (i) the contract involves the use of an identified asset (ii) the Company has
substantially all of the economic benefits from use of the asset through the period of the lease and (iii) the
Company has the right to direct the use of the asset.

The Company applies a single recognition and measurement approach for all leases, except for short-
term leases and leases of low-value assets. For these short-term leases, the Company recognises the lease
payments as an expense on a straight-line basis over the term of the lease or another systematic basis.
The Company recognises lease liabilities to make lease payments and Right of Use assets representing the
right to use the underlying assets as below.

Right of Use (ROU) Assets

The Company recognises Right of Use assets at the commencement date of the lease (i.e., the date the
underlying assetisavailable for use). Right of Use assets are measured at cost, less any accumulated depreciation
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and impairment losses, and adjusted for any remeasurement of lease liabilities. The cost of Right of Use assets
includes the amount of lease liabilities recognised, initial direct costs incurred, and lease payments made at or
before the commencement date less any lease incentives received. Right of Use assets are depreciated on a
straight-line basis over the shorter of the lease term and the estimated useful lives of the assets.

If ownership of the leased asset transfers to the Company at the end of the lease term or the cost reflects
the exercise of a purchase option, depreciation is calculated using the estimated useful life of the asset.

Lease Liabilities

The lease liability is initially measured at amortised cost at the present value of the future lease payments.
The lease payments are discounted using the interest rate implicitin the lease or, if not readily determinable,
using the incremental borrowing rate. After the commencement date, the amount of lease liabilities is
increased to reflect the accretion of interest and reduced for the lease payments made. Lease liabilities are
remeasured with a corresponding adjustment to the related ROU assets.

ROU assets and Lease liabilities have been separately presented in the Balance Sheet and lease payments
have been classified as financing cash flows.

As a Lessor

Lease income from operating leases where the Company is a lessor is recognised as income on a straight-
line basis over the lease term unless the receipts are structured to increase in line with expected general
inflation to compensate for the expected inflationary cost increases. The respective leased assets are
included in the balance sheet based on their nature.

Commercial properties which are subject to operating lease are disclosed as Investment Property. Costs
including depreciation are recognised as expense in the statement of profit and loss. Initial direct costs
such as legal costs, brokerage costs, etc. are recognised immediately in the statement of profit and loss.

Taxes on Income
Income tax expense represents the sum of the tax currently payable and deferred tax.
Current Tax

The tax currently payable is based on the taxable profit for the current year. Taxable profit differs from
‘profit before tax’ as reported in statement of profit and loss because of items of income or expense that
are taxable or deductible in other years and items that are never taxable or deductible. The Company’s
current tax is determined based on the relevant provisions of the regulatory tax laws.

Minimum Alternate Tax

Minimum alternate tax (‘MAT’) credit entitlement is recognized as an asset only when and to the extent
there is convincing evidence that normal income tax will be paid during the specified period. In the yearin
which MAT credit becomes eligible to be recognized as an asset, the said asset is created by way of a credit
to the statement of profit and loss and shown as MAT credit entitlement under Deferred Tax Assets. This is
reviewed at each balance sheet date and the carrying amount of MAT credit entitlement is written down
to the extent it is not reasonably certain that normal income tax will be paid during the specified period.

Deferred Tax

Deferred tax is recognized on temporary differences between carrying amounts of assets and liabilities
in financial statements and corresponding tax basis used in computation of taxable profits. Deferred tax
liabilities are generally recognised for all taxable temporary differences. Deferred tax assets are generally
recognised for all deductible temporary differences to the extent that it is probable that taxable profits will
be available against which those deductible temporary differences can be utilized.

Deferred tax assets on unrealised tax loss are recognised to the extent that is probable that the underlying
tax loss will be utilised against future taxable income.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting date and reduced to the extent that it is
no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the asset to be recovered.

4.02 Contingent Liabilities

The Company’s pending litigations comprise of claims against the Company primarily by the customers and
proceedings pending with Income Tax / Service Tax / VAT and other government authorities. The Company has
reviewed all its pending litigations and proceedings and has adequately provided for where Provisions are required
and disclosed the contingent liabilities where applicable, in its financial statements. The Company does not expect
the outcome of these proceedings to have a materially adverse effect on its financial results.

a) In the matter of the Commercial Property, “Menon Eternity” owned by the Company, the arbitrator had issued
an award dated March 16, 2016, invalidating the sales deeds registered in favour of the Company having carrying
value of Rs.2,908.35 Lakhs. The single bench of the Hon’ble High court of Madras by its judgement delivered on
December 23, 2016, set aside the Award of the Arbitrator, with regard to the invalidation of the Sale deeds and
confirmed the title in favour of the Company. Subsequently, the land owners had gone on appeal before the
division bench in the Hon'ble High Court of Madras and also the company had filed cross objections on certain
matters. The said appeal was decided by the Hon’ble High Court of Madras by restoring the award of the Arbitrator.
The Company has approached the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India by filing a special leave petition and the court
proceedings are in progress. As on the reporting date, the matter is listed for hearing in the month of August 2024.

b) In view of the premature termination of the lease by one of the Lessees in the Menon Eternity Building, a dispute
had arisen between the Company and the said lessee. Therefore, the Company had forfeited the Rental Deposit.
The lessee had demanded a refund of the rental deposit of Rs. 218.36 lakhs along with interest and damages. A suit
has been filed by the Lessee before the Hon'ble High Court of Madras. The said suit was decreed in favour of the
Lessee, by payment of an amount of Rs. 424.15 Lakhs along with interest. The Company has filed an appeal before
the Division Bench of the Hon’ble High Court of Madras and the same is pending.

