Opinion

We have audited the accompanying Quarter and year-end financial results of EASTCOAST STEEL LIMITED {the
company) for the Quarter and year ended March 31, 2023 (“the statements”), attached herewith, being
submitted by the company pursuant to the requirement of Regulation 33 of the SEBI {Listing Obligations and
Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, a5 amended (“Listing Regulations”).

Subsequently, the plant, machinery and equipments

were disposed of, leading tO the disposal of the residuary assct = land in November 2020. The Company has since

resumed trading in Iron & steel products, including cngmecring products, in the international market. Hence, the

Company operates only in single Segment 1. Trading.

This statement has been prepared in accotrdance with the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 (Ind-

AS), as amended, prcscﬁbcd under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013.

4 MB. Gupta HUF through Karta Mahesh Chand Gupta and others have fled C.P. No 247/2020 and TA. No: 701/2020
before the National Company Law Tribunal, Chennai, against the Company and others, as and by way of re-litigation of
grievances which were already dealt with in the previous cound of litigations in C.P. No. 56 of 2013 filed by Mr. Suresh
Kumar Jalan and others before the erstwhile Company Law Board, Chennai, which wete dismissed by the gaid judicial

authority on 11 May 2015 and such dismissal having also been confirmed in Company Appeal Nox 20 of 2015 by the
Hon'ble High Court, NMadras on 26 August 2019.

‘The Company and others have filed C.P. No 248 of 2020 and T.A. No. 1177 of 2020 before the National Company Law
Tribunal, Chennal, challenging the maintainabiliey of the aforesaid petiton filed by the Petiioners viz. M.B. Gupta HUF

and others, which are pending for hearing before the Hon'ble Tribunal and these are scheduled to be heard as adjourned

In the meanwhile, M/s Suresh Kumar Jalan and others have filed a new petition against the company and others before
the National Company Law Tribunal, Chennal reiterating the allegations of the petition filed by M/s M.B. Gupta and
others vide reference CP.38 of 2025 which also stands adjourned to 05th July 2024

My, Sureshkumar Jalan has filed a criminal complaint too, in respect of corpotate disputes before the CB CID Police

Puducherry against the company and its directors and the Company is taking steps t© defend the same in accordance
