The remote e-voting commenced on 24t September 2024 at 09.00 hours IST and was 
open up to the close of working hours at 17.00 hours IST on 26t September, 2024 and the 
poll process at the time of AGM commenced on 27t September, 2024 from 11.00 AM IST 
t011.15 AMIST, provided 15 minutes time for venue voting. 

All electronic votes received up to the close of working hours at 17.00 hours IST on 26t 
September 2024 and Physical Ballots received at the time of the Annual General Meeting 
were considered for my scrutiny. 

The votes cast by the members through electronic voting system was downloaded and 
collected from the website www.evotingindia.com on 27t September, 2024 and the 
consolidated summary of physical ballots casted through poll along with e-voting was 
handed over to me by (RTA) Cameo Corporate Services Limited.
