Russia launches ‘largest drone
attack’ ahead of Kyiv Day; 1 killed

The Day marks anniversary of Kviv's official founding, usually celebrated with concerts, fairs & exhibitions

KYIV: Ukraine’s capital was
subjected to the largest drone
attack since the start of Russia’s
war, local officials said, as Kyiv
prepared to mark the anniver-
sary of its founding on Sunday.
At least one person was killed.

Russia launched the “most
massive attack” on the city
overnight Saturday with Ira-
nian-made Shahed drones, said
Serhii Popko, a senior Kyiv mil-
itary official. The attack lasted
more than five hours, with air
defense reportedly shooting
down more than 40 drones.

A 41-year-old man was
killed and a 35-year-old
woman was hospitalized when
debris fell on a seven-story
nonresidential building and
started a fire, Kyiv Mayor Vitali
Klitschko said.

Ukraines air force said
that Saturday night was also
record-breaking in terms of
Shahed drone attacks across
the country. Of the 54 drones
launched, 52 were shot down
by air defense systems.

In the northeastern Kharkiv
province, regional Gov. Oleh
Syniehubov said a 61-year-
old woman and a 60-year-old
man were killed in two separate
shelling attacks.

Kyiv Day marks the anni-
versary of Kyivs official
founding. The day is usually
celebrated with live concerts,
street fairs, exhibitions and fire-
works. Scaled-back festivities

S Korean held for
opening plane
emergency exit

SEOUL: A man who opened
an emergency exit door during
a flight in South Korea was for-
mally arrested on Sunday and
faces up to 10 years in prison
on a charge of violating the avi-
ation security law, officials said.

During a preliminary ques-
tioning, the 33-year-old told
investigators that he felt suf-
focated and tried to get off
the plane quickly, according
to police. Twelve people were
slightly injured on Friday after
he opened the door of the
Asiana Airlines Airbus A321-

were planned for this year, the
city’s 1,541st anniversary.

The timing of the drone
attacks was likely not coinci-
dental, Ukrainian officials said.

“The history of Ukraine is
a long-standing irritant for the
insecure Russians,” Ukraine’s
chief presidential aide, Andriy
Yermak, said on Telegram.

“Today, the enemy decided
to ‘congratulate’ the people
of Kyiv on Kyiv Day with the
help of their deadly UAVs
(unmanned aerial vehicles),”
Popko also wrote on the mes-
saging app.

Local officials in Russia’s
southern Krasnodar region
said that air defense systems
destroyed several drones as

they approached the Ilsky oil

refinery.

Russias southern Belgorod
region, bordering Ukraine, also
came under attack from Ukrai-
nian forces on Saturday, local
officials said. Regional Gov.
Vyacheslav Gladkov reported
Sunday that a 15-year-old girl
and a 17-year-old boy were
wounded in the shelling.

Drone attacks against Rus-
sian border regions have been
a regular occurrence since the
start of the invasion in Febru-
ary 2022, with attacks increas-
ing last month.

Earlier this month, an oil
refinery in Krasnodar was
attacked by drones on two
straight days.

Ukrainian air defenses, bol-
stered by sophisticated West-

ern-supplied systems, have
been adept at thwarting Rus-
sian air attacks — both drones
and aircraft missiles.

Eatlier in May, Ukraine pre-
vented an intense Russian air
attack on Kyiv, shooting down
all missiles aimed at the capital.

The bombardment,
which  additionally tar-
geted locations  across

Ukraine, included six Russian
Kinzhal aero-ballistic hyper-
sonic missiles, repeatedly
touted by Russian President
Vladimir Putin as providing
a key strategic competitive
advantage and among the most
advanced weapons in his coun-
try’s arsenal.

Sophisticated Western air
defense systems, including

US, Saudi Arabia call for warring sides
in Sudan to exlend ‘imperfect’ ceaselire

DUBATL: The United States and
Saudi Arabia called on war-
ring sides in Sudan to extend
a cease-fire due to expire
Monday.

The Sudanese army and a
rival paramilitary force, bat-
tling for control of Sudan since
mid-April, had agreed last week
to the weeklong truce, brokered
by the US and the Saudis. How-
ever, the cease-fire, like others
before it, did not stop the fight-
ing in the capital of Khartoum
and elsewhere in the country.

In a joint statement early
Sunday, the U.S. and Saudi Ara-
bia called for an extension of

the current truce which expires
at 9:45 pm local time Monday.

“While imperfect, an exten-
sion nonetheless will facilitate
the delivery of urgently needed
humanitarian assistance to the
Sudanese people,” the state-
ment said.

The statement also urged
Sudan’s military government
and the rival Rapid Support
Forces to continue negotiations.

The fighting broke out in
mid-April between the mili-
tary and the powerful RSE.
Both military chief Gen. Abdel-
Fattah Burhan and RSF leader
Gen. Mohammed Hamdan

Dagalo led the 2021 coup that
removed the Western-backed
government of Prime Minister
Abdalla Hamdok.

