1 The above results were reviewed and recommended by the Audit Committee and approved subsequently by the Board of Directors at their 
respective meetings held on June 29, 2020. The Statutory Auditors have conducted an audit of these results in terms of regulation 33 of 
SEBI ( Listing obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015(SEBI(LDOR) . 

2 The Company has incurred losses of Rs.5,444 lakhs and Rs. 16,842 laKhs for the quarter and financial year ended March 31, 2020 
respectively, resulting into accumulated losses of Rs. 86,998 lakhs against the paid up share capital of Rs. 29,352 lakhs as at March 31, 
2020. Moreover, the Company has aggregate borrowing of Rs. 1,09,494 lakhs as on March 31, 2020 including working capital loans and 
interest accrued thereon. 
The management has approached the financial institutions/banks for restructuring of the debts which is under consideration by major 
lenders. Further, the cement market has started improving and company is hope to achieve profitable operations and meet 
obligations/liabilities and is of the view that the company will continue as a going concern . The statutory auditors have qualified their Report 
in respect of this matter. 

3 Certain Trade receivables, Security deposits given/taken, Advances to suppliers, Trade payables and Advances from Customers are subject 
to confirmations. Management believes that no material adjustments would be required in books of accounts upon receipt of these 
confirmations. 

4 The Directorate of Revenue Intelligence has issued an order in December 2018 to the company u/s 110(1) of Customs Act,1962 confiscating 
the capital goods having import value of Rs. 3,979 lakhs due to non-fulfillment of certain export obligations. As a result the company has 
provided Rs. 2,626 lakh during the previous financial year as differential Custom Duty an'd interest thereon .The same has been presented 
under the head "Exceptional Items". Further interest thereon for current period is being provided and is included in Finance Cost. 

5 Facilities extended by the lenders are overdue for more than 90 'days at the end of financial year, 
." 

6 The outbreak of Coronavirus (COVID - 19) pandemic globally and in India is causing significant disturbance in the markets. On 11.03.2020, 
the Covid -19 outbreak was declared a global pandemic by the World Health Organisation (WHO) . It has also resulted in significant disruption 
in global and Indian economic activities. The situation has been under close watch by the Company to take prompt actions for continuity of 
business operations in an optimised manner. The Company believes that the impact of this outbreak will not be significant on its business 
and financial positions. 

7 The company's business operation fall in single segment i.e. manufacturing and marketing of cement. 

8 The figures for the quarter ended March 31, 2020 and March 31, 2019 are the balancing figures between audited figures for the full financial 
year ended March 31,2020 and March 31,2019 and the published year to date figures up to the third quarter of the respective financial year. 

9 The Company has adopted Ind AS 116 with modified retrospective approach, with effect from April 1, 2019. The impact of adoption of Ind AS 
116 on the financial results for the quarter and year ended March 31, 2020 is insignificant.
