VEDANTA Ltd is on track for
the demerger of its key busi-
nesses, including aluminium,
into separatelisted companies
and allocation of debt across
the demerged entities would
be done in proportion to their
assets, sources familiar with
the matter said. Vedanta is in
advanced stages of engage-
ment with its lenders on the
issue,and the process has pro-
ceeded smoothly, they said.

There is clarity about the
allocation of debt across enti-
ties after the demerger. “The
debt will get divided amongst
the resulting demerged enti-
ties in the ratio of assets get-
ting allocated to them as per
the prescribed rules and regu-
lations,’a senior official said at
arecentinvestor event.

Citing the example of
Vedanta Aluminium, the offi-
cial said the debt that would
get allocated to the company
would be in direct proportion
to the book value of the assets
held byit.Thisis to ensure that
the transaction is tax-neutral.

Vedanta had in September
last year announced the cre-
ation of demerger of metals,
power,aluminium,and oiland
gas businesses to unlock
potential value.

foran IPL opening day.

“The record-breaking TV

45.9 crore), and Avees Trading

Vedanta Limited was the
biggest donor for Congress at
Rs 125 crore.

The party received Rs 110
crore from Western UP Power
Transmission Company Lim-
ited , Rs 91.6 crore from MKJ
Enterprises Limited, Rs 64
crore from Yashoda Super
Speciality Hospital, and Rs 53

crore from Avees Trading &
Finance Private Limited. The
highest donation from elec-
toral bonds to BJD was re-
ceived from Essel Mining and
Industries Limited.

TDS got a donation of Rs 40
crore through electoral bonds
from Shirdi Sai Electricals
Limited - the party's highest
donor.

"It has been decided that Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) will
field its candidates in 13 Lok Sabha seats in Jharkhand and
AJSU party on one parliamentary seat, Giridih, in the interest
of the people of the state," Kumar said in a post on X.

BJP and AJSU party are "old and natural" allies in Jhark-
hand, he said. "By winning the elections in all 14 parliamentary
constituencies of Jharkhand, the alliance candidates will
achieve the target of securing 400-plus seats on June 4," Kumar
added. The Giridih seat is currently represented by AJSU par-
ty's Chandra Prakash Choudhary. —PTI

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How a paper strip found near ‘haunted well’ helped cops solve murder

IT WAS a strip of paper with a
mobile number scribbled on it
near the “bhutiya pool” (haunted
well) located in Govandi that
helped Mumbiai police crack the
murder case of a couple who
married outside their religions
in October last year.

The pool, located on one side
of aforest in Govandi, was aniso-
lated spot, which is why it was
known as “bhutiya pool” or
haunted well, as per police. A
couple of children had gone
there for a swim, when one of
boys’ legs hit a body. They then
informed the local Govandi po-
lice who called the fire brigade
and removed the body.

The police then begun to
search a 100-metre radius of the
well, when they came across a

THE BOMBAY High Court on
Thursday pulled up state Public
Works Department(PWD)forde-
layin providing details on steps be-
ing taken for handing over approx-
imately 30-acre land allotted in
Bandra (East) for the construction
of anew HC complex. It asked the
government to take up the issue
'seriously' and not to compel court
to pass 'drastic orders.’

The HC said its administration
has to face constraints due to lack
of space every time, including the
organisation of recent swearingin
ceremony of 11 judges.Elevenad-
ditional judges of the HC were
swornin as permanent judges on
Wednesday.

The courtasked the state tofile
its affidavit within two weeks.

A division bench of Chief
Justice Devendra  Kumar
Upadhyaya and Justice Arif S
Doctor was hearing a contempt
petition by lawyer Ahmed Abdi
that claimed the government's
non-compliance in a 2018 high
courtorder on land allotment.

OnMarch 11, the HCasked the
state to file an affidavit detailing
steps taken so far for handing over
vacant possession of the said land
and whether any plan was laid out
by the state government to shift or
relocate employeesresidingon the
said land in the government
colony/quarters. It had expressed
concernsover the condition of the
present HC building in the Fort
area of south Mumbai which suf-
fers from shortage of space and
poor condition of stairs, causing
'perils' to the court staff and
lawyers.

On Thursday, Additional
Government Pleader Abhay L
Patki for state government submit-
ted thata few meetings of govern-
ment officers were conducted in
the matter and based on instruc-
tions from PWD department.
However, an affidavit could notbe
filed and sought more time for the
same.
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small wallet-like packet among
alcohol bottles strewn in the
area. When the police removed
the packet, they found a note
which had a mobile number
scribbled on it. When the police
called it, no one answered.

The police then checked the
call records of the number that
was on the piece of paper and
found that someone had called

on this number a day earlier.
When they called, the person
said he was based in UP and
helped them identify the de-
ceased as one Karan Chandra
(22), who had recently gone to
Mumbai with his wife.

When the police contacted
his wife Gulnaz Khan's family
that resided in Dharavi, they
found her family too had filed a
missing persons complaint. The
police realised it was a likely case
of double murder. The fact that
his wife Gulnaz was Muslim
made the police suspicious that
the inter-faith marriage might
have been one of the reasons for
Chandra's death.

The police found that the
couple, who had resided in UP,
came to the city earlier that week
after her family members con-
vinced her to come. While her
family was initially against the
marriage, her father told her that

he was now ready to accept
them.

However, police said their
probe revealed that the very
night Chandra and Khan had
come to Mumbai, he was al-
legedly taken by Khan’s father,
two brothers, and three others
to the isolated spot in Govandi.
They stabbed him in the neck,
abdomen and back and threw
him in the well thinking hardly
anyone would come to the spot,
the police said. The police then

detained the family members
for questioning and said they
found that they had also mur-
dered their daughter in a cab
and her body had been
dumped in Navi Mumbai.
Three persons, including
Gulnaz’s father, were arrested
and four minors, including her
brothers, were apprehended,
the police said

An officer said the couple had
eloped and got married in
November 2022, after which the

girl's parents were unaware of
their location. However, they re-
cently found out that the couple
had been staying in UP. The fam-
ily then pretended that they had
accepted the couple and con-
tacted them and asked them to
return home.

The family, which felt they
had been humiliated, after their
daughter married outside their
religion had allegedly planned
the murder which was executed
the night they came to the city.
