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NITI aims to link
policies, spending
to long-term goals

AFTER ATHREE-YEAR action
agenda and five-year strategy
paper, the NITI Aayog is now
preparinga 15-yearVision Doc-
ument (FY21-FY35) to link the
government policies and ex-
penditure to thelong-term eco-
nomic, social and sustainable
development goals.“The Vision
Document will give a perspec-
tive about the size of India’s
GDPby 2047,the 100thyearof
independence. In this context,
the document will underline
various economic and social
goals to be achieved by FY35,”
an official told FE.

The document, which will
have 24 chapters, will be pre-
pared by March-April 2020.
The themes to be covered un-
der the document include
growth, investment and em-
ployment; infrastructure and
transport; industry; waterand
land resources; data and pub-
lic policy; ease of living; bank-
ing and finance; communica-
tion and digital technology;
energy and education.

In May 2016, the PMO had
advised the Aayog to prepare a
15- Year Vision, 7-Year Strat-
egy and 3-Year Action Agenda
to replace the outdated 5-Year
Plans under the erstwhile
Planning Commission. The
government think-tank came
out with a three-year action

After a three-year action
agenda and five-year
strategy paper, the NITI
Aayog is now preparing a
15-year Vision Document
(FY21-FY35) to link the
govt policies and
expenditure to the
long-term economic, social
and sustainable
development goals

agenda covering the period
from FY18 to FY20 and a five
year action strategy (FY19-
FY23) to steer economic
growth to an average 8%.

It also sug-
gested that the Centre fully cod-
ify labour laws; enhance female
labour force participation to
30% from 249% now, enhance
skills & significantly increase
number of apprenticeships.

Viral Acharya: Govt needs to undertake

heavy disin

THE INDIAN GOVERNMENT
needs to reduce its reliance on
bond markets and undertakea
heavy disinvestment pro-
gramme along with urgently
implementing land, labour
and agricultural reforms, for-
mer RBI deputy governor Viral
Acharya said. Speaking at a
panel discussion at Columbia
University here on Friday on
the ‘Indian Economy: The Next
Five Years’,Acharya outlined a
few “possible remedies” and
recommendations for the In-
dian economy going forward.

“I think my main recom-
mendation for the years to fol-
low is that maybe we need to
carefully consider doing less. I
think less may be more for the
economy as faras government
programmes are concerned at
the present,”’ Acharya said.

“It may not be easy to pull -

back on certain announced
programmes. But in that case,
one has to rationalise heavy
programmes that are not de-
livering the supposed objec-
tives,” he said, adding that
those programmes which are
maybe the least attractive po-
litically can be wound down as
soon as possible.“Some space
needs to be freed up for others
to borrow in the Indian econ-
omy, he said.

Acharya, professor of Eco-
nomics at New York University
Stern School of Business, was
speaking at the Columbia In-
dian Economy Summit on In-
dian Economic Policies. He was
RBI’s deputy governor from
January 2017 to July 2019.

Ajay Piramal
plans to quit
as Shriram
Cap chairman

AJAY PIRAMAL SAID he plans
to resign as chairman of Shri-
ram Capital, the Indian non-
bank finance company backed
by South Africa’s Sanlam
Group, as he works to sell his
stake in Shriram’s parent
group.“Iwill step down in due
course as I do not have much
role in Shriram Capital,” Pira-
mal said in a recent interview
in Mumbai. He declined to
share details.

Piramal, who was named
chairman of unlisted Shriram
Capital in 2014, is exiting the
Chennai-based group after
failing to consolidate his hold-
ings into a non-banking finan-
cial behemoth amid a cash
crunch in India’s financial sys-
tem. He is now planning two
funds to invest in embattled
realty projects and lend to re-
tail borrowers after announc-
ing a $770-million capital
raise. — BLOOMBERG

He further said the govern-
ment needs to reduce its re-
liance on the bond markets.“I
think it has to undertake a re-
ally heavy disinvestment pro-
gramme ideally by selling of
majority stakes so that thereis
some improvements in pro-
ductivity being accumulated
at the same time by raising
government funds through
equity markets rather than
bond markets.”

He also stressed that he
strongly supports creation of
an independent fiscal moni-

vestmen

tor,on the lines of a congrega-
tional budgeting office, where
everytime a programmeisan-
nounced, there is an audit
within two months that looks
intowhat are the next five year
implications of financing to be
met for the particular pro-
gramme. “I think this could
also hold a mirror to the gov-
ernment funding as a whole if
the targets are being just soft-
ened over year after year after
year with some convenient ex-
cuse or the other.I think there
should be a much greater dis-
cussion on this in the country.”

Acharya also emphasised
that the time is “really ripe” for
land, labour and agricultural
reforms in India.“Without do-
ing them (reforms), I find it
very hard to see how we can
bring the next rung of 200-
300 million people into the
middle class that can consume
at 6-10% year after year be-

cause the existing middle class
cannot consume at 10% for-
ever.It’s not possible,” he said.
The panel discussion was
attended by director at the Raj
Center and former NITI Aayog
vice chairman Arvind Pana-
gariya as well as other leading
members of the academic and
Indian-American community.
