Drone (Amendment) Rules 2023,
had done away with several roadblocks,
like stringent requirements for obtain-
ing a Remote Pilot Certificate.
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A production-linked incentive (PLI)
scheme for drones and drone compo-
nents was notified in September 2021.
An incentive of X120 crore is being
provided for Indian manufacturers of
drone and drone components
based on value addition and certain oth-
er conditions.

Vualnam said that the ministry is
exploring ways to collaborate with other
government arms to incentivise the
production of drones as well as
drone components.
