Labour code: Workers
to see reduction in
take-home salary

THE FOUR LABOUR codes are
likely to see the light of dayin a
couple of months as the Centre
isnowkeen togoahead with the
implementation of these laws,
which among others will result
in reduction in take-home pay
of employees and higher provi-
dent fund liability of compa-
nies.

Once the wages code comes
into force, there will be signifi-
cant changes in the way basic
pay and provident fund of em-
ployees are calculated.

The labour ministry had en-
visaged implementing the four
codes on industrial relations,
wages, social security and occu-
pational health safety & work-
ing conditions from April 1,
2021.These fourlabour codes
will rationalise 44 central
labour laws. The ministry had
even finalised the rules under
the four codes. But these could
not be implemented because
many states were not in a posi-
tion to notify rules under these
codes in theirjurisdiction.

Labour is a concurrent sub-
ject under the Constitution of
India and therefore both the
Centre and states have to notify
rules under these four codes to
make them the laws of the land
in their respective jurisdictions.

“Many major states have not
finalised the rules under four
codes. Some states are in the
process of finalising rules forthe
implementation of these laws.
Central government cannot
wait forever for states to firmup
