More than a dozen workers
were injured in a powerful
blast at the Ordnance Fac-
tory Khamaria in Madhya
Pradesh's Jabalpur district
on Tuesday morning, an of-
ficial said.

The blast took place at
around 9.45 am when explo-
sive material was being
filled in bombs in a refill-
ing section of the factory,
the official from the estab-
lishment said. Among the
injured persons, two were
in a serious condition and
admitted to a hospital. An-
other worker was missing
and was possibly trapped
under the debris of the sec-
tion in which the blast took
place, he said. The blast
was so powerful that it was
even heard by people a few
kilometres away, as per eye-
witnesses. The Ordnance
Factory Khamaria is one of
the major ammunition pro-
duction unit under the De-
partment of Defence Pro-
duction.

More than a dozen
workers received injuries
in the blast and efforts were
on to locate a missing
worker, who was possibly
trapped under the debris
of the building, the official
said. A probe has been or-
dered into the incident and
the exact cause behind the
blast will be known after
completion of the investi-
gation, he said. Fire bri-
gade and security staff of
the factory launched a re-
lief and rescue operation,
the official added. (PTI)

Gurmeet Ram Rahim in sacrilege cases

CHANDIGARH, OCT 22 /
--/ The Punjab government
has granted sanction to pros-
ecute jailed Dera Sacha
Sauda chief Gurmeet Ram
Rahim Singh in the 2015 sac-
rilege incidents that had
triggered protests and left
two agitators dead in police
firing, official sources said
on Tuesday.

The move came days af-
ter the Supreme Court va-
cated the stay imposed by
the Punjab and Haryana
High Court on the trial in
three sacrilege cases.

Faridkot. Chief Minister
Bhagwant Mann, who holds
the Home portfolio, ap-
proved the sanction on Mon-
day evening, the sources
said. The chief of the Sirsa-
headquartered sect is serv-
inga 20-year sentence given
in 2017 for raping two of his
disciples. The Dera chief
and three others were also
convicted in 2019 for the
murder of a journalist more
than 16 years ago.

BULANDSHAHR, OCT
22 /--/ An oxygen cylinder
kept to aid in the care of an
ailing woman exploded in a
house in Bulandshahr’s
Sikandrabad area, killing
her and five members of
her family, including her
husband and her three-
year-old granddaughter.

The tragedy that
snuffed out the lives of 45-
year-old Rukhsana, who
had recently been dis-
charged from hospital, her
husband Riyazuddin, their
three children and grand-
daughter took place on
Monday night. Their two-
storey home, which housed
19 members of the family,
collapsed partially due to
the blast.

On Tuesday, when the
bodies were brought back
home after the post-
mortem, each covered in a
shroud, cries of anguish
filled the air as hundreds
of people gathered outside
the family residence in
Ashapuri Colony to share
their condolences. District
magistrate of Bulandshahr
Chandra Prakash Singh

said: "A cylinder blast oc-
curred in the Ashapuri
colony of Sikandrabad be-
tween 8.30 pm and 9 pm
leading to the collapse of
the entire house." Two or
three others suffered inju-
ries in the incident and the
rest were safe, officials
said.

Riyazuddin (50), his
wife Rukhsana (45), their
sons Aas Mohammed (26),
Salman (16), daughter
Tamannah (24) and her
child Hibza (3) died due to
the blast. "She had asked
me to take her back home
after two days,"
Tamannah's husband
Rizwan said. He spoke to
her last around 5 pm, he
said tearfully. "Now, I'm left
with the pain of losing my
mother-in-law, father-in-law,
brothers-in-law, wife and
daughter all at once,"
Rizwan said. Preparations
for the last rites of the six
deceased were underway
on Tuesday afternoon.
Talking to PTI Videos,
neighbours and first re-
sponders described the
chaos that unfolded after

the explosion. Asif, who has
lived next door for 18 years,
said: "I heard a sound that
felt like something had ex-
ploded. I ran outside and
saw locals rushing to help.
It was chaos, with people
inside the house needing to
be pulled out."

"The explosion created
a red flash, followed by
darkness in the house. We
had to use our mobile
phone torches to navigate
the thick dust while trying
to rescue anyone trapped
inside," another neighbour
said.

NDRF officer Neeraj
Singh, who oversaw the on-
ground rescue and relief
operations, said the relief
work by local police and
administration had already
started at the site by the
time his force reached. Sur-
face victims had been
moved to safety when the
NDRF arrived.

The NDRF's operations
lasted about three hours,
Neeraj Singh said. "We
used methods of canine
search, technical search,
physical search, etc. as per
