‘renewables vs thermal’ debate
whichinevitablytriesto portray
one to be better than the other.
Comics have traditionally been
away to engage children while
breaking down complex con-
cepts into simple storylines. “At
ourend,we definitely sawa shift
in terms of how brands wanted
to talk to their customers about
ten years ago,” Kuriakose
Vaisian, editorial director at
Amar Chitra Katha, said.“There
isaclearswitch from traditional
one-page advertisements to
more story-telling, more gami-
fication,”Vaisian remarked.

The ratings agency expects
the momentum to continue in
the second half of FY21.

to over 50% of the overall
salesmadein 2019”

However, figures so far
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seem less optimistic. Roughly
2,61,500 units were sold in
2019acrossthetopsevencities.
During Q3 2020 (calendaryear),
housing sales stood at around
29,520 units compared to
45,200in Q1 2020.Sales in Q2
2020 stood at a mere 12,730
units. In November, Icra in a
reportalso pointed out thatres-
idential segment witnessed a
sharprecoveryin Q2 FY21,post
a severe decline in Q1 FY21.
Overall housing sales volume
witnessed a Y-0-Y decline of
50% in H1 FY21 across the top
eight cities. However, sales vol-
umebounced back considerably
with a Q-0-Q growth of 60%,
recorded across property mar-
ketsinthe second quarterofthe
current fiscal. It was primarily
drivenbyagradual unlocking of
the economy, pent-up demand
and improved affordability on
the back of reduced home loan
rates and attractive payment
schemes/discounts, it said.

The ratings agency had ear-
lier expected a 45% overall
decline in sales volumes in
FY21.“However,post thelowsin
Q1 FY21, sales across the top
eight cities rebounded in Q2
FY21, indicating some green
shoots of normalisation.

Analysts said BSNL and
MTNLmayhave sounded ambi-
tious in their responses for fix-
ingminimum speedsat 2 mbps,
butif that happens,theymaybe
theworst sufferers.Forinstance,
in the wireline segment, BSNL
has 7.85 million broadband cus-
tomers,followed by BhartiAirtel
which has 2.53 million users.
But as majority of BSNL’s wired
broadband connections run on
ADSL (asymmetric digital sub-
scriber line) using copper lines,
ensuring a higher speed for all
users could be difficult, espe-

ciallyin smaller citiesand towns.
BSNL has fibre to home (FTTH)
connections but it is limited to
only fewbigger cities.

Reliance Jio and Bharti Airtel
are mostly providing FTTH con-
nectionsandalso puttingin mas-
sive investments in it, hence
ensuring higher speedsis nota
problem. In the wireless seg-
ment, BSNL does not currently
offer 4G services but has 3G ser-
viceswhich isalso categorised as
wireless broadband. During the
various speed checks by global
analytical firms like Ookla,
Opensignal as well as Trai, the
speed on BSNLnetworkusually
lags behind that of private
operators. Private operators in
their comments to Trai have
highlighted that affordability
and availability of broadband
should be the topmost priority
of governmentandtillthetime
infrastructure becomes
omnipresent, the current defi-
nition should be continued.
