"It was a model of their
corruption, " he said, refer-
ring to the Mohalla clinics

Meanwhile, the Union
Health Ministry is set to re-
view the status of Delhi's
Mohalla clinics once the gov-
ernment is formed, with
plans to potentially convert
them into"Arogya Mandirs’
This decision comes amid al-
legations of corruption with-
in the clinics, prompting the
ministry to seek a report
from the new Health Minis-
ter.

According to official
sources, " The Union Health
Ministry will discuss the
plans and explore the best
possible makeover of Mo-
halla Clinics as Arogya
Mandirs in Delhi and will
also seek a report from the
new Health Minister on the
allegations of corruption
charges in Mohalla Clinics."

The BJP won 48 seats ina
historic mandate, marking
its return to power in Delhi
after 27 years. Several AAP
leaders, including former
Chief Minister Arvind Ke-
jriwal, lost in their strong-
holds, while outgoing Chief
Minister Atishi managed to
retain her seat.

The party secured a land-
slide victory in the Delhi As-
sembly election results
which was declared on Feb-
ruary 8.

The party is yet to an-
nounce its chief ministerial
candidate to lead the Delhi
assembly, as the party
emerged victorious in the
national capital. The last
BJP government in Delhi
was from 1993 to 1998.

Another BJP leader said
that along with the CM,
the new cabinet will also
take oath so that the “new
government can hit the
ground running.” “The
new government has to
fulfil the promises made to
the people of Delhi by PM
Modi,” said the leader.

The BJP won the re-
cently concluded Delhi As-
sembly elections by se-
curing 48 seats in the 70-
member House, ousting
the Aam Aadmi Party. The
BJP had contested the
elections without a CM
face, and since February 8,
when the votes were
counted, names of proba-
ble candidates have been
doing the rounds.

BJP’s uncertainty in
appointing CM does not
bode well for Delhi: Yadav

Delhi Congress president
Devender Yadav said that
the unduly delay by the BJP
in appointing its chief min-
isterial candidate, does not
bode well for the people of
Delhi.

He said that when BJP
came to power in Delhi for
the first time 27 years ago,
the capital had to witness the
change of three CMs within
a five-year span, from 1993
10 1998, and a similar sce-
nario is shaping up this time
t00, as nearly 10 BJP MLAs
have reported to have staked
their claims for the top post.

Yadav said that the Aam
Aadmi Party blaming the
BJP for not finalising its CM

candidate was like the pot
calling the kettle black, as de-
spite having 22 MLAs, the
AAP has not named its
leader of the opposition
(LoP) as the former ruling
party too seems to be em-
broiled in a power struggle
with former CM Arvind Ke-
jriwal and deputy CM Man-
ish Sisodia biting the dust.
