The Explanatory Statement setting out the material
facts in respect of Item No. 2 and 3 of the Notice is
given separately.

AGM THROUGH VIDEO CONFERENCING

In view of the prevailing lock down situation across
the country due to outbreak of the COVID-19
pandemic and restrictions on the movements apart
from social distancing, MCA (Ministry of Corporate
Affairs) vide Circular Nos. Circular No. 14/2020
dated April 08, 2020, Circular No.17/2020 dated
April 13, 2020 read with Circular No. 20/2020 dated
May 05, 2020, permitted companies to hold their
AGM through VC/OVAM for the calendar year 2020.
Further, vide General Circular No.02/2021 dated
January 13, 2021, MCA extended these relaxations
to Annual General Meeting (AGMs) of companies
due in the year 2021 (i.e, till December 31, 2021).

EXPLANATORY STATEMENT IN RESPECT OF THE BUSINESS

MENTIONED AGAINST ITEM NO.2 OF THE NOTICE:

The current Equity Capital of the Bank is ¥1646.73
Crore and the Capital Adequacy Ratio of the Bank
as on March 31, 2021 is 13.18%, which is well above
the 10.875% stipulated by the Reserve Bank of
India. However, in view of certain expansion plans
of the Bank, the implementation of BASEL Il norms,
and consequent capital charge, there is a need to
increase the capital to further strengthen the Capital
Adequacy Ratio.

The Bank had at its 18" AGM held on 10.08.2020
passed a special resolution for fresh issue of equity
shares of up to 5,000 Crore (including premium)
by way of various modes including Qualified
Institutional Placement. The Bank raised an amount
aggregating up to 32000 Crores on 11.12.2020 by
issue of 19,32,36,714 equity shares of Y10 each atan
issue price of ¥103.50 per share (including premium
of ¥93.50) to eligible qualified institutional buyers, in
accordance with the applicable provisions.

As the validity of the resolutions obtained in the
18™ AGM is restricted to one year for QIPs, in order to
shore the Bank’s Tier | capital, the Board of Directors
of the Bank have decided to raise Capital to the
extent of 32500 Crores (including premium) through
various modes including Follow-on Issue, Rights
Issue, Preferential Issue to Government and Financial
Institutions, Qualified Institutional Placement and
other permitted mode of raising capital.

The Bank in terms of Section 3(2B)(c) of the Banking
Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertaking)
Act, 1970, will obtain requisite approval of the
Governmentofindia, Ministry of Financeforincreasing
the paid up capital. However, the Central Government
shall, at all times, hold not less than fifty-two per cent
of the paid-up equity capital of the Bank.
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The Regulation 41(4) of the SEBI (LODR) Regulations,
2015 provides that whenever any further issue or offer
is being made by the Bank, the existing shareholders
should be offered the same on pro-rata basis unless the
shareholders in the general meeting decide otherwise.
The said resolution, if passed, shall have the effect of
allowing the Board on behalf of the Bank to issue and
allot the securities otherwise than on pro-rata basis to
the existing shareholders.

The Resolution seeks to enable the Bank to create,
offer, issue and allot equity shares/preference shares/
securities by way of Follow on publicissue, rights issue
and / or on a private placement basis or any other
mode approved by GOI / RBI. The issue proceeds will
enable the Bank to strengthen its Capital Adequacy
Requirements as specified by RBI from time to time.

The Resolution further seeks to empower the Board
of Directors to undertake a qualified institutional
placement with qualified institutional buyers as
defined by ICDR Regulations. The Board of Directors
may in their discretion adopt this mechanism as
prescribed under Chapter VI of the ICDR Regulations
for raising funds for the Bank, without seeking fresh
approval from the shareholders.

In case of a QIP issue in terms of Chapter VI of ICDR
Regulations, issue of securities, on QIP basis, can
be made at a price not less than the average of the
weekly high and low of the closing prices of the shares
quoted on a stock exchange during the two weeks
preceding the “Relevant Date”. “Relevant Date” shall
mean the date of the meeting in which the Board or

Committee of the Bank decides to open the QIP Issue.

The detailed terms and conditions for the offer will be
determined in consultation with the Advisors, Lead
Managers and Underwriters and such other authority
or authorities as may be required, considering the
prevailing market conditions and other regulatory
requirements.

As the pricing of the offering cannot be decided
except at a later stage, it is not possible to state the
price of shares to be issued. However, the same would
be in accordance with the provisions of the ICDR
Regulations, the Banking Companies (Acquisition
and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970 and the
Canara Bank (Shares and Meetings) Regulations,
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2000 as amended from time to time or any other
guidelines/regulations/consents as may be applicable
or required.

