Overall, the top five destina-
tions — UAE, Saudi Arabia,
USA, Thailand and Singapore
— made for over 50 per cent of
outbound Indians (see chart 3).

There were marginal chan-
ges in the share of the top five
destinations from before the
pandemic. The top five in 2019
were UAE (23.72 per cent), Sau-
di Arabia (10.83 per cent), USA
