ONLY 47% OF the current
cloud commitments has been
utilised and over $300billion in
corporate cloud commitments
remain untapped, said a study
by Infosys Knowledge Institute
(IKT),a research arm of Infosys.

The report indicated that
while companies will continue
toinvestin cloud,less than half
of the committed spendisactu-
ally being utilised. “While this
does not indicate a near-term
problem,companies that fail to
meet their cloud contracts
stand to face higher costs as
cloud providers renegotiate
contracts,’said the report.

It added: “In 2022, Google
Cloud earned a $26.3-billion
