The Board of Hindustan Copper Limited in its meeting held in Kolkata today has 
approved the Financial Results for the third quarter of the current fiscal year 

2023-24. During the quarter, financial and physical performance of the 
Company has been improved upon. 

 
The Profit Before Tax achieved during the quarter ending December 2023 was 
Rs 82.18 crore on a turnover of Rs 394.26 crore. The turnover was around 6% 

higher than the immediate preceding quarter. Similarly, the PBT achieved in 
nine months ending Dec 2023 was Rs 227.14 crore on a Turnover of Rs 1132.14 
crore.
