Vedant Patel, the Principal
Deputy Spokesperson for
the US Department of  State,
has scripted histo-
ry by becoming
the first Indian-
American to hold
the daily State De-
partment press
briefing, earning
plaudits from sen-
ior White House
officials for his
“utmost professionalism”
and “amazing debut”.

With State Department
Spokesperson Ned Price on
vacation, the 33-year-old Pa-
tel from California on Tues-
day appeared at the briefing
room in the Foggy Bottom
headquarters of  the State
Department to represent the
country on foreign policy is-
sues before the media.

During his briefing, Patel
covered topics ranging from
Russia’s unlawful invasion
of  Ukraine, negotiations
around the Iranian nuclear

issue and Liz Truss
becoming the
Prime Minister of
the United King-
dom.

His next in-person
briefing is sched-
uled for Wednesday.

Patel made an im-
pressive debut from

the podium.
“Kudos to” Vedant Patel on

his podium debut, tweeted
Matt Hill, senior Associate
Communications Director at
the White House.

“Representing the US on
the world stage is a huge re-
sponsibility, and Vedant did
it with the utmost profes-
sionalism and clear commu-
nication,” Hill said.

Pili Tobar, former White
House deputy communica-
tions director, said: "It's so
great to see Vedant Patel at
the podium".

"Congrats my friend on an
amazing debut," she tweeted.

Patel, who was born in Gu-
jarat, is a graduate of the
University of  California,

Riverside, and has previous-
ly served as an Assistant
Press Secretary and
Spokesperson for President
Joe Biden in the White
House. Prior to that, he
served as a spokesperson on
the Presidential Inaugural
Committee and the Biden-
Harris Transition.

A wildfire in Southern Cali-
fornia that killed two people
and injured a third has ex-
ploded to over 2,400 acres
(9.71 square km) within 24
hours as of  Tuesday morn-
ing, authorities said.

The Fairview fire started
on Monday afternoon near
the city of  Hemet in River-
side County amid a brutal
heat wave that has scorched
Southern California for
days. It was only 5 per cent
contained to date and the
evacuation order and warn-
ing remain in place, Xinhua
news agency reported, citing
the Riverside County Fire
Department.

The department said at
least seven structures had
been destroyed and several
more damaged. officials esti-

mated that thousands of
structures in the area re-
main threatened by the fire.

The two victims of  the fire
appeared to be attempting to
flee before being overcome
by the blaze, officials said in
a media briefing Tuesday
morning.

Due to the blaze, all
schools in Hemet Uni-
fied School District will
be closed on Tuesday.

School district offi-
cials said in a state-
ment that the decision
"was not made lightly."
After considering local
authorities' advise-
ment and evacuation
orders, transportation

impacts, the current level of
fire containment, and the
possibility of  power outages
with anticipated high tem-
peratures, they felt that clos-
ing schools on Tuesday is
necessary to ensure the safe-
ty of  students, staff, and fam-
ilies.

As many as 33 million of  a
population of  220 million
have been affected in a disas-
ter blamed on climate
change that has left hun-
dreds of  thousands home-
less and caused losses of  at
least $10 billion, officials es-
timate.

“You wouldn’t believe the
scale of  destruction there,”
Sharif  told media after a vis-
it to the southern province of
Sindh. “It is water every-
where as far as you could
see. It is just like a sea.”

The government, which
has boosted cash handouts
for flood victims to 70 billion
Pakistani rupees ($313.90
million), will buy 200,000
tents to house displaced fam-
ilies, he added.

Receding waters threaten a

new challenge in the form of
water-born infectious dis-
eases, Sharif  said.

“We will need trillions of
rupees to cope with this

calamity.”
The United Nations has

called for $160 million in aid
to help the flood victims.

Many of  those affected are

from Sindh, where Pak-
istan’s largest freshwater
lake is dangerously close to
bursting its banks, even af-
ter having been breached in
an operation that displaced
100,000 people.

National disaster officials
said eight children were
among the dead in the last 24
hours. The floods were
brought by record monsoon
rains and glacier melt in
Pakistan's northern moun-
tains.

With more rain expected in
the coming month, the situa-
tion could worsen further, a
top official of  the United Na-
tions' refugee agency (UN-
HCR) has warned.

Already, the World Health
Organization has said more
than 6.4 million people need
humanitarian support in the
flooded areas.

Indian-American Congress-
man Ro Khanna introduced
a standalone bill in the US
House of  Representatives
seeking a waiver to India
against the punitive CAAT-
SA sanctions, asserting that
it is in the best interests of
both countries to deter “ag-
gressors” in light of  Russia
and China’s close ties.

The Countering America’s
Adversaries Through Sanc-
tions Act (CAATSA) is a
tough law that authorises US
to sanction countries that
purchase major defence
hardware from Russia in re-
sponse to Moscow's annexa-
tion of  Crimea in 2014 and
its meddling in 2016 US pres-
idential polls.

US President Joe Biden
has nominated Indian-
American attorney
Arun Subramanian to be
US District Judge for the
Southern District of
New York. A communi-
cation in this regard was
sent to the Senate by the
White House along with
other judicial nomina-
tions. If  confirmed by
the Senate, Subraman-
ian would be the first
South Asian judge to
serve on the United
States District Court for
the Southern District of
New York.

Currently a partner at
Susman Godfrey LLP in
New York, where he has
worked since 2007, Subra-
manian served as a law
clerk for Justice Ruth Bad-
er Ginsburg on the
Supreme Court of the US
from 2006 to 2007 and
Judge Gerard E. Lynch on
the US District Court for
the Southern District of
New York from 2005 to
2006.
