JERUSALEM : (AGENCY)

A US Navy destroyer in the
Red Sea shot down an anti-
ship cruise missile launched
by Yemen's Houthi rebels,
the latest attack targeting
American forces patrolling
the key maritime route, offi-
cials said Wednesday. The
attack late Tuesday night
targeted the USS Gravely, an
Arleigh Burke-class guided
missile destroyer, the US
military's Central
Command said in a state-
ment. “There were no
injuries or damage report-
ed,” the statement said. A
Houthi military spokesman,
Brig. Gen. Yahya Saree,
claimed the attack in a state-
ment Wednesday morning,
calling it “a victory for the
oppression of the
Palestinian people and a
response to the American-
British aggression against
our country.” Saree claimed
the Houthis fired “several”
missiles. something not
acknowledged by the US
Navy. Houthi claims have
been exaggerated in the
past, and their missiles
sometimes crash on land
and fail to reach their tar-

gets. The Houthis claimed
without evidence on
Monday to have targeted
the USS Lewis B. Puller, a
floating landing base used
by the Navy SEALs and oth-
ers. The US said there had
been no attack. Since
November, the rebels have
repeatedly targeted ships in
the Red Sea over Israel's
offensive against Hamas in
Gaza. But they have fre-
quently targeted vessels
with tenuous or no clear
links to Israel, imperiling
shipping in a key route for
global trade.

The chief executives of
social media companies
Meta, X, TikTok, Snap, and
Discord faced tough ques-
tions on their efforts to
combat online child sexual
exploitation at a U.S. Senate
hearing on Wednesday.
Senator Dick Durbin, the
Judiciary Committee's
Democratic chairman, cited
statistics from the National
Center for Missing and
Exploited Children nonprof-
it group that showed finan-
cial "sextortion," in which a
predator tricks a minor into
sending explicit photos and
videos, had skyrocketed last
year. "This disturbing
growth in child sexual
exploitation is driven by one
thing: changes in technolo-
gy," Durbin said during the
hearing. As the hearing
kicked off on Wednesday,
the committee played a
video in which children
spoke about being victim-
ized on the social media
platforms. "I was sexually
exploited on Facebook," said
one child in the video, who
appeared in shadow. In the
hearing room, dozens of
parents stood waiting for
the CEOs to enter, holding
pictures of their children.

"Mr. Zuckerberg, you and
the companies before us, I
know you don't mean it to
be so, but you have blood on
your hands," said Senator
Lindsey Graham, referring
to Meta CEO Mark
Zuckerberg. "You have a
product that's killing peo-
ple." Wednesday also marks
the first appearance by
TikTok CEO Shou Zi Chew
before U.S. lawmakers since
March when the Chinese-
owned short video app
company faced harsh ques-
tions, including some sug-
gesting the app was damag-
ing children's mental health.
"We make careful product

design choices to help make
our app inhospitable to
those seeking to harm
teens," Chew said, adding
TikTok's community guide-
lines strictly prohibit any-
thing that puts "teenagers at
risk of exploitation or other
harm -- and we vigorously
enforce them." Chew dis-
closed more than 170 mil-
lion Americans used TikTok
monthly -- 20 million more
than the company said last
year. Under questioning by
Graham, he said TikTok
would spend more than $2
billion on trust and safety
efforts, but declined to say
how the figure compared to

the company's overall rev-
enue. Zuckerberg, whose
Meta owns Facebook and
Instagram; X CEO Linda
Yaccarino; Snap CEO Evan
Spiegel; and Discord CEO
Jason Citron also testified.

"We’re committed to
protecting young people
from abuse on our services,
but this is an ongoing chal-
lenge," Zuckerberg said in
testimony delivered at the
hearing. "As we improve
defenses in one area, crimi-
nals shift their tactics, and
we have to come up with
new responses."
Zuckerberg reiterated that
the company has no plans

to move forward with a pre-
vious idea to create a kids
version of Instagram.
Speigel said Snap's parental
controls resemble "how we
believe parents monitor
their teens activity in the
real world – where parents
want to know who their
teens are spending time
with but don’t need to listen
in on every private conver-
sation."

The committee last year
approved several bills,
including one that would
remove tech firms' immuni-
ty from civil and criminal
liability under child sexual
abuse material laws that
was first proposed in 2020.
None have become law.
Senator Amy Klobuchar on
Wednesday questioned
what she said was inaction
in the tech industry, com-
paring it to the response
shown when a panel blew
out of a Boeing plane earlier
this month. "When a Boeing
plane lost a door in flight
several weeks ago, nobody
questioned the decision to
ground a fleet. ... So why
aren't we taking the same
type of decisive action on
the danger of these plat-
forms when we know these
kids are dying?" Klobuchar
said.

Meta, TikTok, X CEOs face tough questions
on child safety at US Senate hearing

able tips for safe online
shopping.

4. Preventive Measures:
Attendees were guided not
to divulge sensitive infor-
mation such as OTPs, CVVs,
Debit/Credit card PINs, and
UPI pins.

