Auditors, Cos Clash as Regulators Put
in Place Stringent Compliance Norms

Auditors forced to take definitive stand despite opposition from some cos fearing disciplinary action for lapses

Mumbai: Stringent regulations impo-
sed by the NFRA, MCA and Sebi are
compelling auditors to adopt a more
sceptical stance during audits, resul-
ting in conflicts with company manage-
mentsand, insome cases, leading to the-
Ir resignations.

The clash between EKI Energy Servi-
ces and its auditor, Walker Chandiok &
Co, is among the latest of a growing
number of disputes between auditors
and companies. OnJune 14, EKI's board
decided to dismiss statutory auditors
Walker Chandiok, invoking Section 140
of the Companies Act, 2013. The audi-
tors stated that during the audit for the
financial year ended March 31, 2023, the
company management withheld infor-
mation and explanations regarding nu-
merous “questionable” transactions.

Deloitte resigned from edtech firm By-
ju's, citing a delay in the submission of
financial statements. SE Batliboi & Co,
an Ernst & Young affiliate, stepped
down as the auditor of NYSE-listed Azu-
re Power Global just days before the
mandatory July 15 deadline for the com-
pany to disclose its financial results for
fiscal FY22, Auditors of Atlas Jewellery

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resigned last month citing concerns re-
lated to corporate governance and regu-
latory compliance.

Sudhir Soni, head of audit at KPMG af-
filiate BSR & Co, said regulators arenow
focused on an audit firm's system of qu-
ality and stricter compliance with audi-
ting standards. “They are rigorous in
evaluating documentation to demonst-
rate compliance. This will helpenhance
audit quality, transparency and accoun-
tability and consequently improve fi-
nancial reporting,” he said.

Auditors say that National Financial
Reporting Authority’'s recent tough ac-

tions against Chartered Accountants
(CA) and their firms, highlighting defi-
ciencies in audit quality and auditors'
gross negligence in conducting financi-
al statement audits, are creating pressu-
re on them to take a definitive stand wit-
hout any ambiguity in interpretations.
“Aunditors also now face the risk of le-
gal action and liabilities arising from
their professional responsibilities, In
cases where financial misstatements or
irregularities were discovered after the
audit, auditors were held accountable,
leading to potential legal and reputatio-
nal risks,” said Paras Savla, partner at

CAfirm KPB & Associates.

Jeenendra Bhandari, Partner at MGB
Advisors, highlighted the significant
change in thedisciplinary actions being
taken against auditors. “Previously, the
Institute of Chartered Accountants of
India was the sole authority involved in
disciplinary actions, but now NFRA,
RBI and Sebi have also adopted a siring-
entapproach,” he said.

According to auditors, all regulators —
including the National Financial Repor-
ting Authoritv (NFRA), Ministry of Cor-
porate Authorities(MCA)and Sebi— ha-
ve been steadily tightening regulations.
In a recent development, the NFRA sta-
ted that statutory anditors have arespon-
sibility to report any suspected fraud to
the central government, even if they are
not the first to identify or suspect that.

The MCA has implemented a new rule
requiring companies to disclose “mate-
rial accounting policy information”, in-
stead of the previous term “significant
accounting policy”, aiming to enhance
iransparency and enable investors and
stakeholders to gain a deeper under-
standing of financial statements.

Separately, the new Sebi ESG require-
ments on assurance & value chain dis-
closures will have far-reaching implica-
tions for corporate India.

NHAI to Auction 300km nghway Asset under TOT Model

TOT 13 & 14 bundles are
likely to be valued at

Mumbai: National Highway Authori-
ty of India (NHAI), which has been ag-
oressively monetising its road assets, is
set to auction 300 kilometres of roads
under the tolling, operation, mainte-
nance and transfer (TOT)model.

The roads, to be bundled under TOT 13
and 14, are likely to be valued at 36,000-
7.000 crore, people aware of the develop-
ment said.

The identified roads include 28 km-
long Kota Bypass (NH76) and 81-km
Gwalior-Jhansi (NH75) under TOT 13,
andat0-kmstretch of Delhi-Meerut Ex-
pressway (NH-334 DME), 51 km-long
Delhi-Hapur section of NH-24 (part of
DME), and 79-km Binjabahal-Teleibani
road (NH6), thev said.

Bids are expected by September. Mail
sent to NHAI did not elicit any respon-
ses till press time Tuesday:

Kota Bypass has an annual collection
of %48 crore while Gwalior-Jhansi
stretch earns 396 crore annually, Delhi-
Meerut Expressway, Delhi-Hapur sec-
tion, and Binjabahal-Teleibani road ha-
ve collections of 137 crore, T258 crore,
and T79 crore, respectively

Out of the 6 lakh-crore National Mo-
netisation Pipeline (NMP) between
FY22 and FYZ25, about 1.60 lakh crore

has been estimated from monetisation
of road assets. NHAI has been manda-
ted to raise 43,979 crore from asset mo-
netisation during FY24.

The monetisation of TOT 11 and 12
bundles is already under process and
NHAI is evaluating the bids. Bids for
the 361-km Lalitpur-Lakhnadon stretch
of NH26 in Madhya Pradesh and 82-km

long Allahabad Bypass asset were sub-
mitted inJune.

