Potato prices are on a boil
across the country on the
back of a steady rise in de-
mand and a lower produc-
tion of the crop this year.
The wholesale price of the
tuber has increased
between 10 and 25 per cent
across key producing dis-
tricts of West Bengal and Ut-
tar Pradesh in the last one
month.
The average wholesale

price of potatoes is ruling at
around ₹23-24 a kg in
Bengal (₹22 a kg about a
month back), while the
same in UP is around ₹25 a
kg (₹20 a month back). The
retail prices are hovering
around ₹32 a kg in Delhi,
₹50 a kg Chennai and ₹30 a
kg Kolkata.

Migration boosts demand
According to Arvind Agar-
wal, President of UP Cold
Storage Association, there
has been a spurt in potato
consumption across States
such as Assam, Bihar and
Jharkhand among others

due to the reversemigration
of labourers. With the floods
in Assam and Bihar render-
ing green vegetables more
expensive, people are resort-
ing to higher consumption
of the tuber.
“A large quantity of pota-

toes has been moving from
western and central UP to
some of these markets in As-
sam, Bihar and Jharkhand as
the demand has been very
good this year. Moreover, for
a trader, exporting potatoes
to these markets would en-
tail lower cost and higher
turnaround,” Agarwal told
BusinessLine.

The imposition of lock-
down on certain days across
West Bengal, Odisha and Bi-
har has also led to a surge in
demand as people have
been stocking up.

Lower crop in Bengal
Potato production in West
Bengal has been lower than
expected primarily due to
the delayed sowing and the
unfavourable weather con-
ditions during harvesting.
The State, which produces

close to 110-115 lakh tonnes
of the tuber each year, is es-
timated to produce close to
just 85-90 lakh tonnes this
year. This is lower than last
years’ production of 92-lakh
tonne.
The loading in cold stor-

ages has also been lower as
compared to last year with
only 55 lakh tonne (approx.
79 per cent of the total capa-
city) of potatoes making its
way to storage units. There
are around 400 cold stor-
ages in Bengal and they are
capable of storing close to
70 lakh tonne of potatoes.

Production has also been
lower in UP, which is the
largest producing State in
the country.
Cold storages in UP have

been able to load around 17
crore packet (one packet
holds 50 kg), as compared
to close to 20 crore packets
in a normal year.
“While the loading in cold

storages have been relat-
ively lower this year, the off-
loading of stock so far dur-
ing this year has been
higher because of the steady
demand,” Agarwal said.
According to Patit Pavan

De, Member, West Bengal
Cold Storage Association,
close to 34 per cent of pota-
toes kept in cold storages in
Bengal has been released so
far.
There is a stock of close to

37 lakh tonne and this
should be sufficient to last
till the arrival of the next
crop.
“The arrival of the new

crop in southern markets
post August 10 would exert
some pressure on prices,” he
added.

Potato turns hot on spurt in demand, lower crop

As the world continues to
grapple with the implications
of Covid-19, the International
Nuts and Dried Fruit Council
(INC) has reached out to its
members to gain their per-
spective of how the nuts and
dried fruit industry has been
affected by the pandemic.

One of the most repeated
answers among the leadership
was that the industrymost cer-
tainly has faced numerous
challenges with Covid, how-
ever there aremany reasons to
be optimistic about the future.

Pratap Nair, from Vijay-
alaxmi Cashew Company and
member of the INC executive
committee, said that the
cashew industry here has
faced severe consequences fol-
lowing the closing down of
factories in the three months
of lockdown. This has not only
affected suppliers, but and

many processors who are un-
able to fulfil contracts on time.
Workers were without in-
come, and restrictions onwed-
dings and social gatherings
(which account for a large por-
tion of nuts and dried fruit
sales) affected demand con-
siderably.

“I am certain
our strong and
resilient in-
dustry will have
the strength to
overcome this
challenge,” he ad-
ded.

Behrooz Agah, from the
Agah Group in Iran and an INC
Ambassador to Iran, said that
“promotion and increased
awareness as to the benefits of
consumption of different
products on general health
and well-being” is likely to be
of increased importance in the
aftermath of Covid.

Likewise, in China, Chen Qi,

from QiaQia Food and a mem-
ber of the INC Board of Trust-
ees, noted that “because of
consumers’ growing demand
for staying healthy, the in-
dustry will accelerate in

China.”
According to

Ashok Krishen,
from Olam Singa-
pore and INC
Vice-Chair-
man, “con-
sumer beha-

viour and habits
are likely to

change and we will
need to be agile tomeet the

changed expectations.”
INC is the international um-

brella organisation for the
nuts and dried fruit industry
with membership from over
75 countries. The membership
represents over 85 per cent of
the world’s commercial “farm
gate” value of trade in nuts
and dried fruits.

