Vakrangee limited is a unique technology driven company 
focused on building lndia·s largest network of last-mile retail 
outlets to deliver real· time banking 6: Financial Services, 
ATM, insurance, egovernance, e-commerce and logistics 
services to the unserved rural , semi-urban and urban 
markets.
