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May to bring rejected Brexit deal back for House vote

BRITISH PRIME MINISTER
Theresa May has announced
plans to bring her Erexit with-
drawal agreement back fora
fourth Patliament votein June,
setting an effective deadline
for the ongoing ctoss-party
talks to find a consensus on
Britain’s exit terms from the
European Union [ETT).

Downing Steeet said ina
statement onTuesday evening
that the Withdrawal Apree-
ment EBill will be brought
betore the House of Commons
in the week beginning June 3
inordetfor the UK o beableto
leave the 28-member eco-
nomic blocwithin the October
31 deardline.

“The FPrime Minister met
the Leader of the Opposition
(Jeremy Coebyn) in the House
of Comuimoens tomake clear out
determination to bring the
talks toa conclusion and deli-
ver on the referendum eesult to

leave the EU,'a Downing Steeet
spokes person said.

“Itis imperative we do sp
thenif theUKisto leave the EUT
before the summer pacliame n-
tary tecess,” the spokesperson
said.

The cross-party talks with
the Opposition Labour Party,
desetibed as "wseful and con-
structive”, wete ongoing on
Wednesday in an effort to
arrive at a “stable majority” in
Patliament fot the “safe pas-
sape’ of the Withd rawal Apree-
ment, which has aleeady been
defeated theee times in the
Commons over the controver-
sial Irish backstop clause.

The insutance policy
included inthe agreement to
ensure a post- Brexit open bot-
det between Northetn Ireland
and EU member- countey Ire-
land has been tejected by many
Erexiteers asa means to keep
the UK tied to EU rules even
afterit has left.

Thavetalked tocolleagues, some of whomvoted for
itlast time,and they thinkitis dead and they will vote against
itthis time,"Petet Eone,a Consecvative lavwrnaker and a prormi-
nent supporterof leaving the EU, told Talk Radio.

Patty’s Nigel Dodds, a voral
ppponent to the Irish back-
stop, said it was "highly likely”
that the EBritish FM's deal
would be defeated apain unless
she can "demonstrate some-

Kingdom and deliver Erexit,’
he said.

Erexiteers are equally vehe-
ment over the lack of change
tor a fresh vote, while Eemain-
backing Labour and Libecal
Democtat MPs said they would
vote down any agreement
unless it had the pptionofa
second teferendum attached
tew it.

"It is now time for Parlia-
ment to make a derision,
teflecting the manifestos of
both the Conservative and
Labour parties at the last Gen-
eral Election and to deliver
Erexitin the way that the pub-
lic were promised,” said UK
Erexit Secretary Steve BEacclay.

Eritain's main political par-
ties had campaipned to delivet
the June 2016 referendum
tesultin favourof Etexit. How-
ever, the parties remain
divided ower the nature of that
delivery.

The UK must find a com-
promise inorder to meet the

EU's latest extension to the
Erexitdeadline until the end of
October. After a number of
extensions aleeady sopught
sirnce the Maech 29 deadline, it
iz unlikely the economic Blore
would be open to further
extensions without a credible
planin place.

The scheduled tabling ot
theWithdeawal Eill inthe first
week of June will come days
afterthe European Parliament
elections onMay 2 3, which the
UK has been forced to contest
due to the delay in its ETU exit
Strategy.

The tesults are widely fore-

Etanch, ISIL Khorasan, Islamire
State’s Khorasan Provinee and

The listing rcomes two
weeks afteethe sanctions com-
mittee designated Pakistan-

based Jaish-e-Mohammed
chiet Mazood Azhar as “global
terrorist” on May 1, capping a
decade-longettort by India and
its allies including the TS, the
UK, Franrce to sanction the mas-
termind of several attacks in
India, including the 2001 Pat-
liament attack and the Febru-
aty 14 Pulwama tereot attack
which killed 40 CEFF soldiers.
The proup is now subject to
assets freeze, travel ban and
arms embatgo.
