“I
would like to inform you as the
chairman of Cipla, that all the news
thatyou are hearing is speculative
and all the clarifications for this
have been made to the stock
exchange... And whatever infor-
mation given to the stock
exchange is in the public domain
and is public knowledge,” said the
chairman during the 87th Annual
General Meeting on Thursday.
The 87-year-old chairman’s
comments come on the back of
reportsthat the company plansto
sell 33.47% ofits stake in the com-
pany to private equity players

Ciplareported a45.1% year-on-
year (y-o-y) rise in consolidated

profitafter tax (PAT) at Y996 crore
in the April-June quarter com-
pared to X686 crore in the same
period last year. “Cipla’s Q1 FY24:
PATwasable tobeat our estimates
by 19%, primarily driven by strong
growthin the US and healthy per-
formance in India,” noted broking
firm J.P. Morgan. The brokerage
believes that furtherupside could
arise from an earlier-than-ex-
pected resolution of plants, the
timely launch of generics—Advair
and Abraxane—and better margin
delivery. Moreover, revenue from
operations stood at 36,329 crore, a
17.7% y-o-y growth, while earnings
before interest, tax, depreciation,
and amortisation (Ebitda) were
1,494 crore, with an Ebitda mar-
gin of 23.6%.

The company has earmarked a
capex (capital expenditure) of 3841
crore for the fiscal year.

Reserve. Application seeking approval of the Scheme was subsequently filed with Hon’ble National Company
Law Tribunal (NCLT), New Delhi Bench on 25 March 2021. The earlier financial results of the Company for the
period ended 30 June 2022 were approved by the Board of Directors at its meeting held on 12 August 2022
without giving effect to the Scheme since certified copy of NCLT, New Delhi Bench’s sanction order dated 11
August 2022 was received by the Company on 1 September 2022 and was filed with ROC on 29 September 2022.

Pursuant to the Scheme, all the assets, liabilities, reserves and surplus of the transferor company have been
transferred to and vested in the Company with effect from the appointed date i.e. 1 April 2020 at their carrying
values.

Further, financial results for the quarter ended 30 June 2022 which were approved by the Board of Directors
at its meeting held on 12 August 2022 are also restated to give effect of the aforesaid merger and accordingly
reported in these financial results.
