to cancel licence of
Brickwork Ratings

New Delhi, July 18

SEBI ON MONDAY moved the
Supreme Court seeking to con-
clude the proceedings for cancel-
lation of Brickwork Ratings’
licenceallegedlyforviolatingvar-
ious credit rating regulations.

After a joint inspection of
Brickwork, which is one of the
seven Sebi-registered credit rat-
ing agencies (CRAs), was con-
ducted by Sebi and the RBI
between October 2018 and
November 2019, Sebi observed
severallapsesinthe firm’srating
process and alleged that it had
failed toexercise properduedili-
gence and considerably delayed
disclosures about non-coopera-
tion of theissuer.

Brickwork also allegedly
indulged in serious violations
like having failed to maintain
documents/records in support
of its rating decisions, delay in
dissemination of information
relating to monitoring rating
and not following proper rating
procedure, conflict of interest as
the rating committee member
was found to have role in busi-
ness development of the entity
beingrated, etc.

An administrative warn-
ing/deficiency letter was issued
tothe CRAin September2020in
respect of certain violations
under the provisions of Section
15HBof the SebiAct 1992.After
completion of the enquiry pro-
ceedings, Sebi had recom-
mended cancellation of itsregis-
tration certificate in April last
yearand hadissuedashowcause

notice to Brickwork.The CRAwas
also advised to take corrective
steps and rectify deficiencies.

The lapses on the part of
Brickworkare“seriousin nature
as it compromises with the pro-
tection of interests of investors,”
Sebi told the SC while challeng-
ing the Karnataka High Court's
orders that rejected its plea to
vacate its earlier orders that
restrained the marketsregulator
from concluding proceedings
withregardtocancellation ofthe
Brickwork’s license. The HC
orders had come on Brickwork’s
petitions seekinga stayon Sebi's
proceedings against it on the
grounds that it was not given
properhearing.

The settlement proceedings
filed by Brickworkwas not main-
tainableonaccountof the statu-
tory bar in terms of Regulation
5(2) of Sebi (Settlement pro-
ceedings) Regulation 2018 as
the alleged default committed
by the CRA had market wide
impact, caused loss to large
number of investors and also
affected theintegrity of the mar-
ket, solicitor general Tushar
Mehtaand counsel Pratap Venu-
gopal argued on behalf of Sebi.

A Bench posted the matter
for hearing on Thursday.

Stating that the HChad pre-
vented Sebi from carrying out
its regulatory duties in a time-
bound manner and conclude
the proceedings validly initi-
ated against Brickwork, Sebi
told the SC that ex-parte
interim orders had the effect of
preventing and precluding it
from exercising powers.
