A PARLIAMENTARY PAMNEL
has pulled wp the povetn-
ment over the absence of
patameters to decide the
merit of shutting down the
internet during certain times,
saying thereis no cleae-cut
definition of what constitutes
publicemergency and safety.

TheStanding Committes on
Communications and [T, inits
tepott on ‘suspension of tele-
eoim setvices/internet and its
impart,has rerommended that
a thotough study be commis-
sioned by the government to
assess the impact of internet
shutdown on the econoimy, and
find outits effectiveness indeal-
ing with public emegency and
public safety.

Therepot, presented in Far-
liament, also stressed on the
need to put in place a proper
mechanism at the eaeliest to
decide pnthe metit orapprop-
atenessof telecomand internet
shutdowns.

On selective banning of
serviees, the committee said,
itwillbeof"great celief”if the
Department niTelecom (DoT)
could explore the option of
banning of selectiveservices,
such as Facebook, Whatsapp,
Telegram, et instead of ban-
ning the internet as a whole
duting times of disteess.

Suchanapproach will allow
tinancial seevices, health,edu-
cation and various other ser-
vices to continue tooperate 45

usual, minimising inconve-
nience and suffering to the
genetal publicand also help in
controllingspread of misinfor-
mation during unrest. Adop-
tion of such less restrictive
mechanisms willbe 2 welcome
initiative, the panel said.

“The Committee steongly
tecormumend that the Depart-
ment utgently examine the rec-
prnmendation of TRAI and
corme put with a policy which
will enablethe selectivebanning
pf OTT services with suitable
technological inteevention,such
as  Farebook, Whatsipp,
Telepram secvices during period
of unrest/crisis that are liable to
bewsed by the terrorists ot ant-
inational element/forces to fer-
ment teouble in the specified
tegions,’ it said.

Defined patameters of what
constitutes public emergency
and public safety may also be
adopted and codified so as to
ensure that there is no ambigu-
itvindedding theground by dit-
ferent states while implement-
ing the suspension rules, said
the teport.

The panel noted that under

the current mechanism "no
parameters have beenlaid down
to decide the merit or justice of
the telecom/intecnet shut-
downs’ Inthe absence of such
parameters, internet shut-
downs have beenordeced purely
phthebasis of subjectiveassess-
mentand reading of theground
situations by disteict level offi-
cerand is larpely based on exec-
utive decisions.

The committee obsetved
thatalthough public emergency
and safety are the only prounds
ot which internet shutd owns
canbeimposed,as of now, there
is nodear-cut definitionofwhat
constitute public emergency
and publicsafety™

Asserting thatinteenet shut-
down canbe ord eted strictly on
grounds of ‘public emetpency’
and ‘public satety |, the commit-
tee said itis reported that gov-
errments have esorted to tele-
corfinteenet shutdown on
grounds“not so pressing’.

They "have been regularly
using this as a tool for toutine
policingand evenadministea-
tive purposes’,such as prevent-
ing cheating in exams to defus-
ing local crime,"which donot
amount to latge scale public
safety concerns and cectainlydo
not amount to a Public Emer-
gency’ it noted.

“What is all the more dis-
turbing isthat thedata celating
to the number of shutdowns are
not codified, leaving the proce-
dute ppenended for misintet-
pretation, subjective assess-
mentand misuse.."itsaid.

Suspension rules have been
“erossly misused” leading to
huge economic loss and alsp
causing untold suffedng to the
public,as well as severe reputa -
tional damage to the countey,
the committee said.

Frequent suspension of
internet on " flimsy grounds” is
uncalled fot and “"must be
avoided\giventhat the povern-
ment's thrust on digitisation
and knowledge economy with
freeand ppen access tointernet
isat its core, it said.

“Defined parameters of
what constitutes public emer -
geney and publicsa fety may also
ke adopted and codified spas to
ensure that there is no ambipu-
ity indeciding the pround by dit -
ferent states while implement-
ing the suspension rules,” the
panelsaid.

The committee expressed
surprise thatrecords eelating to
telecomservices/interne t shut-
dowins otdered by state povetn-
ments are not maintained by
the DoT ot the ministeyof home
affairs (MHA).

It has “strongly™ recom-
mended that both DoT and
MH4A should establish a
mechanism at the earliest to
maintain a centealised data-
base of all internet shutdown
ptdets in the countty, which
will containiniormation such
as the number of times sus-
pension has been imposed,
teasons,duration, derision of
the competent authority,
derision of the Review Com -
imittees amongst others.
