THE KERALAGOVERNMENT
hasdrafted an Export Promo-
tion Policy (EPP), which
includes a variety of incen-
tives and institutional sup-
port for stakeholders.

The draft policy strongly
advocates adopting targeted
strategies and initiatives to
enable exporters to access a
wide range of high-quality
goods and services from the
state.

This policyhasbeen devel-
oped by the state'sinvestment
promotion agency, Kerala
State Industrial Development
Corporation (KSIDC), on
behalf of the Department of
Industries and Commerce
(DI&C).

The final policyis expected
tobe officially notified by Jan-
uary 2024.

The Export Promotion
Polic proposes a range of sup-
portive measures,includinga
district-oriented approach to
tap into external markets for
products from different
regions.

Kerala is already a promi-
nent exporter of various
goods, such as spices, marine
products, tea, Ayurvedic and
healthcare products,tourism,
and IT and ITeS services.

Nevertheless, there is sig-
nificant potential to enhance
this revenue-spinning sector
through strategic actions,
including creating a value
chainand expandingthelist of
goods and services for export.

The focus sectors identi-
fied by the draft EPP include
spices, horticulture and agri-
cultural products, seafood,
processed food products,
engineering goods, petro-
chemical products, organic
and inorganic chemicals, tex-
tiles and garments, defense
and aerospace, electronics
and ancillaryengineeringand
technology, Ayurveda, phar-
maceuticals, and healthcare,
among others.
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charges levelled by the ED and
refrained “from delving... in
depth and detail” into some of

eight Indians facing
death penalty in Qatar

New Delhi, October 30

DAYS AFTER A Qatar court
sentenced eight former Indian
Navy personnel to death ina
case of alleged espionage,
external affairs minister S Jais-
hankar Monday met the fam-
ily members of the eight and
assured them that the govern-
ment attaches “the highest
importance”to the case.

Stating that he“fullyshares
the concerns and pain of the
families”, Jaishankar told the
family members that the gov-
ernment will make all efforts
to secure their release.

India had described the
October 27 ruling, by Qatar’s
court of first instance, as
“deeply” shocking and is
exploring all legal and diplo-
matic options in the case.

“Met this morningwith the
families of the 8 Indians
detained in Qatar. Stressed
that Government attaches the
highest importance to the
case. Fully share the concerns
and pain of the families,” Jais-
hankar said on 'X.

“Underlined that Govern-
ment will continue to make all

efforts to secure their release.
Will coordinate closely with
the families in that regard,” he
said.

Calling the ruling “deeply
shocking”, India had said it is
exploring all “legal options”.

The Indian nationals, all
employees of Doha-based
Dahra Global, were taken into
custody in August 2022.

The charges against the
Indian nationals have notbeen
made public by Qatari author-
ities.But sources said the Indi-
ans were working in their pri-
vate capacity with Dahra
Global to oversee the induction
of Italian small stealth sub-
marines U212.

There was no
official word on the charges
from the Indian side.
