Kistan wants the western
world to continue granting it
benefit of generalised system
of preferences that helps in ex-
porting goods to European
Union couniries at almost ze-
ro import duty Similarly, it
wants to escape the sword of
Financial Action Task Force
hanging over its head.

That means that Pakistan
needs the western world to
sustain its economy, but on
internal security front, it ex-
pects that the Taliban takeo-
ver would help in containing
activities of Tehrik-e-Tali-
ban Pakistan (TTP) and Ba-
loch separatists.

That explains the predica-
ment in which Pakistan finds
itself. It can’t go solo with the
Taliban like last time. It would
first need endorsements from
its both benefactors, the US
and China. That doesn't seem
t0 be happening for now, as no
one is willing to take the Tall-
ban assurances at face value.

Rather than rushing to make
a Faustian bargain with the
Taliban for narrow economic
and strategic interests, the
world should support forma-
tion of a democratic govern-
ment elected through a firee
and fair process. External in-
terventions and interference
have only impeded Afghanis
tan’s march to become a mo-
dern vibrant nation state fiil-
filling aspirations of its peo-
ple. Pakistan should have le
arnt from the past that
pandering to obscurantist
mullahs in its backvard would
only add to turmoil in the re-
ojon and as Imran Khan right-
ly says it would suffer the
most.

turn to their homeland.

The group of women living in Kashmir reite-
rated their demand that they be deported, sta-
ting that their repeated attempts to get the In-
dian citizenship had failed.

The police said it had detained about 15 wo-
men and three children till late evening.

“We have detained around 15 women and they
will be released soon,” senior superintendent
of police (Baramulla), Mohammad Rayees
Bhat, told ET.

During their protest march, the women carri-
ed banners pleading that they werefrom Pakis-
tan and they should be allowed to meet their fa-
milies “We appeal toboth India and Pakistanto
redress our grievances... we want to return to
our country,” read the banners.

More than 350 women from across the LoC
and Pakistan — who had married Kashmiri
men when the latter had crossed the border for
arms training in the 1990s and early 2000s —ca-
me to the Valley after 2010.

This happened as the Omar Abdullah-led
J&K government in 2010 introduced a policy
for return and rehabilitation of those who
crossed the LoC between 1989 and 2009 but ne-
ver took part in activemilitancy They were as-
kKed to come back via Nepal, which was an
unofficial route to return to avail the benefits
of the policy.
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
