Shah will be produced
before the court on Friday. The
police said that Shah was the main
person behind the firm that was
operating the boating fadility in
Hami. “Investigations revealed
that Shah was handling the over-
all operations of the Kotia Projects
and was on the run after the trag-
edy. Employees of the fim atthe
lake zone used to report to Shah,”
said Panna Momaya, deputy com-
missioner of police.

“Be that the fee re-
mission for Divyangs in Civil
Services Examination, two

of Divyangs,” he said. Dr.
