US sanctioning of top
diplomat ‘childish’: Iran

Dubai, August 1

IRAN ACCUSED THE US on
Thursday of “childish behav-
iour”driven by fear after Wash-
ington imposed sanctions on
its foreign minister, escalating
tensions between two foes at
loggerheads over Gulf shipping
and Iran's nuclear programme.

Fears of a Middle East war
with global repercussions have
risen since the United States
ditched world powers'2015 nu-
cleardealwith Iranlastyearand
revived sanctions on Tehran.
The Islamic Republic has retali-
ated by resuming uranium en-
richment seen in the West seen
as a potential conduit to devel-
oping atomic bombs. Iran de-
nies any such intent.

After several attacks on
tankers — blamed by Washing-
ton on Tehran,which denied re-
sponsibility — the US is trying
to forge a coalition to secure
Gulf waters, though European
allies have been loath tojoin for
fear of provoking open conflict.

European parties to the
nuclear pact have called for
diplomacy to defuse the crisis,
but Tehran and Washington
have taken hard lines and on
Wednesday the Trump ad-
ministration slapped sanc-
tions on Iran’s foreign minis-
ter in a likely further blow to
any chances for troubleshoot-

ing dialogue.

“They (Americans) are re-
sorting to childish behav-
iour... They were claiming
every day 'We want to talk,
with no preconditions'...and
then they sanction the for-
eign minister,” Iranian Presi-
dent Hassan Rouhani said on
state television.

Zarif, a pivotal player in the
nuclear dealwhowas educated
and lived for years in the US,
dismissed the action and “a
country which believes it's
powerful and a world super-
power is afraid of our foreign
minister’s interviews,’
Rouhani said, alluding to nu-
merous interviews that Zarif —
afluent English speaker — gave
to American media when he
visited New York for a United
Nations conference in July.

Lakshmi Mittal
among donors to
Boris Johnson’s
UK PM campaign

UK-BASED INDIAN-ORIGIN
STEEL magnate Lakshmi N
Mittal contributed £10,000
to back Boris Johnson in his
campaign to become the UK’s
new Prime Minister last
month, according to an offi-
cial document.

The 69-year-old CEO of
ArcelorMittal, the world’s
largest steelmaker, is among a
group of wealthy donors
logged in the obligatory Regis-
ter of Members’ Financial In-
terest maintained by the UK’s
Parliamentary Commissioner
for Standards for all MPs to
keep a public record of any
monetary or linked benefit the
country's lawmakers receive.

Mittal is registered as a
“private and individual” donor
whose contribution to the
Johnson camp was received on
July 16,a week before he was
declared the winner of the
Conservative Partyleadership
contest after he beat former
foreign secretary Jeremy Hunt
to replace Theresa May.

The only other Indian-
origin name to feature on
the updated parliamentary
registeramong Johnson's re-
cent donors is that of Amit
Bhatia, Mittal’s son-in-law
who is married to his daugh-
ter Vanisha.

The British Indian busi-
nessman, who is chairman of
the Queens Park Rangers foot-
ball club, is also registered as a
private and individual donor
whose donation, “or nature
and value if donation in kind”,
last month is recorded as be-
ingworth £10,000.

Mittal's office said the Lon-
don-based billionaire would
not comment on the donation
or the related issue of Brexit,
which had formed the basis of
Johnson’s campaign as part of
a “do or die” commitment to
exit the EUwithin the October
31 deadline.

The Rajasthan-born steel
tycoon was famously caught
on camera last year on the
sidelines of the World Eco-
nomic Forum (WEF) in Davos,

The officials would not
provide details of where or
when Hamza died or if the US
played a role in his death, the
report said on Wednesday.
Asked by reporters whether

the US had intelligence that
Hamza is dead, President Don-
ald Trump said,“I don't want to
comment on that”Hamza’s last
known public statement was
released by al Qaeda's media
arm in 2018.In that message,
he threatened SaudiArabiaand

called on the people of the Ara-
bian peninsula to revolt. Saudi
Arabia stripped him of his citi-
zenship in March this year.

A US official told CNN that
the government recently re-
ceived evidence to corroborate
Hamza's death. —PTI
