SEVERAL CHINESE CITIES, in-
cluding Beijing, have dramati-
cally improved their air quality
inrecentyears,while Indian me-
tropolises remain some of the
world’s worst polluted, accord-
ingtoanewreport.

Beijing — once infamous for
its toxic haze — has reduced
smog levels and dropped down
alist of theworld’s most polluted
cities, falling to 199 from 84
three years before,according to
the 2019 World Air Quality Re-
port published on Tuesday by
IQAirAirVisual.In contrast,India
still dominated its list of the
smoggiest urbanareas,account-
ing for 14 of the top 20.

Delhi topped the list of most
polluted capital cities in the
world in 2019, according to the
report, which also revealed that
21 of the world’s 30 most pol-
luted cities are in India. Despite
new government policies meant
toaddress theissue,New Delhi’s
airqualityhas fallen fromwhere
itwasfiveyearsago,risingtothe
fifth-worst spot globally, the re-
port said. Delhi suburb Ghazi-
abad is the most polluted cityin
the world, followed by Hotan in
China, Gujranwala and Faisal-
abad in Pakistan and then Delhi
in the fifth place.The 21 Indian
cities among the world’s 30
most polluted cities,in the order
of theirranking,are, Ghaziabad,
Delhi, Noida, Gurugram, Greater
Noida, Bandhwari, Lucknow, Bu-
landshahr, Muzaffarnagar, Bag-
hpat, Jind, Faridabad, Coraut,
Bhiwadi, Patna, Palwal, Muzaf-
farpur, Hisar, Kutail, Jodhpurand
Moradabad.

A report
from the Centre for Research on
Energy and Clean Air separately
found that Beijingand Shanghai
had seen “major progress,’while
levels of fine particular called PM
2.5 increased in other parts of
the nation.

Indiafacesastarkly different
situation.Across much of north-
ern India, air quality remains
catastrophic as politicians pri-
oritise economic growth and
spar over responsibility. Many
citizens are still unaware of
health concerns and resource-
starved agencies struggle to
carry out new — oreven existing
— measures designed to curb
the smog.“In Beijing, it’s a prior-
ity — in China, when they say
something, they do it, they put
the resources in,” said Yann Bo-
quillod,AirVisual’s director of air
quality monitoring.“In India, it’s
just starting. People need to put
more pressure on government.”
A spokesman for India’s envi-
ronment ministry didn’t resp-
ond to arequest for comment.

Although manyIndian cities
saw progress between 2018 and
2019, “unfortunately these im-
provements are not representa-
tive of the very recent, but
promising National Clean Air
Programme” and cleaner fuel
standards, according to the
AirVisual report.
