PM says... 
He asked states to crack down on black-
marketing of medicines and other essen-
tial items. 

He urged people not to ignore Covid 
symptoms like cold and fever, and imme-
diately consult a doctor and start medica-
tion. “Get the test done, isolate yourself 
and start medication on time,” he said. 

After vaccination too, people should 
not forget to follow the Covid-appropriate 
behavior, he added. 

Unlike the first wave in 2020, when the 
virus had largely impacted urban centres, 
data and reports show that in April 2021, 
rural areas of the country contributed 
more than half of the all new cases. The 
trend has remained the same in the first 
fortnight of May 2021. Rural areas are usu-
ally categorised by much poorer health 
infrastructure compared to cities. India 
reported more than 300,000 daily infec-
tions for 22 consecutive days.  

 

Sputnik V... 
Paul had said India would go through the 
data and immunogenicity. DRL did not 
comment on the matter. RDIF did not 
respond to emailed queries till the time of 
going to press. The first consignment of 
imported doses of the Sputnik V vaccine, 
which landed in India on May 1, received 
regulatory clearance from the Central 
Drugs Laboratory, Kasauli, on May 13. 

 "As part of a limited pilot, the soft 
launch of the vaccine has commenced and 
the first dose of the vaccine was adminis-
tered in Hyderabad today (Friday). Further 
consignments of imported doses are 
expected over the upcoming months. 
Subsequently, the supply of Sputnik V will 
commence from Indian manufacturing 
partners,” DRL said. The imported doses 
of the vaccine are presently priced at a 
maximum retail price of ~948 plus 5 per 
cent goods and service tax (GST) per dose, 
with the possibility of a lower price point 
when local supply begins, DRL said. 

Sputnik V was approved for use in India 
on April 12, 2021, and granted emergency 
use authorisation. India is the leading pro-
duction hub for Sputnik V. 

“RDIF has reached agreements with 
leading pharmaceutical companies in the 
country (Gland Pharma, Hetero 
Biopharma, Panacea Biotec, Stelis 
Biopharma, Virchow Biotech), aimed at 
production of more than 850 million doses 
per year,” RDIF said. Around 250 million 
doses are planned for India at the moment. 

The Gamaleya Research Institute made 
Sputnik V using two different human ade-
novirus vectors (Ad26 and Ad5) in its two 
doses. Sputnik V is a heterogenous vac-
cine, using two different virus strains or 
antigens in its two doses. The first dose 

uses human adenovirus (a common flu 
virus) type 26 (Ad26), which is the same as 
that used by Johnson & Johnson (J&J) in 
its single shot vaccine. 

The second shot of the vaccine uses 
adenovirus type 5 (Ad5). In order to differ-
entiate between the two doses — primer 
and booster — the colours of the vaccine 
will be different. By deploying two differ-
ent vectors, Sputnik V avoids a possible 
neutralising effect and generates a durable 
and longer-lasting immune response, 
claimed RDIF. 

 

Mauritius... 

“The 2021 rules provide more flexibility, 
will ease access to new markets, and help 
Mauritius become more competitive in the 
global IFC (International Financial Centre) 
market by expanding its portfolio even fur-
ther,” said Abbi. SPF is a tax-free structure. 
Any interest, royalties, compensation and 
other amounts paid by an SPF to a non-
resident will be exempt from tax. 

Collective investment schemes (open-
ended) or close-ended funds can apply for 
recognition as an SPF. 

“The SPF regime is similar to private 
exempt-fund structures in Bermuda and 
the Cayman Islands. They are given faster 
regulatory approval and set up in 10-15 
days. The FSC may be looking at a similar 
fast-tacking of regulatory approval under 
the new rules," said Kulkarni. 

 

SBI... 
It sees deficiency in physical infrastructure 
in the country and is willing to support 
efforts to improve the state of affairs. 

Health infrastructure is short in the 
country. Each taluka and tehesil needs an 
oxygen plant. Investment would be ~40-
50 lakh (per plant). This will spur activity 
in logistics and transportation chains, 
which has been found lacking, he added. 

CRISIL’s assessment is that about 354 
companies rated by it, predominantly 
pharmaceutical firms and hospitals, with 
an aggregate bank exposure of ~40,000 
crore, will be eligible for Covid loans from 
lenders under the RBI’s liquidity facility. 

