The Maharashtra govern-
ment's push for accreditation 
of  higher education institutes 
appears to have borne some 
fruits as 346 colleges got grad-
ed by the National Assessment 
and Accreditation Council 
(NAAC) in the one year period 
from July 2022 to June 2023. 

Another 255 institutes are 
on their way to acquiring ac-
creditation status as they have 
submitted their Self-Study Re-
ports (SSR) to NAAC in this pe-
riod, revealed Vikas Chandra 
Rastogi, Principal Secretary, 
Higher and Technical Educa-
tion Department. However, the 
state still has a long way to go, 
as only 1,168 out of  over 3,000 
traditional, non-professional 
colleges and 21 out of  over 40 
universities have so far ac-
quired the NAAC tag. 

NAAC is an autonomous 

body established by the Uni-
versity Grants Commission 
(UGC) to evaluate higher edu-
cation institutes in the 

country on various criteria in-
cluding teaching-learning, re-
search and infrastructure. 
The accreditation status is 

broadly used for understand-
ing the quality status of  an in-
stitution and is a prerequisite 
for getting autonomy. 

The government has been 
promoting NAAC assessment 
among colleges to improve the 
quality of  education in col-
leges. In March, the state had 
issued a stern letter, asking 
colleges to initiate the accredi-
tation process and threatening 
to stop admissions at non-
graded institutes. 

While underscoring that 
'quality' is one of  the key ob-
jectives of  the National Edu-
cation Policy (NEP) 2020, Ras-
togi said that the government 
is focussing on getting col-
leges accredited and entrust-
ing more colleges with auton-
omy. The state currently has 
157 autonomous institutes, 
with 25 of  them recently be-
ing awarded 'empowered' au-
tonomy status, which allows 
them to issue degrees, start 
new courses and form their 
own curriculum and evalua-
tion methodology.

In the recent years where most Western coun-
tries have become more tolerant of  cultural di-
versity with introducing laws that now forbid 
overt forms of  discrimination, unconscious 
biases remain – with one of  the most well-doc-
umented being discrimination against job ap-
plicants with ethnic minority names. 

New research published by Monash Univer-
sity says that applicants with six ethnic group 
names are 57% less likely to be considered for 
leadership roles and 45 per cent less likely to 
be considered for lower job positions. 

As reported in this newspaper yesterday, In-
dian nationals in Australia expressed their 
rage over locals' preference for 'english-sound-
ing' names. Although it shouldn’t be surpris-
ing that Indians from different nations have 
come out to share their experiences with the 
FPJ, describing the prejudices they faced. 

Indian students around the world faced the 
repercussions 

In a world where assumptions based on eth-
nicity can often hamper job opportunities for 
minorities with ethnic’ names, Mariam Mo-
hammed feels like she got a raw deal. 

Being born with a Muslim name, Mariam 
says, many employers in the United States 
wouldn’t hire her for certain jobs because of  
her name. “I would send out about five job ap-
plications a week and not even get one inter-
view call,” recalls Mariam, who has a master's 
degree in business administration from the US. 

Unable to deal with frequent rejections, 
Mariam decided to ditch the country and 
move back to India. “Now things are different 
for me,” says Mariam, a business lecturer in 
Patna. "I'm relieved to be returning home." 

Said a student from the UK who requests 
anonymity, “ It took me 6 months to get a part 
time job, despite scores of  applications and a 
good number of  interviews.” 

“I’m not sure about the reason why employ-
ers kept rejecting me since the place I gave an 
interview employed a lot of  Indians and 
Asians. But I do think there is significant 
name and accent discrimination exhibited by 
employers in the UK,” stated the student. 

Changing one's birth name in order to im-
prove one's career prospects is not an unusual 
concept. Famous people from Indian-Ameri-
can actress and comedian Mindy Kaling born 
as Vera Chokalingam to Canadian-Indian Bol-
lywood actress Sunny Leone formerly 
Karenjit Kaur Vohra have all changed their 
birth names in part to better their career 
prospects. 

Mahesh Prasad (name changed on request), 
an Indian working in New Zealand, told the 
FPJ, "I was insecure about my name so I decid-

ed to change it to mask my identity." 
The 27-year-old says the success of  his job 

applications had more than doubled since he 
started going by a different name. "I think it 
confuses people," he says. "Interviewers usual-
ly think I'm unqualified for the job or are con-
cerned about my English language proficien-
cy,” Mahesh added. 

