NHRC seeks report from Centre, states on wellbeing of cops

The National Human Rights 
Com m ission (NHRC) has 
directed the M inistries of 
Health and Family Welfare 
as well as Home Affairs and 
Chief Secretaries of states and 
Union T erritories to submit 
Action-Taken Reports (ATRs) 
within eight weeks in con ­
nection with measures taken 
by them  to ensure the phys­
ical and mental wellbeing of 
police personnel in their 
jurisdiction.

The NHRC’s move came 
while hearing a plea filed by 
hum an rights activist and 
lawyer Radhakanta Tripa- 
thy following the assassi­
nation of BJD heavyweight 
and then H ealth M inister, 
Naba Kishore Das by a police 
ASI.

“G o v ern m en ts a cro ss  
India have failed to ensure 
the physical and m en tal 
wellbeing of police person­

nel which resulted in suicides, 
murders and inefficiencies 
in different forms,” Tripathy 
alleged in his petition.

The petitioner has also 
brought to the notice of the 
NHRC m ultiple instances 
where the policem en were 
found to be underperform ­
ing and their incom petence 
was showing in crime inves­
tigations and subsequent 
convictions.

Neither m ental health, 
nor physical parameters are 
taken into accou nt while

assessing the perform ance 
of police officials, Tripathy 
said.

He asserted  th at vital 
asp ects such as physical 
(Body Mass Index) and m en­
tal fitness are not recorded 
in the service book.

These aspects should be 
considered while giving pro­
motions, increm ents or tak­
ing any departmental action 
against the police personnel, 
the petitioner noted.

“Section 21(4) of the Men­
tal Health Care Act, 2017

provides for inclu sion  of 
m en tal illn ess in su ran ce 
cover and setting up of a ded­
icated helpline to counsel the 
police personnel. The pro­
visions under the Act, how­
ever, are yet to m aterialise,” 
Tripathy alleged.

The NHRC has also been 
urged to issue recom m en­
dations to the authorities 
for conducting a com pre­
hensive physiological, psy­
chom etric and m ental eval­
uation of all the police per­
sonnel periodically in order 
to detect suicidal tendencies 
am ong the m en in khaki. 
Tripathy requested the NHRC 
to constitute a committee for 
the assessm ent of the m en ­
tal health of all police per­
sonnel and ensure m eas­
ures for rehabilitation of the 
m entally-disturbed cops.

Earlier, the NHRC in ter­
vened in the issues raised by 
Tripathy regarding the m en­
tal health issues of armed and 
para-m ilitary forces.

Work that started late Tues­
day night to create an escape 
passage through several dozen 
metres of debris to rescue 40 
workers trapped in the collapsed 
tunnel on the Yamunotri High­
way was stopped midway due 
to problems with the drilling 
machine. A new machine is 
being flown in with the help 
of the Indian Air Force.

The drilling work that was 
started with the help of a hor­
izontal auger machine last 
night was stopped owing main­
ly to its slow pace. It was 
intended to insert 800 MM 
diameter steel pipes through 
about 69 metres of debris in the 
collapsed tunnel to create an 
escape passage for the work­
ers, trapped now for over three 
days.

Meanwhile, the workers 
trapped in the tunnel have 
started feeling sick and stressed. 
They have complained of fever, 
cough and cold and restless­
ness with loss of confidence. 
Hearing about their sickness 
a team of doctors was imme­
diately brought in and work­

ers were sent medicines in 
the packets along with pre­
scriptions how to take the 
tablets.

Officials present on the 
ground at Silkayara village site 
where the incident occurred, 
informed The Statesman that 
parts of a new high-power 
horizontal drilling machine, to 
be assembled at the incident 
site, are being flown in from 
Delhi.

Both the parts of the heavy 
drilling machine had arrived 
at the nearest airstrip at Chinyal- 
isaur but it will take 3-4 hours

to reach the accident site.
According to the district 

administration officials and 
NHIDCL management, the 
new high penetration machine 
being brought from Delhi has 
high speed of drilling of 4-5 
meters per hour against the 
existing machine’s one meters 
per hour rate.

According to the officials of 
the rescue teams drilling works 
started late Tuesday was abort­
ed midway early morning at 
around 3 am on Wednesday. 
According to them, the auger 
machine that was being used

was too slow and it failed to serve 
the purpose.

“Parts of the new high pen­
etration machine have land­
ed at Chinyalisaur Airstrip. 
These will soon be shifted to 
the tunnel site for assembling 
the machine in the next 3-4 
hours. Once the machine is 
ready, rescue operations will 
be expedited soon,” said Arpan 
Yaduvanshi, Uttaarkashi Super­
intendent of Police.

Tunnel construction nodal 
agency NHIDCL director Anju 
Manish said experts and res­
cue teams are working round 
the clock for the past three days 
to save the lives of trapped 
workers. “Here rock is very 
fragile. The more we try to drill 
inside the more debris gets 
deposited. We have already 
moved forward to insert 800 
MM diameter steel pipes in 
the debris but there were 
some difficulties with it. The 
heavy drilling machine parts 
have been flown from Delhi 
with the help of three Indian 
Air Force helicopters. The 
m achine will be installed in 
the next 3-4 four hours and 
rescue work will be resumed” 
said Mr M anish.
