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2. In compliance with the relevant MCA Circular(s) and SEBI Circulars, the Notice 

of the 14" AGM was sent to the shareholders and the ’Advertisement’ was 
published pursuant to Rule 20(4)(V) of the Companies (Management and 
Administration) Rules, 2014, specifying the day, date and time of the AGM. 

3. The said appointment as Scrutinizer is under the provisions of Section 108 of the 
Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”) read with Rule 20 of the Companies 
(Management and Administration) Rules, 2014, as amended (“the Rules”). 

4. As the Scrutinizer, I have to scrutinize: 

i.  process of remote e-voting; & 

ii.  process of voting by ballot at AGM 

5. Management's Responsibility: 

The compliance with the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 and the Rules 
made there under relating to voting through electronic means (by remote e- 
voting) and voting by ballot at AGM on the resolutions proposed in the Notice 
of the 14" AGM of the Company is the responsibility of the management. 

6. Scrutinizer's Responsibility: 

My responsibility as a Scrutinizer is to ensure that the voting process both by 
remote e-voting and voting by ballot at AGM are conducted in a fair and 
fransparent manner and tender consolidated Scrutinizer’s Report of the total 
votes cast in favor or against if any, based on the reports generated from the 
electronic voting system provided by Kfin Technologies Limited (KFin), engaged 
by the Company to provide remote e-voting facility and the ballot papers 

submitted by shareholders at the AGM. 

7. In accordance with the Notice of the 14" AGM sent to the shareholders and the 
‘Advertisement’ published pursuant to Rule 20(4)(V) of the Companies 
(Management and Administration) Rules, 2014, the remote e-voting commenced 
at 9:00 A.M. on 18th September, 2023 and remained open up to 5:00 P.M. till 21st 
September, 2023. 
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8. Cut-off date: 

The Shareholders of the Company as on the “cut-off” date i.e., 15t September 

2023 as set out in the notice, were entitled to vote on the resolutions (as set out in 

the Notice calling the AGM) and their voting rights were in proportion to their 

shareholding in the paid-up equity share capital of the Company as on the cut- 

off date, subject to the provisions of Articles of Association of the Company. 

9. After declaration of voting by use of ballot, ballot box was locked and kept for 

voting duly marked by identification mark placed on them. The ballot box 

subsequently was opened at 11:15 A.M. in the presence of two witnesses, Mr. 

Akash Tiwari and Ms. Poorva Bahety, who are not the employees of the 

Company and ballots received were serially numbered, sorted, signatures 

verified and were scrutinized and initialed by the scrutinizer. The ballots were 

reconciled with the records maintained by KFIN Technologies Limited, Registrar 

and Share Transfer Agents (RTA) of the Company. The details of the voters were 

also scrutinized for the purpose of eliminating duplicate voting i.e. on remote e- 

voting as well as by use of ballot. As per the information generated in KFin e- 

voting portal, the names of the shareholders who had voted on e-voting through 

KFin facility had been blocked and ballots were issued only to those members 

who were present at the AGM and who had not voted on remote e-voting.
