In one example, a global
pharmaceutical firm faced co-
mplaints from customers
about delays in handling
orders, rebates and returns.
Soroco says its machine-learn-
ing software detected steps
along the way that required a
significant amount of manual
work and recommended
automation across multiple
locations.That cut the process-
ing time by 75%, resultingina
steep reduction in complaints,
according to the startup.
