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Congress Fighting Political Challenges, Bharat Jodo 

Yatra Has Brought Unity in Party: Jairam Ramesh
Washim: The Rahul Gand-
hi-led Bharat Jodo Yatra 
has brought unity in the 
Congress in the last 70 
days as the party has been 
fighting political challeng-
es, senior Congress lead-
er Jairam Ramesh said on 
Tuesday.The foot march, a 
mass contact initiative of 
the Congress, entered its 
69th day on Tuesday and 
reached Washim district in 
the Vidarbha region of Ma-
harashtra from Hingoli.Ad-
dressing a press conference 
in Washim, Ramesh said 
Gandhi will also address 
a public meeting of tribals 
on the occasion of the birth 
anniversary of iconic tribal 
freedom fighter Birsa Mun-
da.Targeting the Centre, 
Ramesh claimed the Forest 
Rights Act and the Land 
Acquisition Act 2013 have 
been weakened and this is 
specially harmful for tri-
bals.The legislations were 
brought during the rule of 
the United Progressive Alli-
ance (UPA).Ramesh alleged 
that the Narendra Modi 
government’s policy was to 
forcefully take the land of 
farmers and give it to the 
big companies.The Bharat 
Jodo Yatra has nothing to 
do with the vote bank. It’s 

purpose is above politics, 
the Congress leader said.“It 
is the yatra of a political 
party and we are fighting 
political challenges,&quot; 
he said.“One thing is clearly 
seen that the way our par-
ty has united in the last 70 
days…the way we have 
started working on time. 
There is an Indian Standard 
Time and there is a Con-
gress Standard Times he 
added.On Tuesday morn-
ing, Gandhi started the foot 
march from Phalegaon in 
Hingoli district. Ramesh, 
former Maharashtra min-
ister Yashomati Thakur and 
other party leaders walked 
along with Gandhi.Ramesh 
remembered tribal leader 
Birsa Munda on his birth 
anniversary on Tuesday.
He posted a tweet saying, 
“Today is the 69th day of 
#BharatJodoYatra and the 
147th birth anniversary of 
Birsa Munda, born just 15 

days later than Sardar Pa-
tel. But tragically, he died 
in a British jail in Ranchi 
at the very young age of 25. 
“An adivasi (not vanvasi as 
the RSS calls tribals), Birsa 
Munda should be an in-
spiration to ALL Indians. 
The causes for which he 
laid down his life, particu-
larly tribal land rights are 
still most relevant today, 
Ramesh added.The govern-
ment had last year declared 
November 15 as Janjatiya 
Gaurav Divas’ on the birth 
anniversary of Munda to 
remember the contribution 
of tribal freedom fighters.
The Bharat Jodo Yatra, 
which started from Kan-
niyakumari in Tamil Nadu 
on September 7, has so far 
covered 28 districts in six 
states.It entered Deglur in 
Maharashtra on November 
7 and has till now covered 
Nanded and Hingoli dis-
tricts in the state.The yatra 
will cover a distance of 382 
km across five districts of 
Maharashtra before enter-
ing Madhya Pradesh on 
November 20.It will pass 
through 12 states before 
culminating in Jammu and 
Kashmir in January after 
covering a distance of 3,570 
km over nearly 150 days.

Govt Issues Draft Notification to Further 
Streamline, Strengthen Tourist  Permit Regime

New Delhi: With an aim to further 
streamline and strengthen the tour-
ist permit regime, the ministry of road 
transport and highways (MoRTH) has 
issued a draft notification to supersede 
the All India Tourist Vehicle (Authorisa-
tion or Permit) Rules, 2021.According to 
an official statement, the rules notified in 
2021 provided a significant boost to the 
tourism sector in India by streamlining 
and simplifying the permit regime for 
tourist vehicles.”MoRTH has issued a 
draft notification on 11 November 2022 
to supersede the All India Tourist Vehicle 
(Authorisation or Permit) Rules, 2021.”… 
now, with the proposed All India Tour-
ist Vehicles (Permit) Rules, 2022, the 
tourist permit regime is proposed to be 
further streamlined and strengthened,” it 
said.The proposed rules aim to simplify 
the procedure for All India Permit ap-

plicants and to reduce compliance bur-
den, the provision of authorization and 
All India Tourist Permit has been made 
independent of each other.”More catego-
ries of tourist vehicles, with lesser permit 
fees for lesser capacity vehicles (less than 
ten) have been proposed,” the statement 
said, adding that the move is expected to 
provide considerable financial relief to 
smaller tourist operators having smaller 
vehicles with lower seating capacity as 
they will now be required to pay low-
er fees commensurate with the seating 
capacity of their vehicle.According to 
the statement, to promote deployment 
of electric vehicles in large numbers, a 
streamlined regulatory ecosystem at no 
cost to the operator(s) has been pro-
posed.Comments and suggestions have 
been invited from all stakeholders within 
a period of thirty days.

