The National Sports
Club of India (NSCI), one of
the largest such institutions
in the country with more
than 15,000 members, has cre-
ated elaborate decorations at
its premises in Worli. There
are large lighted cutouts of
events from the Ramayan at
the entry and exit points of
the club. Carpets have been
laid out for the event. There
will be selfie points for mem-
bers. A huge LED screen,
with images from the epic on
both sides, will retell stories
from the Ramayana. The
domed Sardar Vallabhai
Patel indoor stadium, which
is located in the club premis-
es, will host a play from the
Ramayana on January 20 for
members. Non-members will
also be allowed to watch the
show at discounted rates.

Club members have an-
nounced the distribution of
prasad to every staff member
and guests on the day. “It is
proud moment for all
Indians. The government has
declared a public holiday on
the day. Members of the club
wanted to do something to
mark the day without dis-
turbing the sports area,” said
Viren Shah, president.

Khar Gymkhana, which
has over 11,000 members, will
screen the inauguration cere-
mony. “Since the government
has declared a holiday on
Monday we have decided to
screen the event for our mem-
bers. We have alarge LED tel-
evision set in our main hall,”
said Vivek Devnani, presi-
dent of the gymkhana.

The city’s streets and shops
are selling temple mementos,
flags, and T-shirts embla-
zoned with images of the tem-
ple. Gold and silver retailers,
including online sites, are

The Tata Institute of Social
Science (TISS) has warned
its students to  not
participate in any agitation
against the consecration cer-
emony at the Ram temple in
Ayodhya on January 22. The
diktat has drawn the ire of
some students, who called it
a ‘gutless’ act to suppress stu-
dent voices.

On Thursday, the institute
issued a notice saying that it
had learned that some stu-
dents were planning to agi-
tate on the campus. “We ad-
vise not to indulge in any
such unauthorised activities
and we also strictly warn stu-
dents not to participate in
any such activities or demon-
strations, failing which the
law-enforcing agency will
take  necessary  action
against those students found
indulging in such activities,”
the notice read.

When asked the reason for
its directive, an institute offi-

cial said that it was done to
avoid any law and order situ-
ation on the campus.
“There’s a possibility that a
protest against the temple
event might attract a counter
agitation. The situation
could deteriorate if the two
groups of students come to
blows. The notice was issued
to maintain balance,” he
said.

However, the TISS chapter
of Fraternity Movement, a
student organisation, lashed

out at the authorities and
claimed that the notice was
“arbitrary”, as there was no
event or protest planned at
the institute.

Employing measures like
preventive detention and is-
suing warnings against
protests reflects undemocra-
tic and craven behaviour.
The inauguration event
serves as a public relations
event for the Narendra Modi
government at the centre,
the Yogi Adityanath govern-
ment in UP, and various
Hindutva groups. Universi-
ty authorities should not
function as mouthpieces for
the government or Hindu
nationalist public rela-
tions,” the organisation said
in a statement.

It added, “Let campus
spaces be platforms for dis-
sent, for students to speak
out against discrimination.
The authorities should re-
frain from engaging in such
gutless acts that suppress
student voices.”
