34.26 lakh of a woman, who
lost to a matrimonial fraud.

A Mulund colony hugs a
300-yr-old tree to save it

Residents say the banyan tree has sheltered generations in the area; won't allow vested interests to kill it

To save a 300-year-old
banyan tree from poisoning,
a mini Chipko movement
was observed by an NGO at
Mulund Colony in Mulund
West on Thursday. The emo-
tional and angry locals
joined the protest to save the
tree that has been a part of
their colony for generations.

The members of NGO
Shresht Aai Prathishthan,
supported by Congress ac-
tivists and the locals, held
placards and banners, with
some of them climbing it or
hugging it as a reflection of
their childhoods spent
around it. The protesters
called the movement even
more important as banyan
is the national tree.

Vithal Satpute, the block
president of Mulund Con-
gress who conducted the ini-
tiative, said, “A few perpe-
trators came in the night
and injected it with poison
and holes have been drilled
into it. To stop the poison
from acting, the only way
was water and nutrients.
The leaves had started to fall

According to Tarani, af-
ter his mother’s death, he
had filed an application be-
fore the prison authorities
seeking emergency parole
to attend the 40th day ritu-
als of his mother, which
was scheduled on January
30, 2022.

Civic body receives 100

Notably, the Pydhonie po-
lice station had in it's re-
port highlighted the fact
that Tarani's brother, who
had stood surety for his re-
lease, wasn't a permanent
resident of Mumbai and
was in fact living in a rent-
ed house.

The jail superintendent
even referred to a recent
incident in Uttar Pradesh,
wherein a convict, who
was let out on parole to at-
tend his daughter's mar-
riage, absconded.

"As such, the authorities,
by way of extra caution
and care, are imposing the
condition of police escort
so as to avoid the instances
of misusing the liberty;"
prosecutor M H Mhatre ar-
gued.

The bench noted that as
per the condition five po-
lice personnel were to es-
cort Tarani. "Thus, escort
team charges, vehicle
charges, halting charges
for a day are quantified at
Rs.29000. Thus, for the peri-
od of five days, he may have
to bear expenses roughly
amounting to Rs1,50,000/-,"
the bench noted.

The judges further con-
sidered the submissions
made by advocate Farhana
Shah, appearing for Tarani
that the expenditure for
the escort team is exorbi-
tant.

Former Mumbai Mayor
RR Singh dies at 86

Former Mayor of Mum-
bai and senior Congress
leader Ramcharitra Ramb-
hajan Singh passed away
on Thursday after pro-
longed illness. He was 86
year old and had been ad-
mitted at Laxmi Hospital
in Mulund. He is survived
by five sons and two daugh-
ters. Congress workers
said that with RR Singh
they have lost bold leader-
ship.

From 1973 until 2002,
Singh was elected as cor-
porator from different
wards of Mumbai. In 1993-
94, he had seen BMC works
as the city Mayor, under-
taking several develop-
ment projects during his
tenure.

At that time the Congress
party was in power in the
BMC and several Congress
leaders supported his
name for the post of May-
or.

Singh had also worked on
some important commit-
tees of the BMC, like the
standing committee, BEST
committee, improvement

committee and the health
committee. Along with im-
portant posts of the civic
body, he was also in-charge
of Mumbai Congress. He
also ran the RR Education
Trust and the Mulund Cit-
izen Charitable Trust and
helped many poor citizens.

Congress group leader
in the BMC, Ravi Raja
said, RR Singh was the
‘Bhishma Pitamaha’ of
the BMC and one of the
tallest leaders.

“He knew all the regula-
tions and laws of the BMC.
It's a huge loss for the Con-
gress and the city of Mum-

bai,” he said.
