For avoidance of doubt, we clarify that we were not required to, and have not performed any procedures 
on the information included in columns K to O of the accompanying statement and the same is furnished 
by the management of the Company. 

The procedures performed in a limited assurance engagement vary in nature and timing from, and are less 
in extent than for, a reasonable assurance engagement; and consequently, the level of assurance obtained 
in a limited assurance engagement is substantially lower than the assurance that would have been obtained 
had a reasonable assurance engagement been performed. 

Conclusion 

10. Based on our examination as described in paragraph 7 and procedures performed as described in 
paragraph 9 above, and according to the information and explanations given to us, we report that the 
book values of the assets specified in columns C to J in the Statement prepared by the Company are in 
agreement with the underlying books and relevant records of the Company as at December 31, 2023 as 
produced to us by the Management during the course of our examination.
