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Video clip showing two women dancing in Metro goes viral

espite the Delhi Metro
DRail Corporation
(DMRC) repeatedly urg-
ing commuters to refrain from
acts like recording or dancing,
a video of two women dancing
to an old Hindi song inside a
train has surfaced on Twitter.
The clip shows two women
dancing inside a coach of Delhi
Metro using the poles placed to
help travellers support them-
selves during their journey. The
video is posted by a twitter user.
The video posted on July 6
opens shows a woman holding
a pole and lip syncing to a song.
Soon, she is joined by another
woman and they both go on to
show a few dance steps. The duo
is seen dancing to the Hindi
song ‘Main Toh Beghar Hoon!
The song is from the 1979 film
‘Suhaag’

Recently, a video of a group
of kanwariyas' dancing inside a
Delhi Metro train had gone
viral on social media, forcing the
Delhi Metro Rail
Corporation(DMRC) to warn
that all commuters to maintain
discipline and decorum while
travelling in the train.

This note of caution came in
the backdrop of the video clip
showing kanwariyas, all clad in
traditional saffron dress, danc-
ing to the tunes of a song ded-
icated to Lord Shiva.

Several videos made inside
the Delhi Metro or its premis-
es that turned up on social
media in the last several months
have led to controversies and
attracted authorities’ attention.

"We request our commuters
to maintain discipline and deco-
rum while travelling by the
Metro," the DMRC said in a
statement on Wednesday on

the latest video that garnered
considerable traction on social
media sites.

"All passengers must ensure
that their behaviour doesn't
cause any inconvenience to fel-
low commuters. DMRC's flying
squads regularly travel all across
the network to detect such
activity," it said.

Incidentally, two videos in
past few days gained traction.
The first clip showed two young
men engaged in a brawl in the
Delhi Metro and in another
video a woman slaps a co-pas-
senger standing right next to
her. She can also be seen
shouting at him before slapping
him in front every one in the
compartment. The video was
shared on Twitter account Ghar
Ke Kalesh. It has 67k views.

The video shows a woman
standing next to a man and
shouting at him. The reason for

the fight is not clear though.
The woman screamed at the
man and at one point of time
she lost her cool and slapped
him. Someone in the same
compartment recorded the
video and shared it online.
Everyone present there watched
as the two fought and did not
intervene.

Following the video on
brawl between two young men,
the DMRC had said "we request
that commuters conduct them-
selves responsibly while travel-
ling by Metro”

The footage shows two
backpack-wearing men
engaged in an ugly fight inside
a metro coach. While most
commuters stand at a safe dis-
tance from the two men, some
try to intervene and stop the
fight from escalating on the
popular public transport.
However, their efforts go in

vain. The men are also seen
punching and trying to push
each other away.

In response, the Delhi
Metro Rail Corporation
(DMRC) has issued a state-
ment. "We request that com-
muters conduct themselves
responsibly while travelling by
Metro. If the other commuters
notice any objectionable behav-
iour, they should immediately
report the matter on the
DMRC Helpline, detailing the
corridor, station, time, etc.

Recently, DMRC also
deployed flying squads com-
prised of Metro and Security
staff to randomly monitor such
behaviour in the Metro across
its network and to take neces-
sary action under relevant pro-
visions of law," said Anuj Dayal,
the Principal Executive
Director, Corpurﬂte
Communications, DMRC.

Outer Ring Road area near

Mukarba Chowk, Delhi
Lieutenant Governor Vinai
Kumar Saxena has approved
the transfer of 1.20 acres of land
of Irrigation & Flood Control
(I&FC) department on a per-
manent basis to the Public
Works Department (PWD) for
the construction of underpass
near Mukarba Chowk includ-
ing construction of approach
road from Badli Junction to
Haiderpur Metro Station in
North Delhi.

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If technical defects not rectified, donot
operate new buses on July 10: Gahlot

elhi Transport minister
DKailash Gahlot has
directed the
Commissioner (Transport) to
not put the newly inducted
electric buses in operation
from July 10 if their technical
defects are not rectified by
Sunday. Gahlot, in his com-
munication to Transport
Commissioner Ashish Kundra,
cited a media report that said
one in three e-buses has been
breaking down daily. "It is a
matter of huge concern that the
buses which are not even one
week old are continuously
breaking down," the Transport
minister said. The communi-
cation noted that Delhi has
recently started the operation
of 100 new electric buses under
Tata Motors.
The direction comes amid
rising instances of breakdowns

of the electric buses that were
inducted into the Delhi
Transport Corporation (DTC)
fleet on June 30. "It is directed
that the operation of these elec-
tric buses is monitored closely.
Also, TATA should be directed
to rectify defects in the buses
within this week. The Transport
department should ensure that
in case the defect is not removed,
no such buses shall be out-
shedded from Monday, 10 July
2023, onwards," read the order.

Following this directive,
Transport Commissioner
Kundra wrote to Girish Wagh,
Managing Director of Tata
Motors, highlighting that 200
electric buses, which have been
inducted in the first lot under the
Grand Challenge Programme by
the Delhi Transport
Corporation, have shown "dis-
mal operational outcomes”.

"In the first instance, the
operating company had limited

preparedness for installation of
transformers in the Depots
assigned to them, even as they
were pressing the department for
early induction of these buses.
"Once the induction started, it
was observed that there was a
high incidence of break down,
up to 30 per cent, on account of
some technical/software pitches
in these buses,” the communi-
cation to Wagh said.

Tata Motors has a credible
global reputation and it was
with great hope and confidence
that the Delhi Transport
Corporation entrusted this
"ambitiously designed" contract
for 1,500 electric buses, it noted.

"There is now a feeling of
being let down. You will appre-
ciate that public transport is the
lifeline of any city. Performance
of this nature especially in the
capital city does not behove a
company of the stature of Tata
Motors," it further said.