¢) In pursuance to the increased demand on premium FSI and OSR charges by the Chennai Metropolitan
Development Authority (CMDA) over and above the normal FSI charges paid by the Company as per the guideline
value prevailing at the time of filing the application with respect to one of the project, the Company has filed
a writ petition before the Hon’ble High Court of Madras. As per the interim direction of the Hon'ble court the
differential amount of Rs. 74.84 lakhs has been furnished by way of a bank guarrantee renewed periodically. The
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said writ petition has been disposed off as prayed by the Company. The CMDA has filed an appeal against the order
and is pending before the division bench of the Hon’ble High Court of Madras. In view of the management the
increased demand is based on the revision in the gudieline value which was not prevailing at the time of approval,
accordingly the claims are not acknowledged as debt.

d)Theservicetaxdepartmenthas raised ademand of Rs. 156.10 lakhs towards penalty on Lancor GST Developements
Limited (merged with Lancor Holdings Limited with an appointed date, April 1,2013) for wrong availment of Cenvat
Credit. The erstwhile holding Company of Lancor GST Developements Limited has undertaken to reimburse to the
Company to the extent of Rs. 39.03 lakhs in the event the Company is made liable to pay the demand. The matter
is pending before the Appellate Tribunal. The Company has been advised that these proceedings are not likely to
result into any liability as the Company had reversed it without utilising the same.

e) The service tax department has raised a demand of Rs. 223.70 lakhs along with interest and penalty for the period
February 2009 to June 2010. The Company has paid the demanded amount except for interest and penalty and it has
filed an appeal before the Customs Excise and Service Tax Appellate Tribunal dated May 10, 2012 stating that amount
received from the customers are not chargeable to service tax prior to July 1, 2010 under various grounds. The Company
had received the order of the Customs Excise, Service Tax Appellate Tribunal dated October 11, 2018 based on which
refund order dated June 07, 2019 was issued by the department, and the Company received a refund amount of Rs.
182.01 lakhs. Against the Order of the CESTAT and the Refund Order, The Commissioner of Service tax, Chennai has
preferred an appeal before the Civil Appellate Jurisdiction of Supreme Court of India and the matter is pending.

f) The Company approached the Honourable High Court of Madras to seek protection from the cancellation of
the Joint Development Agreement (JDAs) and Power of Attorney (POAs) by the landowners in respect of the
development of “Town & Country” and ‘Harmonia” projects at Sriperumbudur . In July 2022, the Honourable High
Court of Madras has passed an order to stay the cancellation of Joint Development Agreement (JDAs) and Powers
of Attorney (POAs) and the Court has also ordered stay of the construction until the Arbitration proceedings are
completed. The Arbitration Proceedings are underway.

4.11 Financial Risk Management

The Company’s financial risk management is an integral part of how to plan and execute its business strategies. The
Company’s financial risk management policy is set by the Board of Directors.

The Company activities expose it to financial risks namely credit risk, liquidity risk and market risk. The board of
directors of the Company has overall responsibility for the establishment and oversight of the Company’s risk
management. The below mentioned notes explains various sources of risk Company is exposed to & the manner in
which it manages such risk and its impact on the financial statements.

a) CreditRisk:

Credit risk arises from the possibility that counter party will cause financial loss to the Company by failing to
discharge its obligation as agreed. The Company’s exposure to credit risk arises mainly from the trade receivables
including unbilled revenue, loans provided to various parties, earnest money deposit paid to land owners and
other deposits including balances and deposits with the banks.

The Company is exposed to credit risk with respect to contract entered into with the customers for sale of residential
units. The Contract with customer includes milestone payment to be made by the customer. The possession of the
property is handed over to the customers only on collection of entire payment. Similarly, the handing over of the
property to the landowners where Company enters into agreement for joint development are also made only on
collection of earnest money deposit given earlier. Accordingly, the Company does not expect any expected credit
loss. During the financial year, the Company has not made any write-offs of trade receivables.

The trade receivables on account of maintenance income are typically un-secured and derived from services
provided to large number of independent customers. As the customer base is distributed economically there is no
concentration of credit risk. The credit period provided by the Company to its end use customers generally ranges
from 0 to 7 days.
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The Company follows a simplified approach (i.e based on lifetime ECL) for recognition of impairment loss allowance
on Trade receivables. For the purpose of measuring the lifetime ECL allowance for trade receivables, the Company
uses a provision matrix which comprise a very large number of small balances grouped into homogenous groups
and assessed for impairment collectively. Individual trade receivables are written off when management deems
them not recoverable. Based on the industry practices and business environment in which the Company operates,
management considers that the trade receivables are in default if the payment are more than 12 months past due.

Trade receivables consist of mainly customer balances relating to real estate and its allied activities with no
significant concentration of credit risk. The outstanding trade receivables are regularly monitored, and appropriate
action is taken for collection of overdue receivables.

Opinion

We have audited the accompanying consolidated financial statements of Lancor Holdings Limited (hereinafter

Inventory comprises of work in progress for
ongoing projects, constructed premises held for
sale, land held for development and construction
materials.

The inventories are carried at the lower of the cost
and net realizable value (‘'NRV’). The determination
of the NRV involves estimates based on prevailing
market conditions, current prices and expected
date of commencement and completion of the
project, the estimated future selling price, cost to
complete projects.