The fighting turned Khar-
toum and the adjacent city
of Omdurman into a bat-
tleground. The clashes also
spread elsewhere in the coun-
try, including the war-wracked
Darfur region. The conflict
has killed hundreds of peo-
ple, wounded thousands and
pushed the country to near col-
lapse. It forced more than 1.3
million out of their homes to
safer areas inside Sudan, or to
neighboring nations.  AGENCIES

American-made Patriot mis-
siles, have helped spare Kyiv
from the kind of destruction
witnessed along the main front
line in the country’ east and
south.

While most of the ground
fighting is stalemated along
that front line, both sides are
targeting other territory with
long-range weapons.

Against the backdrop of
Saturday night’s drone attacks,
Russia’s ambassador to the UK.,
Andrei Kelin, warned of an
escalation in Ukraine. He told
the BBC on Sunday his coun-
try had “enormous resources”
and it was yet to “act very seri-
ously;” cautioning that Western
supplies of weapons to Ukraine

risked escalating the war to a
“new dimension.” The length of
the contflict, he said, “depends
on the efforts in escalation of
war that is being undertaken
by NATO countries, especially
by the UK”

Kelins comments are typi-
cal of Russian officials’ rhetoric
with regard to Moscow’s mili-
tary might, but contradict regu-
lar reports from the battlefield
of Russian troops being poorly
equipped and trained.

Also on Sunday, the death
toll from Friday’s missile attack
on the central Ukrainian

city of Dnipro, the regional
capital of the Dniprop-
etrovsk province, rose to
four.

Erdogan takes lead in unofficial
count in presidential runoff

ANKARA: Preliminary,
unofficial results from Turkish
news agencies showed incum-
bent President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan ahead with 88 per
cent of ballot boxes counted
in a presidential runoff that
will decide whether the coun-
try’s longtime leader stretches
his increasingly authoritarian
rule into a third decade.

The state Anadolu news
agency showed Erdogan at 53
per cent, and his challenger,
Kemal Kilicdaroglu, at 47 per
cent.

Meanwhile, the ANKA
news agency, close to the oppo-
sition, showed the results at
51 per cent for Erdogan and
Kilicdaroglu at 49 per cent.

The outcome could have
implications far beyond
Ankara. Turkiye stands at the
crossroads of Europe and Asia,
and it plays a keyrole in NATO.

Erdogan’s government
vetoed Sweden's bid to join
NATO and purchased Rus-
sian missile-defence sys-
tems, which prompted
the United States to oust
Turkiye from a US-led fighter-
jet project. But it also helped
broker a crucial deal that
allowed Ukrainian grain ship-
ments and averted a global
food crisis.

The competing news agen-
cies get their data from com-
pleted ballot box counts that
are gathered by personnel on
the field, and are strong in dif-
ferent regions, explaining some
of the variation in preliminary
data.

count but doesn’t declare offi-
cial results until days later.

President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan, who has been at Tur-
kiye’s helm for 20 years, was
favoured to win a new five-
year term in the second-round
runoff, after coming just short
of outright victory in the first
round on May 14.

The divisive populist fin-
ished four percentage points
ahead of Kilicdaroglu (pro-
nounced KEH-lich-DAHR-
OH-loo), the candidate of a
six-party alliance.

Erdogan’s performance
came despite crippling inflation
and the effects of a devastating
earthquake three months ago.
It was the first time he didn’t
win an election where he ran
as a candidate.

The two candidates offered
sharply different visions of the
country’s future, and its recent
past.

“This election took place
under very difficult circum-
stances, there was all sorts of
slander and defamation,” the

74-year-old Kilicdaroglu told
reporters after casting his bal-
lot. “But1 trust in the common
sense of the people. Democracy
will come, freedom will come,
people will be able to wander
the streets and freely criticize
politicians.”

Speaking to reporters after
casting his vote at a school in
Istanbul, Erdogan noted that
it’s the first presidential runoff
election in Turkiye’s history.

He also praised high voter
turnout in the first round and
said he expected participation
to be high again on Sunday.
He voted at the same time as
Kilicdaroglu, aslocal television
showed the rivals casting bal-
lots on split screens.

“I pray to God, that it (the
election) will be beneficial for
our country and nation,” he
said.

Critics blame Erdogan’s
unconventional economic poli-
cies for skyrocketing inflation
that has fuelled a cost-of-liv-
ing crisis.

Many also faulted his gov-
ernment for a slow response to
the earthquake that killed more
than 50,000 people in Turkiye.

In the mainly Kurdish-pop-
ulated province of Diyarbakir
one of 11 regions that was hit
by the February 6 earthquake
60-year-old retiree Mustafa
Yesil said he voted for “change”

“T'm not happy at all with
the way this country is going.
Let me be clear, if this current
administration continues, [
don’t see good things for the
future,” he said.

“I see that it will end badly
this administration has to

Pak govt turns down Imran Khan's talks offer

ISLAMABAD: Pakistan’s rul-
ing coalition has rejected for-
mer prime minister Imran
Khan's offer for dialogue, say-
ing that talks were held with
politicians, not terrorists, a
media report said on Sunday.

The government also stated
that the Pakistan Tehreek-e-
Insaf (PTI) chief was now
himself seeking a National Rec-
onciliation Ordinance (NRO),
the Express Tribune newspaper
reported.

The development came
as Khan constituted a seven-

developing consensus on a
date for general elections -
amid a massive crackdown on
his party.