10. For reasons aforesaid, an enabling resolution is
therefore proposed to be passed to give adequate
flexibility and discretion to the Board to finalise the
terms of the issue.

11. The equity shares allotted, shall rank pari passu in all
respects with the existing equity shares of the Bank.

For this purpose the Bank is required to obtain the consent
of the shareholders by means of a special resolution.
Hence your consent is requested for the above proposal.

The Board of Directors recommends passing of the Special
Resolutions as mentioned in the notice.

None of the Directors of the Bank is interested or
concerned in the aforementioned Resolution(s), except to
the extent of their shareholding, if any in the Bank.

EXPLANATORY STATEMENT IN RESPECT OF THE BUSINESS
MENTIONED AGAINST ITEM NO.3 OF THE NOTICE:

1. The Bank proposes to set off the accumulated losses
of ¥18495.30 Crore (Rupees Eighteen Thousand Four
Hundred Ninety Five Crore and Thirty Lakh only) as
at 31.03.2021 by utilizing the balance standing to
the credit of Share Premium Account of Bank as on
the date of set off and the share premium account
will accordingly stand reduced during the current
financial year 2021-22.

2. The Bank is of the view that this is the most practical
and economically efficient option available to the
Bank in the present scenario so as to present a true
and fair view of the financial position of the Bank.

3. The Bank will be able to represent its true financial
position which would benefit shareholders as their
holding will yield better value and also enable the
Bank to explore opportunities to the benefit of the
shareholders of the Bank including in the form of
dividend payment as per the applicable provisions
within a reasonable timeframe. The proposal will
also put the Bank in a better position to achieve its
Turnaround Plans in a time-bound manner.

4. The Banking Companies (Acquisition & Transfer of
Undertakings) Act, 1970 provides for reducing its
paid-up capital by cancelling any paid-up capital
which is lost, or is unrepresented by available
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assets and the Nationalised Banks (Management
and Miscellaneous Provisions) Scheme, 1970 as
amended by (Nationalised Banks (Management and
Miscellaneous Provisions) Amendment Scheme,
2020) allows a nationalized bank to appropriate any
sum from its share premium account by following
the same procedure for reduction of paid-up capital
referred to in the Banking Companies (Acquisition &
Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970.

In terms of Clause 21 of the Nationalised Banks
(Management and  Miscellaneous  Provisions)
Scheme, 1970, the Bank may appropriate any sum
from its share premium account by following the
same procedure for reduction of paid-up capital
referred to in Section 3 (2BBA) of the Act. Further, in
terms of Section 3(2BBA) of the Act, the Bank may,
from time to time and after any paid-up capital has
been raised by public issue or rights issue or by issue
of bonus shares or preferential allotment or private
placement by resolution passed at the general
meeting of shareholders entitled to vote, voting in
person, or where proxies are allowed, by proxy, and
the votes cast in favour of the resolution are not less
than three times the number of votes, if any, cast
against the resolution by the shareholders so entitled
and voting, reduce its paidup capital in any way.

As the proposed utilization of Share Premium
account of the Bank for the purpose of setting
off accumulated losses would be deemed to be
a capital reduction, approval of the shareholders
of the Bank by way of a Special Resolution is being
sought pursuant to provisions of Section 3(2BBA) of
the Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of
Undertakings) Act, 1970.

Section 17(2) of The Banking Regulations Act, 1949
provides that where the Bank appropriates any
sum or sums from the Share Premium account,
it shall within twenty-one days from the date of
such appropriation, report the fact to the Reserve
Bank, explaining the circumstances relating to
such appropriation. The Bank will comply with this
requirement within the prescribed time period. In
terms of RBI Circular No. RBI/2006-07/132; DBOD.
BP.BC.N0.31/21.04.018/2006-007 dated September
20, 2006, prior approval of Reserve Bank of India
is required before appropriation is made from the
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statutory reserves or any other Reserves. The Bank is
in the process of obtaining the said approval.

8. The reduction of Share Premium account which
involves set off of debit balance in P&L account by
reducing the amount standing to the credit of the
Share Premium account does not entail discharge
of any consideration by the Bank to its shareholders.
Accordingly, the Bank’s equity capital structure
and shareholding pattern post reduction of Share
Premium account will remain unchanged. The Book
Value of the shares will also remain unchanged.