Commenting on this Mr.
Manish Agrawal, Executive
Vice President – Credit
Intelligence and Control –
HDFC Bank said, “Lack of
awareness causes people to
fall prey to cyber frauds,

With Israel's construction
sector suffering a severe
manpower crisis post the
October 7 conflict with
Hamas, some 10,000 work-
ers from India are to make
their way here starting next
week, industry sources said
on Wednesday. These
10,000 workers will reach
in batches of 700 to 1,000 a
week, a source in the
Israel's Builders Association
(IBA). With Israel's latest
conflict with Hamas in Gaza
a little short of four months,
and a ban on the entry of
Palestinian workers and the
departure of several thou-
sand other foreign workers,
the Israeli construction
industry has been facing a
deep crisis and several
ongoing projects are getting
either stalled or delayed.
Following the conflict, Israel
has banned the entry of
Palestinian workers. The
departure of several thou-
sand other foreign workers,
the Israeli construction
industry has been facing a
deep crisis. Israeli business
daily The Calcalist in a
report in Hebrew last week
said that the quota of for-
eign manpower for the con-
struction industry has been
increased from 30,000 to
50,000 and that the Israeli

government last month
approved the arrival of
10,000 workers from India.
The IBA source confirmed
to PTI that the details in the
Calcalist report were cor-
rect. When asked about the
arrival of the first batch of
workers, the source said,
“We hope they'll come next
week.” The workers to
arrive in Israel would be
part of the private recruit-
ment track, which was
approved by the govern-
ment in parallel with the
bilateral (inter-governmen-
tal) track to enable rapid
recruitment of workers into
the construction industry.

The IBA is looking to
hire workers also from
other countries such as
Mexico, Kenya and Malawi.
Screening of workers is said
to have begun three weeks
ago in India, Sri Lanka and
Uzbekistan. “To date, out of
about 8,000 workers exam-
ined, about 5,500 have been
found suitable for work in
Israel – the vast majority
Indian,” The Calcalist had
reported. “The Indian con-
struction workers are at a
high professional level.
Many of them were previ-
ously employed in the Gulf
countries, so these are
skilled manpower. Most of
them are fluent in English,
and those who have

worked in the Gulf also
know Arabic, which is a
great advantage,” an indus-
try source was quoted by
the business daily as saying.
The selection process is led
by IBA's CEO Igal Slovik and
Izchak Gurvitz, who heads
the association's division

dealing with workers'
issues and the selection
team. Israel's Ministry of
Housing and Construction
is currently said to be work-
ing on a proposal to
increase by another 10,000
the hiring of workers
through the private.

10,000 Indian construction workers to reach
Israel soon in batches starting next week

Israeli forces pounded
areas in northern and
southern Gaza on
Wednesday after the
Palestinian militant
group Hamas said it
had received and was
studying a new propos-
al for a ceasefire and
release of hostages in
Gaza. The proposal,
presented by media-
tors after talks with
Israel, appeared to be
the most serious peace ini-
tiative for months in the
Israel-Hamas war. A senior
Hamas official told Reuters
it involved a three-stage
truce, during which the
group would first release
the remaining civilians
among hostages it captured
on October 7, then soldiers,
and finally the bodies of
hostages that were killed.
The official, who spoke on
condition of anonymity, did
not indicate how long the
stages would last or what
was envisioned to follow
the final stage. But it was
the first time since the col-
lapse of the only brief truce
of the war so far, in late
November, that details had
been released of a new pro-

posal being considered by
both sides. Palestinians in
the Gaza Strip, which has
been devastated by almost
four months of bombard-
ment by Israeli forces, said

any ceasefire agreement
must end the war and allow
them back into homes they
abandoned as Israeli forces
advanced. “Any ceasefire
that doesn’t end the war
and return us to our homes
in Gaza City and the north is
not worth it,” said Ahmed, a
father of six who fled his
home in Gaza City. “We are
exhausted. We were happy
to learn about the news of a
possible agreement. We
hope they don’t disappoint
us by signing any agree-
ment that won’t return us
to our homes and end the
war,” he told Reuters by tele-
phone. According.  to Gaza’s
health authorities, more
than 26,000 Palestinians
have been killed.

Israeli military forces pound
Gaza as Hamas mulls ceasefire
proposal, release of hostages

The US has announced a
steep increase in fees for
various categories of non-
immigrant visas like the H-
1B, L-1 and EB-5, the most
popular among Indians. The
fee hike, first after 2016,
will come into force from
April 1. The H-1B visa is a
non-immigrant visa that
allows US companies to
employ foreign workers in
speciality occupations that
require theoretical or tech-
nical expertise. Technology
companies depend on it to
hire tens of thousands of
employees each year from
countries like India and
China. The EB-5 pro-
gramme, launched by the
US government in 1990,
enables high-net-worth for-
eign investors to obtain a US
visa for themselves and
their families by investing a
minimum of USD 5,00,000
in a US business that helps
create 10 jobs for American
workers. To come into force
from April 1, the new H-1B
application visa fee, which
is form I-129, has been
increased from USD 460 to
USD 780. The H-1B regis-
tration will increase from
USD 10 to USD 215, but

from next year. The fee for
L-1 visas has been
increased from USD 460 to
USD 1,385, and that of EB-5
visas, popularly known as
investors visas, has jumped
from USD 3,675 to USD
11,160, according to a fed-
eral notification issued on
Wednesday. The L-1 visa is a
non-immigrant visa catego-
ry in the US that is designed
for intracompany transfer-
ees. It allows multinational
companies to transfer cer-

tain employees from their
foreign offices to work in
the US temporarily. The fee
adjustments, as well as
changes to the forms and
fee structures used by
United States Citizenship
and Immigration Services
(USCIS), will result in net
costs, benefits, and transfer
payments, the Department
of Homeland Security said
in its federal notification.
For the 10-year period of
analysis of the rule (FY

2024 through FY 2033), the
US Department of
Homeland Security (DHS)
estimates the annualised
net costs to the public will
be USD 157,005,952, dis-
counted at three and seven
per cent. Estimated total net
costs over 10 years will be
USD 1,339,292,617 dis-
counted at three per cent
and USD 1,102,744,106 dis-
counted at seven per cent.
DHS argued that the
changes in the final rule will
also provide several bene-
fits to it and
applicants/petitioners
seeking immigration bene-
fits. For the government, the
primary benefits include
reduced administrative bur-
dens and fee processing
errors, increased efficiency
in the adjudicative process,
and the ability to better
assess the cost of providing
services.