A cluteh of global investors, including
Canadian fund CDPQ, KKR, and Cube
Highways, and domestic road operator
IRB Infrastructure Developers have ex-
pressed interest in acquiring 361-km
long highway assets under TOT 12 auc-
tion, ET reported last month.

Till date, NHAI has awarded six TOT
bundles (1, 3, 5A1, 5A2, 7 and 9) and rai-
sed 726,366 crore out of the bids invited
for 11 TOT bundles. TOT bundle 2, 4, 6, 8
and 10 were annulled due to bids being
lowerthan the initial estimated conces-
sion value (IECV), or reserve price, de-
termined by NHAIL Recently, NHAI
awarded TOT 9, which consists of a 73-
km stretch in Allahabad-Varanasi of
NH-30 in Uttar Pradesh to government-
backed infrastructure fund NIIE

Mumbai: Senior citizens
may get a chance to travel
more comfortably in local
trainsasrailways is planning
to reserve one luggage com-
partment for the elderly after
the demand was made in the
Bombay High Court through
a public interest litigation fil-

50,000 senior citizens com-
mute daily in suburban
trainsinthefinancial capital.
Petitioner K P Purushotha-
mam Nair, himself a senior
citizen, aged 66, had empha-
sised that it is difficult for the
elderly to find a place to sit as

the limited 14 seats dedicated
to seniors in the second class
areoften occupied by younger
commuters during the peak
hours.

Source said, “Railways re-
cently filed an affidavit in the
court that states that one lug-
gage compartment can be
transformed and reserved for
useof seniorcitizens.”

A few months ago, therail-
ways had conducted a survey
which found that nearly 90%
of the travellers in these com-
partmentsaregeneralcatego-
ry travellers. Those ferrying
goods comprise only the re-
maining 10%. Hence, it was
observed that setting aside
one of the total four vendor
compartments for senior citi-

zens will not be an issue with
those holding vendor tickets,
said anofficial. Luggage com-
partments take away 6.18% of
areainal2-cartrainbutcarry
only 0.32 percentage of pas-
senger load, the official said.
Comparatively, general class
compartments occupy 71% of
train area but carry 90% of
passengers.

Theofficial said, “Thisfig-
ure reveals that there is not
much scope in general coach
as it is overcrowded. Where-
as, the luggage compartment
is underutilised. So, it is bet-
ter to have one luggage com-
partment set aside for senior

citizens.” A 12-car coach on
CR has 4 general first class
compartments with 88 seats, 3

ladies with 39 seats and 38
seats In two compartments
forthe physically-challenged.
There are three ladies’ com-
partments with 221 seats, and
general compartments have
628 seats in 8 coaches.

In 2014, A division bench

MahaRera issues notices to
563 bldrs for non-compliance

Mumbai: The MahaRera has
issued show-cause notices to
as many as 563 developers for
not submitting quarterly pro-
gressreport (QPR), which has
details such as the number of
apartments  booked, the
amounts received the allot-
tees and list of approvals ob-
tained, among others,

In May this year, the Ma-
haRera had issued a show-
cause notice about quarterly
project reports to 746 develop-
ers who had registered their
projects in January this year,
Of the 748 projects registered
in January this vear, only two
developers had provided the
QFPR. MahaRera therefore is-
sued notices to the rest of the
developers in the first week of
May, directing them toupdate
this information. Subseque-
ntly, only 183 of these develop-
ers updated their quarterly
reports on the website, fore-
ing the MahaRERA to issue
notices to 563 developers, ask-
ing them why their registra-
tion should not be cancelled.

Of the 563 projects, fiveare
from Mumbai city, 33 from

Mumbaisuburban district, 40
from Raigad district, 35 from
Palghar and 124 from Pune. A
period of 45 days has been giv-
en to these developers to re-
spond to the notice.

If the developers fail to ad-
here to quarterly complianc-
es, MahaRera can cancel pro-
ject registration, suspend co-
nstruction and new bookings
and even freeze bank ac-

counts. MahaRERA has been

monitoring quarterly pro-
oress reports of the projects.
Section 11 of the Real Estate
(Regulation and Development)
Act states that promoters need
to update the status of each
project registered with Ma-
haRera every three months on
their portal. However, since the
developers were not adhering
totherules, MahaRera wasear-
lier forced to issue notices to

promoters of 19,539 projects,
following which many started
updating the status of their
projects.  Subsequently, Ma-
haRERA 1ssued second notices
to developers of 16,000 projects.

“We are scrutinising the
responses of all the develop-
ers of these projects and also
checking whether they are
uploading their information
on the website, However, a
large number of these pro-
jects are old. The present no-
tices have been issued be-
cause they are projects which
have been registered recently
and we want to rein in devel-
opers at the beginning itself
to ensure there is order,” said
a MahaRera official.

The MahaRera also man-
dates that a separate bank ac-
count be opened for every pro-
ject and 70" of the money re-
ceived from allottees have to
be kept in this account. Be-
sides, the developer has to
submit certificates of the pro-
ject engineer, architect and
chartered accountant of the
project on the progress of the
project and the expected cost
of the project before with-
drawing any money for vari-
ous phases.