InternationalNuts&DriedFruitCouncil bullish
on industry prospects amidCovid challenges

The corn crop in Maharashtra,
after facing the Fall Armyworm
attack in rabi season, is now fa-
cing renewed attacks of North-
ernLeaf BlightandPhysoderma
brownspot fungus.

The spread of the diseases is
almost over one lakh hectares
around Aurangabad, which has
got the farmersworried.

The onset of Northern Leaf
Blight (NLB) isabitmoresevere.
Rising humidity accompanied
by intermittentrains in theAur-
angabad region is the trigger.
Due to the outbreak of NLB, the
leaves of the corn crop have
turned largely yellow and dry,
affecting their growth.

Farmer Dhananjay Dhorade
from Tolegaon village in
Vaijapur taluka in Aurangabad
district said that irregular rains
is the main reason for the at-
tack. If it rains contentiously,
then the attack is very limited.

However, absence of rains for a
longer period would lead to a
renewed attack and the stand-
ing crop will be badly affected
with yield losses, he said.

Dhorade, who has planted
corn over 12 acres, said that in
Maharashtra the cultivation of
corn in the current kharif sea-
son is much higher than the
rabi season.

A State Agriculture Officer
said that farmers are getting
desperate to stop the spread of
these diseases. They are trying
whatever pesticide and fungi-
cide available with the local
agrochemical outlets. If the
Northern Leaf Blight infesta-
tiongoesdeeper fromtheouter
leaves to the central stem, then
saving the crop would become
impossible, the official said.

Corn has multiple uses in-
cluding cooking oil but its
biggestconsumeris thepoultry
sector where it is used as a feed
for thebirds.

Honda Motorcycle & Scooter
India (HMSI), India’s second-
largest two-wheeler company,
is banking on an expansion in
exclusive channels for its
premium bike business to tide
over the bleak demand pro-
spects wrought by the Covid-19
pandemic. This is the light at
the end of the tunnel in the
form of additional business
that HMSI is pinning its hopes
on, said Yadvinder Singh Gu-
leria, Director – Sales & Market-
ing, HMSI.

This network will exclus-
ively take care of its mid-range
and higher dis-
placement mod-
els, he said. In ad-
dition, the
company will
also keep on
track all the
model launches
slated for this
fiscal year, as well
as expand its
overall network,
Guleria told Busi-
nessLine, when asked about
the company’s strategy to
tackle the slowdown belea-
guering the automobile in-
dustry.

These plans are on, albeit
with slight delays owing to the
challenges amid the pan-
demic, he said. HMSI has
already had five model
launches this year.

The automobile industry is
expected to post a double-di-
git decline in sales this year
amid the uncertainties and
challenges wrought by the
Covid-19 pandemic. Registra-
tion of two-wheelers declined
by 41 per cent year-on-year to
7,90,118 units in June, against
13,37,462 units in June 2019, ac-
cording to the Federation of
Automobile Dealers Associ-
ations (FADA).

Exclusive channels
This move to expand exclusive
channels for its premium bike
business is amid the general
consensus in the industry that

entry-level two-wheeler mod-
els are going to witness an up-
take in demand. When asked
about this, Guleria said that
there has been no change in
the constitution of its busi-
ness, with scooters contribut-
ing 67 per cent and motor-
cycles 33 per cent to HMSI’s
overall business, which is the
same compared to the pre-
Covid levels.

But, rural consumption has
been on the rise due to more
lockdowns and economic
activities being restrained in
the urban market, he said.
HMSI also saw a 4 per cent in-
crease in the contribution

from the rural
market to its rev-
enue in May and
June, though
there was no
change in motor-
cycle and scooter
sales compared
to the past, said
Guleria.

In June, around
95 per cent of the
company’s deal-

ership network was open, and
retail sales had reached 75-80
per cent of pre-Covid levels.
This dropped further in July
due to the multiple lock-
downs, he said. Now, around
80-95 per cent of the network
is open, with sales having
dropped by 10-15 per cent from
the June level, he said.

While production levels are
being ramped up, it remains
riddled with challenges like
lockdowns, migrant labour is-
sues, the mandatory quarant-
ine requirement for workers
and the need to retrain em-
ployees before they are put on
the assembly lines since they
were away for long, said Gu-
leria. Currently, the produc-
tion level stands at close to 70-
75 per cent, he said.

Going forward, a price hike
is also inevitable, he pointed
out. The price increases due to
the transition to BS-6 emission
norms have not been fully
passed on to the customers,
said Guleria.

The cyclonic circulation from
South China Sea has landed in
the North-East Bay of Bengal
which is forecast to develop as a
low-pressure area over adjoining
North Bay of Bengal on Wednes-
day, promising to escalate an in-
different monsoon to a cogent,
organised and productive
weather system.

Even ahead of the low, the
south-westerly/westerly winds
have strengthened over the Ara-
bian Sea and over the southern
parts of Bay of Bengal and Anda-
man Sea, the India Meteorolo-
gicalDepartment(IMD)said.This
is what will catapult the mon-
soon into an active phase over
Central andPeninsular India.