Though pharmaceutical firms account 
for 68 per cent of rated bank exposure, hos-
pitals (about 24 per cent of the rated expo-
sure) are likely to avail themselves of most 
of the funding available. The borrowing 
cost of hospitals rated by CRISIL is 10.5-11 
per cent. The new loans taken for expan-
sion under this RBI scheme could be 300-
350 basis points cheaper, leading to sub-
stantial interest savings for hospitals. 

Broadly, the debt to equity ratio for hos-
pitals is 1:1. This would mean for ~25,000 
crore of bank credit, and the owners/pro-
moters and investors in the hospital will 
have to chip in with an equal amount for 
capital expenditure to expand.  

Go Air... 
Go Air did not respond to a query on the 
issue. A person close to the company 
denied there was any dispute between the 
promoters or the father and son. 
According to the DRHP, the company has 
been using GoAir trademarks since 2004. 
For years (2006-09 and 2013-14) there were 
written licence agreements in place 
between the airline and Go Holdings gov-
erning the use of trademarks. At present, 
there is no written agreement in place with 
Go Holdings governing the use of these 
intellectual property rights, it said. 

“According to the Sebi ICDR norms, 
every promoter has to declare whether 
he/she may have any interest, directly or 
indirectly, in the business and also declare 
his/her personal holdings. Accordingly, 
Jeh Wadia declared that the registrations 
of trademarks, logo and associated trade-
marks and service marks are owned by Go 
Holdings, in which he presently holds 99 
per cent of the equity share capital,” a per-
son close to the airline said. 

“The company believes that as Go 
Airlines, we are the owners of these trade-
marks, logo and associated trademarks. 
Therefore, the necessary disclosures were 
required in the DRHP as is the norm. As 
you are aware the rebranding of the airline 
as Go First has already been initiated 
before the DRHP and hence going forward, 
this issue of IPR is irrelevant and there is 
no impact on the business,” he added. 

However, people who have worked with 
Go Air pointed out that the Go brand was 
established by Go Holdings with a plan that 
multiple businesses would be established 
around the brand. “The plan was to estab-
lish an array of businesses with the Go 
brand, of which Go Air was the first busi-
ness. As the airline became successful, the 
Go brand became stronger,” the person 
said. The Go brand was established on 
February 16, 2005. The website 
www.goair.in was registered on April 28 
that year. "It shows the Go brand predates 
Go Air," the person said.  Lawyers have 
mixed views about Go Air’s move to pursue 
legal options. “The trademark is registered 
with Go Holdings and it has licensed it to 
the airline. So it’s not clear how the airline 
can claim its ownership,” a lawyer said. 

However, another lawyer said that it was 
imperative for Go Air to claim the brand 
ownership. “It is essential for Go Air to estab-
lish the ownership of the brand for the pur-
pose of valuation in an IPO. Though there 
is no valid licence between Go Holdings and 
the airline (except an implied licence as 
claimed), the airline needs to establish an 
unambiguous title to the intellectual prop-
erty rights in pursuance of its claims of prior 
use and developing of the brand,” the lawyer 
said. He added it was also necessary for the 
airline to secure title and ownership of the 
trademarks/brand names, as in the past it 
has filed multiple cases claiming owner-
ship of the marks and the brand.

New Delhi, 14 May  

The depression in the Arabian Sea is like-
ly to intensify into a “very severe cyclonic 
storm” on May 17 and cross the Gujarat 
coast a day later, the India Meteorological 
Depar tment (IMD) said on Friday. 

The weather condition has intensified 
into a deep depression. It is very likely to 
further intensify into cyclonic storm 
‘Tauktae’ by Saturday morning. It is very 
likely to intensify further into a severe 
cyclonic storm by Saturday night. 

From May 16-19, it is very likely to 
intensify into a “very severe cyclonic 
storm” with a wind speed of 150-160 kilo-
metres per hour gusting up to 175 kmph, 
Cyclone Warning Division of the IMD 
said. It is likely to reach Gujarat coast by 
the morning of May 18. 

The IMD has alerted the state along 
the western coast. 

It said the Lakshadweep Islands will 
receive heavy to very heavy rainfall at 
isolated places on May 15 and heavy falls 
at isolated places on May 16. Heavy to 
very heavy falls are expected at a few 
places on May 15 and heavy to very heavy 
falls at isolated places on May 16-17. 