In contrast to the above responses, an 
Indian Christian named Bernadette Vincenti-

na D’Mello, who is from Mumbai, has found 
life to be easier in the UK than in India. 

Since moving from India to the UK, 
Bernadette has gained a master’s degree in 
HR, and is now a working professional in the 
country. 

"Because my name is quite common in the 
UK, life has become easier for me here than it 
was in India. Back home, people would make 
fun of  my name, not giving it the flair it de-
serves. They'd give me names like Bernie. 
However, locals in the UK could easily relate to 
me," she continues. 

Unfortunately, Bernadette says she has en-
countered her Indian friends changing their 
names or accents to fit in more.

How name discrimination 
impacts Indians globally

While the country has a com-
prehensive educational sys-
tem, certain steps are being 
attempted to close the gap be-
tween education and employ-
ment. The National Educa-
tion Policy of  India 2020 
seeks to change and skill-ori-
ent India's educational sys-
tem. It is being implemented 
in the city and state as of  this 
academic year. On this World 
Youth Skills Day It is fitting 
to welcome this initiative. 

Ravindra Deshmukh, Vice 
Chancellor, Mumbai Univer-
sity addressed the cause on 
Thursday. He reiterated on 
mandating internships in the 
last semester of  each degree 

offered in the country. 
“The varsities in the state 

are partnering with indus-
tries and skill providers to 
provide pre-employment 
skills opportunities to stu-
dents according to their area 
of  study” he added. 

While professional courses 
have adapted this mandate 
for years now, non profession-
al courses too will hold cred-
its for internships taken. 

Vinod Mohitkar, State Di-
rector for Technical Educa-
tion, said “Engineering stu-
dents will be able to pursue 
internships as part of  their 
curriculum. "We have had 
the experience of  providing 
internships to around 60,000 
diploma students across 
10,000 industries, including 

government and privately-
run establishments. The 51 
autonomous engineering col-
leges that are implementing 
NEP this year already have 
industrial tie-ups and have 
been providing internships 
to 30-40% of  their students." 

While professional intern-
ships have always known to 
be paid, in a welcome change 
non professional courses too 
are said to have stipend in the 
range of  4000 to 10,000 rupees. 

A firm in Mumbai, VMen-
tor.ai, co-founded by Meenu 
Bhatia, leads YUGMA - A ver-
tical within VMentor.ai that 
works with Business and 
Graduate schools helping en-
hance employability and 
building a pipeline of  talent 
for organizations. 

Students from across the 
country here have been 
groomed through their grad-
uating years being readied 
for the industry along with 
academics. While popular 
colleges have enough recruit-
ing firms offering place-
ments, students from remote 
areas were guided at VMen-
tor.ai. 

Rhythm Sharma, 23, a 
fresh MBA finance graduate 
from Shri Mata Vaishno Devi 
University, Katra(J&K) has 
recently been placed at 
Mahindra Finance as a man-
agement trainee. 

She said, “This is a small 
place, not many students as-
pire to do MBA hence not 
many firms come for recruit-
ments. It helped that we were 

guided throughout our col-
lege understanding what 
companies expect out of  us 
and what we should keep in 
mind while giving inter-
views.” 

Bipra Jain, 31, another stu-
dent from Indira Institute in 
Pune, said, “It was 
immensely helpful to under-
stand my job profile before 
even being recruited. It built 
my confidence to learn the 
nitty gritties faster as my ba-
sic idea about my work profile 
was groomed beforehand. No 
one taught me to give inter-
views, research in a focused 
manner or build communica-
tion skills to adapt to a corpo-
rate job before. My time at De-
loitte is very fruitful because 
of  the guidance I received.”

What They Found 
n The experiment saw more than 12,000 job 
applications sent to over 4000 job advertisements 
in Australia. 

n It investigated hiring discrimination against six 
ethnic groups for leadership positions in 12 
different occupations. 

n The six different ethnic groups are — 
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander, Arabic, 
Chinese, English, Greek, and Indian. 

n Each included a resume of an applicant with an 
English name and the resumes of two applicants 
with non-English names. 

n The study evidence that the hiring 
discrimination is caused by name and not by visa 
issues or a lack of language skills or local 
experience.