L-G Recommends Disciplinary Proceedings 
Against Former Delhi Waqf Board CEO

New Delhi: Lieutenant Governor 
V K Saxena has recommended the 
Union home ministry to initiate 
disciplinary proceedings against 
IAS officer and former Delhi Waqf 
Board CEO SM Ali for allowing 
“illegal&quot; resolutions of the 
board, sources at the L-G office said 
on Monday.He, during his stint as 
the board’s CEO, is “accused&quot; 
by the CBI of indulging in acts of 
“omission and commission&quot;, 
including his non-opposition to 
“illegal&quot; resolutions for ap-
pointment of chief executive officer 
(CEO) and several other contrac-
tual staff, they said.The lieutenant 
governor (L-G) has recommended 
disciplinary proceedings under 
Rule 16 of the CCS (CCA) Rules, 
1965, the sources said.In the on-
going probe by the Central Bureau 
of Investigation (CBI) against the 

chairman of the Waqf Board, Ama-
natullah Khan, it was revealed that 
Ali executed the “illegal&quot; 
resolution passed by the board for 
Mehboob Alam’s appointment as 
CEO, and also formally handed 
over the charge to him as his suc-
cessor, the sources claimed.They 
said an advertisement published 
for the post of CEO was in violation 
of the Delhi Waqf Act and Rules. It 
also formed the basis for appointing 
other staff on contractual basis, the 
sources said.They said Ali was CEO 
of the Delhi Waqf Board when the 
advertisement was published and 
recruitment was done.The board 
not only gave ex-post facto approv-
al to the “illegal advertisement, but 
also approved the “illegal&quot; 
appointment of Alam as its CEO on 
the basis of the advertisement, the 
sources said. ( Agencies).

Droupadi Murmu will take 
part in a ‘Janjatiya Gaurav 
Diwas’ programme in 
Madhya Pradesh’s Shah-
dol district on Tuesday 
during her two-day visit 
to the state, Chief Minis-
ter Shivraj Singh Chouhan 
has said.The Panchayats 
Extension to Scheduled 
Areas (PESA) Act will also 
be officially implemented 
in the state on Tuesday, 
he said.The government 
had last year declared 
November 15 as ‘Janjati-
ya Gaurav Divas’ on the 
birth anniversary of tribal 
leader Birsa Munda to re-
member the contribution 
of tribal freedom fighters.
The PESA Act was enact-
ed by Parliament to ensure 
self-governance for people 
living in such areas and 
to prevent exploitation 
of tribal population with 
an active involvement of 
gram sabhas.The Act gives 
special power to gram 
sabhas in scheduled areas, 

specially for management 
of natural resources.Rules 
under the Act have been 
finalised and the legisla-
tion will be implemented 
in Madhya Pradesh from 
Wednesday, an official 
said.On Tuesday evening, 
President Murmu will at-
tend a civic reception to 
be hosted in her honour at 
the Raj Bhawan in the state 
capital Bhopal and vir-
tually lay the foundation 
stones for projects of the 
Union ministries of De-
fence, Road Transport and 
Highways, another official 
said.Under the Ministry 
of Defence, the President, 
who is also the Supreme 
Commander of the Armed 
Forces, will lay the founda-

tion stone of Maximum Mi-
crobial Containment Labo-
ratory (BSL-4) at the Defence 
Research and Development 
Establishment (DRDE), 
Gwalior, he said.She will 
also lay the foundation stone 
for the four-laning of Rat-
apani-Obeidullaganj-Itar-
si section of the National 
Highway 46, a project being 
helmed by the Union Min-
istry of Road Transport and 
Highways, the official said.
Murmu will also address a 
conference of women’s self-
help groups (SHGs) in Bho-
pal on Wednesday before 
returning to New Delhi, the 
official added.

Nepal to Maintain Good Ties with India 
and China Under NC-led Coalition Govt:

Kathmandu: Nepal will 
maintain good relations 
with India and China 
under the next coalition 
government led by the 
Nepali Congress, which 
will emerge as the largest 
party in the upcoming 
elections, a top ruling par-
ty leader has said.Senior 
Nepali Congress leader 
Prakash Man Singh also 
said that Nepal needs to 
maintain a balance in its 
foreign policy and if there 
are disputes with any of 
its neighbours, it will seek 
to resolve them through 
dialogue and democratic 
process.”We will follow a 
non-aligned foreign poli-
cy. We will maintain good 
friendly relations with all 
the countries including 
the neighbours by keep-
ing national interest and 
welfare of the people in fo-
cus,” Singh told Press in an 
interview.”We need help 
and cooperation from all 
the friendly countries to-
wards attaining develop-
ment and economic pros-
perity for our country,” he 
added.The bilateral ties 
between New Delhi and 
Kathmandu had come 
under strain under then 
Nepalese Prime Minister 
K P Sharma Oli’s govern-
ment, which came out 
with a new map showing 
Lipulekh, Kalapani and 
Limpiyadhura as Nepal’s 
territories in 2020.There 
were frequent reports 
about China encroach-
ing Nepalese territory in 
Humla district as well as 

in the international me-
dia, which have often been 
denied by the Chinese 
embassy in Kathmandu.”If 
there are disputes with 
any of our neighbours we 
will seek to resolve them 
through dialogue and 
democratic process,” Singh 
said.Singh underlined that 
his first goal is to win the 
upcoming elections.”Ne-
pali Congress will emerge 
as the largest party in the 
upcoming Parliamentary 
election and it is natural 
that the largest party will 
lead the new government,” 
said Singh, who is the NC 
candidate from prestigious 
Kathmandu-1 constituen-
cy.Since Nepali Congress 
had led the peace process 
and drafting of the new 
Constitution in 2015, now 
it’s time to bring about eco-
nomic revolution through 
proper implementation of 
the constitution and Ne-
pali Congress is ready to 
shoulder the responsibil-
ity, he said.”We are pass-
ing through an economic 
crisis and there is a need 
to bring about econom-
ic prosperity so that the 
ordinary people can taste 
the fruits of democracy 
and Nepali Congress will 
focus its attention towards 
that direction after the 
election,” he said.He said 
it was important to bring 
necessary laws to imple-
ment the Constitution 
which has the provision of 
provincial government for 
the first time in Nepalese 
history. ( Agencies).