Our audit procedures / testing included, among
others:

a) Review of the reports of the engineering
department relating to the stage of
completion which is corroborated with the
cost incurred for the project.

b) Review of the project cost incurred for
the ongoing projects with the supporting
documents on test check basis.
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Considering significance of the amount of carrying
value of inventories in the financial statements
and the involvement of significant estimation and
judgement in such assessment of NRV, the same
has been considered as key audit matter.

c) For completed projects, review of the
completion certificate of the appropriate
authority along with the management
assessment and the budgeted cost.

d) Review of the management’s process and
methodology of using key assumptions for
determination of NRV of the inventories;

e) Review of the recent selling prices
considered for arriving at the NRV for
various ongoing projects and completed

projects.

f) Compared the NRV of the inventories to its
carrying value in books on sample basis.

Claims,

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MATERIAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES AND NOTES ON ACCOUNTS TO
CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

1.01 Corporate information

Lancor Holdings Limited (the Company) is a public Company domiciled in India and incorporated under
the provisions of the Companies Act, 1956. It's equity share are listed in the BSE Ltd (Bombay Stock
Exchange) in India. During the current year, the Company's equity shares are also listed in NSE (National
Stock Exchange) in India. The Company is engaged in the business of real estate development, leasing of
commercial properties and allied activities.

1.02 Authorization of Consolidated financial statements

The Consolidated financial statements were authorized for issue in accordance with a resolution of the
directors on May 23, 2024.

1.03 Summary of material accounting policies

The financial statements have been prepared using the material accounting policies and measurement
basis summarised below. These were used throughout all periods presented in the financial statements.
The consolidated financial statements are of the Company and its subsidiaries (collectively, “the Group”).

1.04 Changes in Accounting policy

The accounting policies applied to the year ended March 31, 2024 consolidated financial statements are
identical to those applied to and described in the financial statement year ended March 31, 2023.

1.05 Compliance with Ind AS

The consolidated financial statements comply in all material aspects with Indian Accounting Standards
(“Ind AS") notified under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”), and relevant rules issued
thereunder. In accordance with proviso to the Rule 4A of the Companies (Accounts) Rules, 2014 (as
amended), the terms used in these financial statements are in accordance with the definitions and other
requirements specified in the applicable Accounting standards.

1.06 Basis of preparation

The financial statements have been prepared on going concern basis in accordance with accounting
principles generally accepted in India. Further, the financial statements have been prepared on historical
cost basis except for certain financial assets and financial liabilities which are measured at fair values as
explained in relevant accounting policies.

1.07 Recent accounting pronouncement
There are no such notifications which would have been applicable from April 1, 2024.
1.08 Rounding of Amounts

All amounts disclosed in the consolidated financial statements and notes have been rounded off to the
nearest lakhs, except where otherwise indicated.

The Group presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheet based on current/ non-current classification.
An asset is classified as current if:
(i) itis expected to be realised or intended to be sold or consumed in normal operating cycle
(ii) itis held primarily for the purpose of trading
(iii) it is expected to be realised within twelve months after the reporting period, or
(iv) cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a liability for at least
twelve months after the reporting period All other assets are classified as non-current.
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A liability is classified as current if:
(i) itis expected to be settled in normal operating cycle
(ii) itis held primarily for the purpose of trading
(i) itis due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period, or
(iv) there is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve months after
the reporting period.

All other liabilities are classified as non-current.
Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-current assets and liabilities on net basis.

All assets and liabilities have been classified as current or non-current as per Group’s normal operating
cycle. Based on the nature of operations, the Group has ascertained its operating cycle as twelve months
for the purpose of current and non-current classification of assets and liabilities.

Use of judgements, estimates and assumptions

While preparing consolidated financial statements in conformity with Ind AS, the management makes
certain estimates and assumptions that require subjective and complex judgments. These judgments
affect the application of accounting policies and the reported amount of assets, liabilities, income and
expenses, disclosure of contingent liabilities at the statement of financial position date and the reported
amount of income and expenses for the reporting period. Financial reporting results rely on our estimate
of the effect of certain matters that are inherently uncertain. Future events rarely develop exactly as
forecast and the best estimates require adjustments, as actual results may differ from these estimates
under different assumptions or conditions. The management continually evaluate these estimates and
assumptions based on the most recently available information.

Revisions to accounting estimates are recognized in the period in which the estimates are revised and in
any future periods affected. In particular, information about significant areas of estimation uncertainty and
critical judgments in applying accounting policies that have the most significant effect on the amounts
recognized in the consolidated financial statements are as below:

Basis of consolidation
(i) Subsidiaries

Subsidiaries are all entities over which the Group has control. The Group controls an entity when the
Group is exposed to, or has rights to, variable returns from its involvement with the entity and has the
ability to affect those returns through its power to direct the relevant activities of the entity. Subsidiaries
are fully consolidated from the date on which control is transferred to the Group. They are deconsolidated
from the date that control ceases.

The Group combines the financial statements of the parent and its subsidiaries line by line adding
together like items of assets, liabilities, equity, income and expenses. Intergroup transactions, balances
and unrealised gains on transactions between group companies are eliminated. Unrealised losses are also
eliminated unless the transaction provides evidence of an impairment of the transferred asset.
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Non-controlling interests in the results and equity of subsidiaries are shown separately in the consolidated
statement of profit and loss, consolidated statement of changes in equity and balance sheet respectively.
Profit or loss and each component of other comprehensive income are attributed to the owners of the
Company and to the non-controlling interests. Total comprehensive income of subsidiaries is attributed
to the owners of the Company and to the noncontrolling interests even if this results in the noncontrolling
interests having a deficit balance.