Activephase
This active phase would last at
least for three-to-four days from
Tuesday, bringing theWest Coast
and West India under its spell.
Widespread rainfall with
scattered heavy to very heavy

rainfall with isolated extremely
heavy falls has been forecast over
Konkan and Goa until
Wednesday.

Heavy rainalert forMumbai
As for adjoining Mumbai, heavy
to very heavy rainfall onMonday
will be followed by isolated ex-
tremely heavy falls on Tuesday
and Wednesday. A similar out-
look is valid for Madhya Maha-
rashtra including theGhat areas.
Heavy toveryheavy falls alsovery
likely at a few places over Coastal
Karnataka and at isolated places
over Kerala and Marathawada
until Friday.

The crucial monsoon trough
over North India has shifted as a
whole to its normal positionand
lay extendedonMonday evening
from Ganganagar in West Ra-
jasthan linking Hissar, Badaun,
Gonda, Azamgarh, Gaya, Jam-
shedpur and Digha before dip-
ping south-eastwards into the
North-East Bayof Bengal.

This is the most ideal for the
monsoon trough to be in; forma-

tion of a low-pressure area in the
Bay isapre-condition for theeast-
ern end of the trough to behave.
Active monsoon conditions are
generated when it finds it moor-
ings in the Bay, anchored in the
waters along with the low-pres-
sure area.

Successor in themaking?
Short to medium-range model
guidance from the India Meteor-
ological Department (IMD) sug-
gests the formation of a suc-
cessor low-pressure area in the
Bay any time after August 8, and
theseas therecontinuing tobe in
an animated state into the
middle of August, sustaining act-
ivemonsoon conditions.

Widespread rainfall with
heavy to very heavy rainfall and
extremely heavy falls is likely
over Gujarat on Wednesday and
Thursday. Widespread rainfall
with heavy to very heavy rainfall
is also forecast over Odisha, Gan-
getic West Bengal, Jharkhand
and Chhattisgarh until
Wednesday.

Circulation inBaymaydeepen as low

At nearly 20.4 lakh hectares,
groundnut sowing this kharif
season inGujarathashit all-time
high levels so far indicating an
improvedavailabilityof the seed
for the processing and crushing
industry. The largest grower of
the oilseed had reported sowing
onabout14lakhhectaresin2019.
The oilseed has also seen

higher sowing in other States,
taking the country’s groundnut
acreage to 45.4 lakh hectares for
kharif 2020.At6.77lakhhectares,
Andhra Pradesh has seen more
than double growth in ground-
nut sowing from 2.43 lakh hec-
tares reported in 2019. The coun-
try’s second largest grower,
Rajasthan has seen over 34 per
cent rise at 7.06 lakh hectares
from5.25 lakhhectares in2019.
Farmer sources revealed that

most of the shift in groundnut

crop has happened from cotton
and soyabean, which were
amongthebadperformingcom-
modities last year from price
pointof view.
“The crop condition looks

good at present due to fairly
good widespread initial rains.
We are waiting for the second
spell of good rains to get higher
yield. Groundnut had fetched
better prices to farmers last year
as yields were also good. How-
ever, a prolonged dry spell may
spoil the prospects,” said Vit-
thalbhai Dudhatara, President,
Gujarat Unit of Bhartiya Kisan
Sangh(BKS).

AboveMSP
Per the market sources, during
2019-20, thegroundnutprices in
Gujarat’sspotmarketsremained
above the minimum support
price (MSP) of ₹5,090 per
quintal. Groundnut (Bold vari-

ety)atRajkotAPMCquotedinthe
rangeof ₹4,500-5,500onAugust
1. The prices remained higher
than the recently announced
higherMSP of ₹5,275 for the sea-
sonof 2020-21.
“This has lured the farmers

over other crops including cot-
ton and soyabean,” added Dud-
hatara. Cotton prices hovered in
the range of ₹3,700-4,660 per
quintal, as against the MSP of
₹5,515. Soyabean prices, too,
quoted in the range of ₹3,280-
3,455 as against the MSP of
₹3,880.
“There is still a concern on the

climateside.We fear thatdespite
having record sowing this year,
wemay not see a record yield as
rains have taken a halt,” said

Sameer Shah, President, Sauras-
htraOilMillsAssociation(SOMA)
-anoilmillers’body inGujarat.
Trade attributes the higher

groundnut prices to the in-
creased exports and edible oil
consumption. The recent DGFT
data shows Gujarat exported
about4.7 lakh tonnesof ground-
nut tillMarch 2020, higher from
about 3 lakh tonnes in the previ-
ous year. Gujarat produced
about 30 lakh tonnes of ground-
nut last year, with an yield of
about 2,070 kg/ha as climatic
conditions were supportive.
Neitherthetradenorthegovern-
ment have come out with crop
projections as the sowing was
still found to be underway at
somepockets in theState.