The ghat districts of Tamil Nadu are 
expected to witness light to moderate 
rainfall at many places with heavy to very 
heavy falls and extremely heavy falls at 
isolated places are likely on May 14 and 

15. Karnataka (coastal and adjoining ghat 
districts) are likely to receive light to 
moderate rainfall at most places with 
heavy to very heavy falls at a few paces 
with extremely heavy falls at isolated 
places on May 15 and heavy falls at iso-
lated places on May 16. Konkan and Goa 
are expected to receive heavy to very 
heavy falls on May 15-16. 

The coastal districts of Saurashtra in 

Gujarat are likely to receive rainfall from 
May 16 and heavy to very heavy falls are 
expected on May 17. Heavy to very heavy 
falls at a few places, extremely heavy falls 
at isolated places over Saurashtra and 
Kutch are likely on May 18, the IMD said. 

The name ‘Tauktae’ has been given 
by Myanmar which means ‘gecko’. This 
is going to be the first cyclonic storm of 
this year along the Indian coast. 

PM-KISAN benefits reach Bengal farmers

New Delhi, 14 May  

Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi on Friday released the 
8th instalment of PM-KISAN 
income support totalling 
over ~20,000 crore to 95 mil-
lion farmers. 

Under the scheme, a 
financial benefit of ~6,000 
per year is transferred direct-
ly to the bank accounts of eli-
gible farmers, payable in 
three equal four-monthly 
instalments of ~2,000 each. 
The scheme was launched in 
February 2019 but was imple-
mented with effect from 
December 2018.  

However, this was for the 

first time that the benefits 
reached the farmers of West 
Bengal as about 703,000 of 
them got ~2,000 each. 

“Today, the first instal-
ment has reached the farm-
ers of Bengal. As 
the names of farm-
ers from the state 
are received by the 
central govern-
ment, the number 
of beneficiary 
farmers will 
increase,” the 
prime minister said 
after releasing the financial 
benefit at a virtual event. 

The scheme was not 
implemented in West Bengal 
because the state government 

and the Centre were at log-
gerheads over various issues, 
including verified data of 
farmers. 

In an open letter to farm-
ers on Friday, West Bengal 

Chief Minister 
Mamata Banerjee 
said the decision 
to extend the ben-
efits to farmers in 
the state was a 
result of her gov-
ernment’s “con-
tinuous fight”. 
She accused the 

Centre of dilly-dallying over 
the transfer of funds to ben-
eficiaries in the state. 

Soon after winning the 
just-concluded assembly 

elections, Banerjee had shot 
off a letter to the Centre 
demanding the release of 
~18,000 crore arrears to each 
eligible farmer from the state. 

The Centre claims that so 
far over ~135,000 crore has 
been transferred directly into 
the bank accounts of over 100 
million farmers since the 
scheme started. Agriculture 
Minister Narendra Singh 
Tomar, who was present on 
the occasion, said his min-
istry was making all efforts to 
ensure 100 per cent satura-
tion under PM-KISAN. 

The PM said the deadline 
for renewal of Kisan Credit 
Cards has been extended till 
June 30 due to Covid-19.

Monsoon may hit Kerala on May 31: IMD 
The southwest monsoon is likely to 
arrive over Kerala on May 31, a day 
earlier than its normal onset date, the 
India Meteorological Depa -
rtment (IMD) said on Friday. 

The normal onset date of 
the monsoon over Kerala is 
June 1. “This year, the onset of 
the southwest monsoon over 
Kerala is likely to be on  May 31 
with a model error of 
plus/minus four days,” the IMD said. 

In the Indian monsoon region, 
initial monsoon rains are experienced 
over south Andaman Sea and the 
monsoon winds then advance north-
westwards across the Bay of Bengal. 

According to the new normal dates 
of monsoon onset or progress, the 

southwest monsoon advances over the 
Andaman Sea around May 22.  

As a cyclone is expected to form over 
the Arabian Sea, the cross-
equatorial south westerlies 
have temporarily 
strengthened over the 
Arabian Sea. 

The cross-equatorial flow 
is very likely to strengthen and 
deepen over the Bay of Bengal 

from May 20 and a sustained rainfall 
activity is likely over the south Bay of 
Bengal and Andaman Nicobar Islands 
from May 21. Hence, the monsoon 
advance over Andaman and Nicobar 
Islands is very likely around May 21. 

The IMD has said monsoon is 
expected to be normal this year. PTI