Property, plant and equipment

Recognition and initial measurement

Property, plant and equipment are stated at their cost of acquisition. The cost comprises purchase price,
borrowing cost if capitalization criteria are met and directly attributable cost of bringing the asset to the
location and condition for it to be capable of operating in a manner intended by the management and
initial estimation of any decommissioning obligation if any. Any trade discount and rebates are deducted
in arriving at the purchase price.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as
appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow
to the Group and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. The carrying amount of any component
accounted for as a separate asset is derecognised when replaced. All other repairs and maintenance are
charged to statement of profit and loss during the reporting period in which they are incurred.

Similarly, when major inspection is performed, cost is recognised in the carrying amount of the item of the
plant and equipment and remaining carrying amount of the previous inspection is derecognised.

Spares and stand by equipment and servicing equipment are recognised when they meet the definition
of property, plant and equipment.

Subsequent measurement (depreciation and useful lives)

Property, plant and equipment are subsequently measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and
impairment losses. Depreciation on property, plant and equipment are provided based on the rates
and manner prescribed in Schedule Il to the Companies Act, 2013 except for certain assets where it has
identified the useful life on the internal assessments as mentioned below.

De-recognition

An item of property, plant and equipment and any significant part initially recognized is de-recognized
upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss
arising on de-recognition of the asset (calculated as the difference between the net disposal proceeds
and the carrying amount of the asset) is recognized in the statement of profit and loss, when the asset is
de-recognized.

Land which was re-valued is stated at the values determined by the valuer.
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Capital work-in-progress
Capital work-in-progress represents expenditure incurred in respect of capital projects are carried at cost.

Cost includes land, related acquisition expenses, development/ construction costs, borrowing costs and
other direct expenditure.

Investment properties

Recognition and initial measurement Investment properties are properties held to earn rentals or for
capital appreciation, or both. Investment properties are measured initially at their cost of acquisition. The
cost comprises purchase price, borrowing cost, if capitalization criteria are met and directly attributable
cost of bringing the asset to its working condition for the intended use. Any trade discount and rebates
are deducted in arriving at the purchase price.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognized as a separate asset, as
appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to
the Group. All other repair and maintenance costs are recognized in statement of profit or loss as incurred.

Subsequent measurement (depreciation and useful lives)

Investment properties are subsequently measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment
losses. Depreciation on investment properties is provided on the straight-line method in respect of
buildings and on written down value for plant and equipment's, furniture and fixtures based on the
internal assessment as mentioned below:

Investment properties are de-recognized either when they have been disposed off or when they are
permanently withdrawn from use and no future economic benefit is expected from their disposal. The
difference between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset is recognized in profit
or loss in the period of de-recognition.

Intangible assets
Recognition and initial measurement

Intangible assets are stated at their cost of acquisition. The cost comprises purchase price, borrowing cost,
if capitalization criteria are met and directly attributable cost of bringing the asset to its working condition
for the intended use.

Intangible assets comprises of computer software and customer acquisition cost.
Subsequent measurement (amortisation)
Computer Software

The cost of capitalized software is amortized over a period of 5 years from the date of its acquisition.
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Customer Acquisition Costs

The cost of brokerage or referral incentive is paid for identifying the customers of residential projects
is amortized over a period of life of the project from the date of incurring such expenditure till the
completion of the said projects. If the customer acqusition cost is incurred for a completed property, the
same is charged to expenses.

Derecognition of intangible assets

An intangible asset is derecognised on disposal, or when no future economic benefits are expected
from use or disposal. Gains or losses arising from derecognition of an intangible asset, measured as the
difference between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset, are recognised in
statement of profit and loss when the asset is derecognised.

1.16 Borrowing cost

Borrowing cost includes interest, amortisation of ancillary costs incurred in connection with the
arrangement of borrowings and exchange differences arising from foreign currency borrowings to the
extent they are regarded as an adjustment to the interest cost.

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition, production or construction of the qualifying
assets are considered as direct cost and are capitalised. The qualifying asset is an asset that necessarily
takes substantial period of time to get ready for its intended use or sale. All other borrowings cost are
recognised as expense in the period in which they are incurred. Where borrowings are specifically for
obtaining a qualifying asset for developments, the amount capitalised is borrowing cost incurred less any
income on temporary investment of these borrowings.

Capitalisation of borrowing costis suspended during the extended period in which the active development
is interrupted. Capitalisation of borrowing cost is ceased when substantially all the activities necessary to
prepare the qualifying asset for its intended use or sale is complete.

Borrowing cost is not capitalised on the purchase of land for development unless activities necessary to
prepare the land for development are in progress.

1.17 Impairment of assets

Carrying amount of tangible assets, intangible assets, investments are tested for impairment whenever
events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may not be recoverable. An
impairment loss is recognised for the amount by which the asset’s carrying amount exceeds its recoverable
amount. The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s fair value less costs of disposal and value in use.

In assessing the value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using
a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and risks
specific to that asset. In determining fair value less cost of disposal, recent market transactions are taken
in to account. If no transactions can be identified, an appropriate valuation model is being used.

For the purpose of assessing impairment, assets are grouped at the lowest levels for which there are
separately identifiable cash inflows which are largely independent of the cash inflows from other assets
or group of assets (cash generating units).

Non -financial assets other than goodwill that suffered impairment are reviewed for possible reversal of
the impairment at the end of the each reporting period. When an impairment loss subsequently reverses,
the carrying amount of the asset (or cash generating unit) is increased to its recoverable amount,to
the extent the increased carrying amount does not exceed the carrying amount that would have been
determined had no impairment loss been recognised for the asset in prior years. A reversal of impairment
loss is recognised immediately in statement of profit and loss.
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Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when a Group becomes a party to the contractual
provisions of the instruments.

a) Initial Recognition and Measurement

Financial Assets: All financial assets are recognized initially at fair value plus, in the case of financial
assets not recognized at fair value through profit and loss, transaction costs that are attributable to the
acquisition of the financial asset. However, trade receivables that do not contain a significant financing
component are measured at transaction price.

Financial Libilities: All financial liabilities are recognized initially at fair value, in the case of loans,
borrowings and payables, net of directly attributable transaction cost

b) Classification and subsequent measurement : Financial assets

The Group classifies financial assets as subsequently measured at amortised cost, fair value through other
comprehensive Income (“FVTOCI") or fair value through profit or loss (“FVTPL") on the basis of following :
— the entity’s business model for managing the financial assets and

— the contractual cash flow characteristics of the financial asset.

(i) Amortised cost

A financial asset is classified and measured at amortised cost if both of the following conditions are met:

— the financial asset is held within a business model whose objective is to hold financial assets in order to
collect contractual cash flows; and

— the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely
payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

(ii) FVTOCI

A financial asset is classified and measured at FVTOCI if both of the following conditions are met:

—the financial asset is held within a business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting
contractual cash flows and selling financial assets; and

— the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely
payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

c) Impairment of financial assets

The Group assesses on a forward looking basis the expected credit losses associated with its assets carried
at amortised cost. The impairment methodology applied depends on whether there has been a significant
increase in credit risk.

For trade receivables only, the Group applies the simplified approach permitted by Ind AS 109 Financial
Instruments, which requires expected lifetime losses to be recognised from initial recognition of the
receivables.

d) Classification and Subsequent measurement : Financial liabilities
The Group’s financial liabilities include trade and other payables, loans and borrowings including bank
overdrafts.

(i) Financial Liabilities at FVTPL

Financial liabilities are classified as at FVTPL when the financial liability is held for trading or are designated
upon initial recognition as FVTPL.

Gains or losses on financial liabilities held for trading are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.
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(ii) Other Financial Liabilities

Other financial liabilities (including borrowings and trade and other payables) are subsequently measured
at amortised cost using the effective interest method. The effective interest method is a method of
calculating the amortised cost of a financial liability and of allocating interest expense over the relevant
period. The effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash payments
(including all fees and points paid or received that form an integral part of the effective interest rate,
transaction costs and other premiums or discounts) through the expected life of the financial liability, or
(where appropriate) a shorter period, to the net carrying amount on initial recognition.

e) Derecognition of Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities

The Group de-recognises a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial
asset expire, or it transfers the rights to receive the contractual cash flows in a transaction in which
substantially all of the risks and rewards of ownership of the financial asset are transferred. If the Group
enters into transactions whereby it transfers assets recognised on its balance sheet, but retains either
all or substantially all of the risks and rewards of the transferred assets, the transferred assets are not
derecognised. A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged or
cancelled or expires.

f) Offsetting Financial Instruments

Financial asset and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the balance sheets
when, the entity currently has a legal enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and it intends
either to settle on a net basis or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

1.19 Inventories

Inventories comprise of property held for sale, property under construction (construction work in progress)

and stock of construction materials.

a) Unsold premises held as inventory are valued at lower of cost and net realizable value.

b) Constructionwork-in-progress comprises of cost of acquisition of land, ifany, construction &development
expenses, and borrowing cost and is valued at lower of cost (net of indirect taxes, wherever applicable)
and net realisable value.

¢) Inventory of construction materialsis valued atlower of cost (net of indirect taxes, wherever recoverable)
and net realizable value. Cost is determined on FIFO basis.

1.20 Revenue Recognition

The Group derives revenues primarily from the business of real estate development. It also earns revenue
from the allied activities such as renting of property and maintenance income.

Revenue is recognized on satisfaction of performance obligations upon transfer of control of promised
works or services to customers in an amount that reflects the consideration the Group expects to receive
in exchange for those works or services.

1. The customer simultaneously receives and consumes the benefits provided by the Group's performance; or

2. The Group's performance creates or enhances an asset that the customer controls as the asset is created
or enhanced; or

3. The Group's performance does not create an asset with an alternative use to the Group and the Group
has an enforceable right to payment for performance completed to date.

For performance obligations where one of the above conditions are not met, revenue is recognised at the
point in time at which the performance obligation is satisfied.
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In case of real estate development where revenue is recognised over the time, the amount is determined
from the financial year in which the agreement to sell is executed. The period over which revenue is
recognised is based on right to payment for performance completed. In determining whether the group
has right to payment, the group shall consider whether it would have an enforceable right to demand
or retain payment for performance completed to date if the contract were to be terminated before
completion for reasons other than Group’s failure to perform as per the terms of the contract.

The revenue recognition of Real estate property under development requires forecasts to be made of
total budgeted costs with the outcomes of underlying construction contracts, which further require
assessments and judgements to be made on changes in work scopes and other payments to the extent
they are probable and they are capable of being reliably measured. However, where the total project
cost is estimated to exceed total revenues from the project, the loss is recognized immediately in the
Statement of Profit and Loss.

The expenditure incurred in relation to the projects under development is accumulated under the head
Construction work-in-progress. The estimated project cost includes construction cost, construction
materials, other direct cost, borrowing cost and other overheads of such projects.

Amount of Revenue recognised is determined on the basis of project expenses incurred in relation to
estimated project expenses.

A Contract asset is the Group's right to consideration in exchange for products or services that it has
transferred to a customer. The Group assess a contract asset forimpairment in accordance with Ind AS 109.

A Contract liability is the Group's obligation to transfer products or services to a customer for which it has
received consideration from the customer.

Rental Income

Income earned by way of leasing or renting commercial or residential premises is recognized as income.
Initial direct costs such as brokerage, etc. is recognized as expenses on accrual basis in statement of profit
and loss in the year of lease.

Maintenance Income

Revenue in respect of maintenance services is recognised on an accrual basis, in accordance with the
terms of the respective contract as and when the group satisfies performance obligations by delivering
the services as per contractual agreed terms.

Dividend Income

Dividends are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss only when the right to receive payment is
established, it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the dividend will flow to the Group,
and the amount of the dividend can be measured reliably.

Interest Income
Interest income from debt instruments is recognised using the effective interest rate method.
Share of Profit / Loss of the Partnership Firm

Share of profit / loss from Partnership firm is recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss in respect of
the financial year of the Partnership firm ending on or before the balance sheet date, on the basis of its
audited accounts.

Employee Benefit Expense

Short-Term Obligations

Short term employee benefits are recognised as an expense at an undiscounted amount in the Statement
of profit & loss of the year in which the related services are rendered.
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Post-Employment Obligations
The Group operates the following post-employment schemes:
« defined benefit plans such as gratuity; and

« defined contribution plans such as provident fund.

Gratuity Obligations

The liability or asset recognised in the balance sheet in respect of defined benefit gratuity plans is the
present value of the defined benefit obligation at the end of the reporting period. The defined benefit
obligation is calculated annually by an independent actuary using the projected unit credit method.

The net interest cost is calculated by applying the discount rate to the net balance of the defined benefit
obligation. This cost is included in employee benefit expense in the statement of profit and loss.

Remeasurement gains and losses arising from changes in actuarial assumptions are recognised at amount
in the period in which they occur, directly in other comprehensive income.

Defined Contribution Plans

Contributions to provident fund, a defined contribution plan, are made in accordance with the rules
of the statute and are recognized as expenses when employees render service entitling them to the
contributions. The Group has no obligation, other than contribution payable to the provident fund.

The obligations are presented as current liabilities in the balance sheet if the entity does no have an
unconditional right to defer settlement for at least twelve months after the reporting period, regardless
of when the actual settlement is expected to occur.

1.22 Leases
As a Lessee

The Group assesses at contract inception whether a contract is, or contains, a lease. That is, if the contract
conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset for a period of time in exchange for consideration.
To assess whether a contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset, the Group assesses
whether : (i) the contract involves the use of an identified asset (ii) the Group has substantially all of the
economic benefits from use of the asset through the period of the lease and (iii) the Group has the right
to direct the use of the asset.

The Group applies a single recognition and measurement approach for all leases, except for short-term
leases and leases of low-value assets. For these short-term leases, the Group recognises the lease payments
as an expense on a straight-line basis over the term of the lease or another systematic basis. The Group
recognises lease liabilities to make lease payments and Right of Use assets representing the right to use
the underlying assets as below.

Right of Use (ROU) Assets

The Group recognises Right of Use assets at the commencement date of the lease (i.e., the date the
underlying asset is available for use). Right of Use assets are measured at cost, less any accumulated
depreciation and impairment losses, and adjusted for any remeasurement of lease liabilities. The cost of
Right of Use assets includes the amount of lease liabilities recognised, initial direct costs incurred, and
lease payments made at or before the commencement date less any lease incentives received. Right of
Use assets are depreciated on a straight-line basis over the shorter of the lease term and the estimated
useful lives of the assets.

If ownership of the leased asset transfers to the Group at the end of the lease term or the cost reflects the
exercise of a purchase option, depreciation is calculated using the estimated useful life of the asset.
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Lease Liabilities

The lease liability is initially measured at amortised cost at the present value of the future lease payments.
Thelease payments are discounted using the interest rate implicit in the lease or, if not readily determinable,
using the incremental borrowing rate. After the commencement date, the amount of lease liabilities is
increased to reflect the accretion of interest and reduced for the lease payments made. Lease liabilities are
remeasured with a corresponding adjustment to the related ROU assets.

ROU assets and Lease liabilities have been separately presented in the Balance Sheet and lease payments
have been classified as financing cash flows.

As a Lessor

Lease income from operating leases where the Group is a lessor is recognised as income on a straight-
line basis over the lease term unless the receipts are structured to increase in line with expected general
inflation to compensate for the expected inflationary cost. The respective leased assets are included in the
balance sheet based on their nature.

Commercial properties which are subject to operating lease are disclosed as Investment Property. Costs
including depreciation are recognised as expense in the statement of profit and loss. Initial direct costs
such as legal costs, brokerage costs, etc. are recognised immediately in the statement of profit and loss.

Taxes on Income
Income tax expense represents the sum of the tax currently payable and deferred tax.
Current Tax

The tax currently payable is based on the taxable profit for the current year. Taxable profit differs from
'profit before tax' as reported in statement of profit and loss because of items of income or expense that
are taxable or deductible in other years and items that are never taxable or deductible. The Group's current
tax is determined based on the relevant provisions of the regulatory tax laws.

Minimum Alternate Tax

Minimum alternate tax (‘MAT’) credit entitlement is recognized as an asset only when and to the extent
there is convincing evidence that normal income tax will be paid during the specified period. In the year in
which MAT credit becomes eligible to be recognized as an asset, the said asset is created by way of a credit
to the statement of profit and loss and shown as MAT credit entitlement under Deferred Tax Assets. This is
reviewed at each balance sheet date and the carrying amount of MAT credit entitlement is written down
to the extent it is not reasonably certain that normal income tax will be paid during the specified period.

Deferred Tax

Deferred tax is recognized on temporary differences between carrying amounts of assets and liabilities
in financial statements and corresponding tax basis used in computation of taxable profits. Deferred tax
liabilities are generally recognised for all taxable temporary differences. Deferred tax assets are generally
recognised for all deductible temporary differences to the extent that it is probable that taxable profits
will be available against which those deductible temporary differences can be utilized.

Deferred tax assets on unrealised tax loss are recognised to the extent that is probable that the underlying
tax loss will be utilised against future taxable income.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting date and reduced to the extent
that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the asset
to be recovered.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the year when
the asset is realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates (and tax laws) that have been enacted or
substantively enacted by the end of the reporting period.
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The measurement of deferred tax liabilities and assets reflects the tax consequences would follow from the
manner in which the Group expects, at the end of the reporting period, to recover the carrying amounts
of its assets and liabilities.

Deferred tax relating to items recognised outside statement of profit and loss is recognised outside
statement of profit and loss (either in other comprehensive income or other equity).

1.24 Earnings Per Share (EPS)

Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the net profit or loss for the period attributable to
equity shareholders (after deducting attributable taxes) by the weighted average number of equity
shares outstanding during the period. The weighted average number of equity shares outstanding
during the period and all periods presented is adjusted for the events such as bonus shares that have
changed the number of equity shares outstanding without a corresponding change in resources. For the
purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the period attributable to
equity shareholders is adjusted for after income tax effect of interest and other financing cost associated
with dilutive potential equity shares and the weighted average number of shares outstanding during the
period are adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential equity shares.

1.25 Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets

Provisions are recognized when the Group has a present (legal or constructive) obligation as a result of
past event, it is probable that the Group will be required to settle the present obligation, and reliable
estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

Provisions are measured at the present value of the management's best estimate of the expenditure
required to settle the present obligation at the end of the reporting period. The discount rate used to
determine the present value is a current pre-tax rate. The increase in the provision due to passage of time
is recognised as interest expense.

Contingent liabilities are stated separately by way of a note. Contingent liabilities are disclosed when the
Group has a possible obligation arising from past events, unless the probability of outflow of resources
is remote or a present obligation arising from past events where no reliable estimate is possible and it is
not probable that the cash outflow will be required to settle the obligation. Contingent assets are neither
recognized nor disclosed except when inflow of economic benefits are probable.

1.26 Cash and Cash Equivalents

For the purpose of presentation in statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents include cash on
hand, deposits held at call with bank and financial institutions, other short term, highly liquid investments
with original maturities of three months or less that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and
which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value and bank overdraft having positive balance.
Bank overdrafts are shown within borrowings in current liabilities in the balance sheet.

1.27 Cash Flow Statements

Cash flow statement are reported using the Indirect method, whereby net profit or loss is adjusted for
the effects of transactions of a non-cash nature, any deferrals or accruals of past or future operating cash
receipts or payments, and item of income or expense associated with investing or financing cash flows.

1.28 Segment Reporting

Operating segments are reported in a manner consistent with the internal reporting provided to the Chief
Operating Decision Maker (CODM). The operating segments have been identified on the basis of nature of
products/service. The CODM is responsible for allocating resources and assessing the performance of the
operating segments of the Group.

In the matter of the Commercial Property,“Menon Eternity” owned by the Company, the arbitrator had issued an
award dated March 16, 2016, invalidating the sales deeds registered in favour of the Holding Company having
carrying value of Rs.2,908.35 Lakhs. The single bench of the Hon'ble High court of Madras by its judgement
delivered on December 23, 2016, set aside the Award of the Arbitrator, with regard to the invalidation of the
Sale deeds and confirmed the title in favour of the Company. Subsequently, the land owners had gone on
appeal before the division bench in the Hon’ble High Court of Madras and also the company had filed cross
objections on certain matters. The said appeal was decided by the Hon’ble High Court of Madras by restoring
the award of the Arbitrator. The Holding Company has approached the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India by
filing a special leave petition and the court proceedings are in progress. As on the reporting date, the matter
is listed for hearing in the month of August 2024.

In view of the premature termination of the lease by one of the Lessees in the Menon Eternity Building, a
dispute had arisen between the Company and the said lessee. Therefore, the Company had forfeited the
Rental Deposit. The lessee had demanded a refund of the rental deposit of Rs. 218.36 lakhs along with interest
and damages. A suit has been filed by the Lessee before the Hon’ble High Court of Madras. The said suit was
decreed in favour of the Lessee, by payment of an amount of Rs. 424.15 Lakhs along with interest. The Holding
Company has filed an appeal before the Division Bench of the Hon’ble High Court of Madras and the same is
pending.

In pursuance to the increased demand on premium FSI and OSR charges by the Chennai Metropolitan
Development Authority (CMDA) over and above the normal FSI charges paid by the Holding Company as
per the guideline value prevailing at the time of filing the application with respect to one of the project, the
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Company has filed a writ petition before the Hon'ble High Court of Madras. As per the interim direction of
the Hon'ble court the differential amount of Rs. 74.84 lakhs has been furnished by way of a bank guarrantee
renewed periodically. The said writ petition has been disposed off as prayed by the Holding Company. The
CMDA has filed an appeal against the order and is pending before the division bench of the Hon'ble High
Court of Madras. In view of the management the increased demand is based on the revision in the gudieline
value which was not prevailing at the time of approval, accordingly the claims are not acknowledged as debit.

d) The service tax department has raised a demand of Rs. 156.10 lakhs towards penalty on Lancor GST
Developements Limited (merged with Lancor Holdings Limited with an appointed date, April 1, 2013) for
wrong availment of Cenvat Credit. The erstwhile holding Company of Lancor GST Developements Limited has
undertaken to reimburse to the Holding Company to the extent of Rs. 39.03 lakhs in the event the Company
is made liable to pay the demand. The matter is pending before the Appellate Tribunal. The Holding Company
has been advised that these proceedings are not likely to result into any liability as the Company had reversed
it without utilising the same.

e) The service tax department has raised a demand of Rs. 223.70 lakhs along with interest and penalty for the
period February 2009 to June 2010. The Holding Company has paid the demanded amount except for interest
and penalty and it has filed an appeal before the Customs Excise and Service Tax Appellate Tribunal dated
May 10, 2012 stating that amount received from the customers are not chargeable to service tax prior to
July 1, 2010 under various grounds. The Company had received the order of the Customs Excise, Service Tax
Appellate Tribunal dated October 11, 2018 based on which refund order dated June 07, 2019 was issued by
the department, and the Holding Company received a refund amount of Rs. 182.01 lakhs. Against the Order of
the CESTAT and the Refund Order, The Commissioner of Service tax, Chennai has preferred an appeal before
the Civil Appellate Jurisdiction of Supreme Court of India and the matter is pending.

f) The Holding Company approached the Honourable High Court of Madras to seek protection from the
cancellation of the Joint Development Agreement (JDAs) and Power of Attorney (POAs) by the landowners
in respect of the development of “Town & Country” and ‘Harmonia” projects at Sriperumbudur . In July 2022,
the Honourable High Court of Madras has passed an order to stay the cancellation of Joint Development
Agreement (JDAs) and Powers of Attorney (POAs) and the Court has also ordered stay of the construction until
the Arbitration proceedings are completed. The Arbitration Proceedings are underway.

g) The office of Commissioner of service tax has passed an order demanding service taxamounting to Rs. 10.02 lakhs
and an equal amount of penalty vide order dated July 31, 2014 on one of the subsidiary (Partnership Firm). The
Firm has filed an appeal before the Customs, Excise & Service Tax Appellate Tribunal on November 14, 2014
contesting the demand and the matter is pending.

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4.09 Financial Risk Management

The Group’s financial risk management is an integral part of how to plan and execute its business strategies. The
Group's financial risk management policy is set by the Board of Directors.

The Group's activities expose it to financial risks namely credit risk, liquidity risk and market risk. The board of
directors of the Group has overall responsibility for the establishment and oversight of the Group’s risk management.
The below mentioned notes explains various sources of risk Group is exposed to & the manner in which it manages
such risk and its impact on the financial statements.

a) Credit Risk:

Credit risk arises from the possibility that counter party will cause financial loss to the Group by failing to discharge
its obligation as agreed. The Group’s exposure to credit risk arises mainly from the trade receivables including
unbilled revenue, loans provided to various parties, earnest money deposit paid to land owners and other deposits
including balances and deposits with the banks.

The Group is exposed to credit risk with respect to contract entered into with the customers for sale of residential
units. The Contract with customer includes milestone payment to be made by the customer. The possession of
the property is handed over to the customers only on collection of entire payment. Similarly, the handing over of
the property to the landowners where Group enters into agreement for joint development are also made only on
collection of earnest money deposit given earlier. Accordingly, the Group does not expect any expected credit loss.
During the financial year, the Group has not made any write-offs of trade receivables.

The trade receivables on account of maintenance income are typically un-secured and derived from services provided
to large number of independent customers. As the customer base is distributed economically there is no concentration
of credit risk. The credit period provided by the Group to its end use customers generally ranges from 0 to 7 days.

The Group follows a simplified approach (i.e based on lifetime ECL) for recognition of impairment loss allowance
on Trade receivables. For the purpose of measuring the lifetime ECL allowance for trade receivables, the Group
uses a provision matrix which comprise a very large number of small balances grouped into homogenous groups
and assessed for impairment collectively. Individual trade receivables are written off when management deems
them not recoverable. Based on the industry practices and business environment in which the Group operates,
management considers that the trade receivables are in default if the payment are more than 12 months past due.

Trade receivables consist of mainly customer balances relating to real estate and its allied activities with no
significant concentration of credit risk. The outstanding trade receivables are regularly monitored, and appropriate
action is taken for collection of overdue receivables.
